This brings deadness to self,
deadness to the world, every motive
inspired, every action animated and
glowing with this vitalizing force, the
glory of God. The church seems to
estimate doing more than holiness of
character, which is to secure the fruit
without the tree, but the fruit is painted.The church needs to apply herselfto secure holy characters; consecratedhearts will bring consecrated
giving, and be full of consecrated doing.The Christmas tree may be full
or rruit, dm ine iruit is pinueu on.

David Brainerd said of her, "That

she was not only a real Christian, but
a very eminent saint.

who, by the temper of her mind, was
fitted to deny herself for God, and to
do good, beyond any young woman
whatsoever whom he knew." Her fathersaid, "She manifested a heart uncommonlydevoted to God in the
course of her life."

she said: "That she had not seen one
minute for several years, wherein she
desired to live one minute longer, for
the sake of any other good in life, but
doing good, living to God and doing
what might be for his glory." This is
consecration in its simplicity and purity.This is the Pauline standard and
maxim. "For me to live is Christ; to
die is gain." It is tne ueing possesseu
withChrist and his work here, and
Christ and heaven hereafter.
