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Have the People No Friend at Court?

Oply a short while ngo the Supreme Court
pronounced the issulng of townshlp bonds
as lllegal and without proper authority of
constitutional law.

Immediately thereafter our respeeted dally
contemporaries of Columbla and Charleston
spoke cautiously of the matter, and deplored
any declsion which might possibly impalr
the credit of the State in the matter of floal-
ing her bonded Indebtednesg, which will very
soun become due.

The Legislature Is in sesslon, and now it
seems that the bondholders, or thelr friends,
propose to“validate” the bends which bave
been issued contrary to law, and thereby im-
pose a hardship on the tax-payer to the in-
tense iatisfuction and Infinlte profit of the
bond-holder.

When we review the legislation of this
State, and when we recall the editorial posi-
tions of our leading newspapers, whether we
are in error or not, the Impression is forced
upon us, that the people—the tax-payers, the
farmers, the bone and sinew of the country—
have few defenders either inofficial or politl-
cal clrcles, or among the leading newspapers
of the Btate.

The Register has filled columuns of 1ts edlto-
rial space with figures and hypothetical con-
elusions to show to the world that one-hulf of
our farmers are tax-dodgers of the ugllest
kind, When we show that newspaper that
some of the country banksare paylogabout
two-and-a-half times ns much per cent. taxes
as the Charleston banks. it cannot be Induced
to say a word, We say this too, with the full
recollection that we belleve the Register 18 as
honest and trae to prinelple as any paper
that is published within the boundsof the
State. We only note the persistency with
whieh the little one-mule, or two-mule, or
three-mule tax-payers were held up to ridl-
enle, whnile the rich bankers go scot free of
eritiolam,

When the Attorney General declded that
the banks must pay taxesaccording to law,
did not the News and Courier immediately
thereafter boastfully announce that the
Charleston banks would not pay as the coun-
try banks had pald and are still paying? The
records prove how faithfully that threat bas
been kept.

In Abbeville county, we learn, that poop
white men have been thrust In jall because ol
thelr inability to pay one dollar to the school
fund. Is it not known to the Governor, the
Comptroller-General and the Auditor of Oco
neae county thats rich old man there, possess-
s::\'m.poo. returned only £5,100 for taxation ?
As faras we are informed no action has been
taken to bring the colossal tax dodger to jus-
tice. Do you see an equal adminlstration of
the law, as regards poor white men in Abbe-
villeand rich tax-dodger in Oconee and mll-
llonaire bankers in Charleston ?

And agaln, Abbeville county, with a popu-
lation of 40,000, pays on over 5,000 polls.
Charleston, with s population of 60,000, pays
on about 1,600 polls. }as the News and Cou-
rier or the Register ever thought of this mat-
ter?

- ° To return to the ‘“validating” act. Some
people might vote for that act under the
thoughtless impression that the credit of the

" State would be in jeopardy. This argument

18 too weak and too groundless to lmpress any
one who would refer to the fact, that the
bonds were lssued contrary to law; that the
Btate of South Carolina only a few years ago
repadiated one-half of her indebtedness be-
cause of alleged oractusl fraud ; that the State
of Georgla repudiated Radlcal bonds, and
when Demoecratlo bonds were recently put on
the market they were immediately taken by
investors at the lowest rates of Interest.

The best way to sustaln the credit of the
Btate is not to assume unlawful indebtedness.
Such act I8 more damaging to the credit and
business tact of our State than any cry about
the sacredness of unlawful bounds by town-
ships.

To eay the least, there would seein to be
room for honest difference of opinion, but it
geams that the ‘validating' act is to be har-
ried through for the beneflt of the bondhold-
ers witbout even consulting the tax-payers.

If this act becomes n law, we Lrust the vote
of the different members may be recorded
and published.

There were 8 number of good citizens who
prutested agalnst this tax both before and af-
ter the unlawful election whereby bonus were
fssued,

They went into Court to have their rights
protected, and the hignest judlclnl authority
1n the State has thrown the protection of law,
justice and common sense uround them. It
is now proposed to legallze a wrong on Inno-
cent tax-payers, and leave Ltherm to the tender
mercles of the voraclous bondholders. We
shall see what we shall see.

A BLOODY LESSON IN LAW.

EEEN e T
TERRIBLE SLAUGHTER OF LYNCHERS IN
BIRMINGHAM.

—-——

A Dezen Men HMilled or Fatally
Wounded., and Some Thirly Less
seriously Injured—Attempt to Take
from Jail a Man Accused ofthe Mur-
der of his Wife and Child—The Mob
Rush to their Death Heedless of
Warning—A Sheriff who Knew hbis
Duty and Did it

BIRMINGHAM,'ALA, December 9 —Special ;
A terrible tragedy was enacted in this elty
last night, eaused by an effort on the part of'a
erowd of 2,000 men to reach the county jail for
the purpose of lynehing H. K. Hawes, charged
with murdering hiswife and child., Not Ul
the rourof guns was heard and the dendly
tflashes were seen at every window and every
vantage ground about the jail didany one rea-
lize how the matter might end,

Early in the evening the sherift was told
that a’1inob wos forming, and he accordingly
prepared for it. In and around the jail there
was 4 suppressed veln of excltement during
the entire night, Ouatslde the guards were
located on the corner of 2d avenue and 2lst
street and 4th avenue and 218t street, respectiv-
ely. These guards challengedinll parties ap-
proaching in the direction of the jnil, and all
such parties were summarily ordered to halt.
The inner gunrds were stationed near the on-
trance to the alley leading to the Jall, and
there kepta close lookout for all whoenmenear
them, and who for any reason had escaped
Lthe outer guards,

In and near the Jall the arrangemcentls were
even more compléte. The entrance to the old
jall on 218t street, was well §1m rded and barri-
ended, leaving no possible hope of entrance
from that polnt. A number of men were ilso
statior.ed near the entrance to the alley, im-
mediately between the wall to the Jail and
the fence to the new court hounse. The outer
dnor of the Jull, facing the new court house,
was open, and on the narrow platform and
stone steps leading tothe door were gathered
a dozen determined men under the lend of
Chief Plekard and Sherift’ Smith, all armed
with Winehester rifles and with numerous
rounds of eartridges. All were disciplined
to the Inst degree, and the Instruction were
Issued to shoot directly Into the erowd assoon
as they appeared at the entrance to the alley
leading from 215t street.

“SHOOT DIRECTLY INTOITHE CROWD !”
were the lnstructions issued by Sherlff Smith,
and the policemen and deputy sherlfly on
duty putiently awaited the onslaught of the
expected mob with & sense of duty Lo law and
order that could not be easlly mistaken.

Before 10 o'clock all preparations were re-
ported compiete, and a warm reception was
certalnly in store for those who were reported
to be comluF to avenge the gross outrage on
law and soclety committed by a man, who
surely a fiend, to haveencompasssed thedeath
of the wife he hnd sworn to _honor and pro-
tect and the childten It should have been his
detight to loveand cherish.

But ample as these preparations were, all
has not yet been told. On the roofof the jall
& number of men, all armed with Winchester
rifles, were stationed, and these men were
llkewlse under Instructions to prevent the
entrance of the crowd Into the alley leading
to the jail. Anumberof men were nlso sta-
tioned in the second story of the new court
house. A fecling of intense anxiety prevailed,

and the silence at tlmes was omioous. At 11
o'clock the shouts of,
THE APPROACIIING MO

could be plainly, beard. The shouts grew
closer and louder still, and the officers on the
Inside fingered their guns and began making
preparations for the inevitable. A mass of
men of appeared In the entrance to the alley,
andina loud voice Sherifl Smith ordercd
them out of the alley

AT THE PERIL THEIR LIVES.

1t was very dark and impossible to distin-
guish exactly where the men at the entrance
to thealley were located, Some were evident-
ly on the ogposlte side of the street, Agaln
the mass of human beings appeared in the en-
trance to the alley, *I am going t¢ shoot at
three,” called outthesheriff, “One, twothree,”
but the sheriff and his men did not trre. *1
will fire at five,”” announced Sheriff Smith.
He was very much excited. The oflicers
could see the forms of the wmen creeplog up

the alley way toward the jull. Agaln the
voice of the sherlil called out, **One, two," &e,
M? when *“flve' had been reached be called
out,

FIRE!

A perfect fusilade followed, nnd_ when the
smoke cleared away the alley leanding to the
jail door was blocked with dead and wounded
men. The crowd scattered In every direction,
jn;:! no farther attermpt was made to reach the

nll.
THE KILLED AXD WOUNDED.

Three men were killed lnst:mll{l, seven fat
ally wounded and nbout thirty others wound
ed more or less seriously.

The following is the full llst of thekilled and
wounded.

W. B. Throkmorton, postmaster and a very
prominent and popular eltizen. Throckmor-
lon was about 80 of years age. He was born in
Louisville, and eame to Birmingham in 1880
a9 agent for the Southern Express Company,
About elzhteen months ago he mas appointed
postmaster. He leaves awife and one chlld.

An unknown negro was shot through the
lungs and died this morning at 8 o'clock.

J. R. MeCoy was toward the front of the
erowd when the firing commenced, He fellat
the first volley.

A. B, Tarrant was shot In the back. After
the first volley he lny down on the ground
with the hope of avoiding the flying bullets,
IFate would not have it so, however, and a ball
struck him as he lay on his face and ranged
up the back, Aftera few minutes' sutfering
the young man died,

A.D. Bryant was ghot through the heart.
He was standingrather near the front and was
dolng his best to restrain the erowd golngany
ntaarar. He fell at the first volley and died in-
stantly.

(. C. Tate was shot through the hlp and
through the loin ; heis dying. He isapainter,
and lived at East Lake. Hels nboul.-l% years
old and bad a family,

Colbert Smith, colored, was shot through
the right lung and dled-this mornsng.

Lawrence Fitzhiugh, civil engineer, badly
wounded. He was ghot through theshoulder.
He is about 30 years old.

Charles Barley was ghot through the head,
it Is thought fatally, He lived formerly at No
21 Church street, Boston,

A. 8. schlede, mechanic, was shot inthe Jeft
side just under the shoulder. It s thought he
will die. Heeame recently from Kalamazoo,
Mich, Several of his companions were wonnd-
ed‘butleaa seriously.

Charles Jenkins was shot in the back of the
heed, the ball coming outin the centre of his
forehead. He lingered until 10 o'clock this
morning, when he died, Jenking was 20 years
old, and llved at Smithfleld with his parents
and three brothers.

Bratdon was at the hospital, wounded In
the thigh and abdomen. He dled about 8 o'-
clock this morning. Justafter he was shot he
told his attendants that he boarded at the

The following are statements from several
men who were near the front of the crowd
when the volley was fired:

C. C. Tate, who was mortally wounded,said :
“[ went up to see what the crowd was golng
todo. I don'tthink they would have tried to
brenk the door down, but they might, I did
not think the officers would shoo’.”

A, J. Brannan, deputy United States mar-
shal from Gadsden, now dead, sald: I went
there out of curiosity and to see the lynching,
If r.l:cira]\vns one, Idid not expect to take
part in it"”

Matt Kennedy, who is badly wounded,said :
“I was there begging the crowd to go back. I
bad friends In the crowd and did not want
them to do anything rash, I wanted law and
order malntaibed, and was doing all I couald
to that end. I did not think the officers
would shoot unless an attack was actually
made on the jail”

W. E: Vaughn, a lawyer, said : “I bad just
left the jail. I met the crowd and pleaded
with them to go baek. I told them tlime and
again the officers would shoot, They had no
lenders, but just before the shooting several
men, who were drunk, pressed to the front
and sald, ‘Tear the jaildown and hang Hawes:
Then the volley was fired.”

All thoughts of attempting any further at-
tacks on the jail were abondoned upon the
arrival of the troops ordered here by Gover-
nor Seay, althoogh a crowd of corlous people
stood all day forming a line necross 21st street
and 2d avenne, where the military guard was
formed.

Certain prominent officials in the city have
telegraphed Governor Seay that they consider
it necessary for him to be here, and have
nsked him to come at once.

The question has been repeadly asked by 8
large number of people: How long will the
military remaln here? “The military," says
Col. Jones, “wlll remain here as long as 1t is
neeessary and untll officially notified by the
(Governot to leave. No one but the Governor
hns power to remove them from thelr posts
of duty. The Goverpor will dlsmiss them
when it is thought all danger is past, and not

before, If Hawes |6 to be removed to another
¢ity, 1t may be that the military will be dis-
missed at once, If not, will probably be sev-
eral days before they go.”

Amuse Your Children.

Some mothers seem utterly incapable
of amusing their children. They can
cook for them, sew for them, take care
of them when they are sick, but have
no faculty for making them happy.
The little people fret and mope because
the atmosphere about them is so work
a-day, so devoid of the imaginative
element on which they thrive.
Among the rich, as well as the poor,
they are often forlorn because they are
in a grown-up world; there should be
astooping of elders to their small
estate. See how heartily they will
respond to the crudest effort for their
entertainment! Particularly do they
like to believe that they are helping;
with tiny brooms they can sweepi
they can dust and wash a bit of kiteh-
en paint—only let the mother carry on
the work as if 1t were play. By thus
becoming a part of the child-life of
their little ones, mothers can gaina
real influence, attainable in no other
way. The child will be guided by the
one whois in sympathy with him.

The cookery of jelly is difficult, and
deserves more attention than it usually
receives. The following recipe may be
applied to all kinds of fruits :

Select currants that have been fresh-
ly picked and are not tooripe. If they
are sandy, wash, but do not stem.
Mash a small quantity ata time in a
stone jar with a wooden potato masher;
gqueeze through a coarse bag and then
drip again through a flannel bag,
without pressure, that the juice may
be perfectly clear. Measure it and
turn it into a porcelain lined kettle.
Stand over a brisk fire and boil rapidly
for twenty minutes. Put the sugar,
allowing one pound to every pint of
juice, in earthen dishes, and then in
the oven to heat, add it to the juice;
after the twenty minutes’ boiling, stir
hastily until the sugar is dissolved,
not longer. Bringing quickly to a
boil, try to see if it jellies. If it does
not, which is very unusual, boil it
rapidly for a minute or two longer, but
be very careful not to over beil. Dip
tumblers in hot water, fill them with
the boiling jelly, and stand in a cool,
dry place for twenty-four hcurs. If
not sufficiently jellied by this time,
cover the tumblers with common win-
dow glass and stand them in the sun
for a day or two until it does jelly.

CARE OF CHILDREN's FEET.—Wise
motlers see that the children have dry
feet. Shoes should be loose enough to
be comfortable always—half an inch
longer than the foot, but not loose
enough to slip around. Never let the
child wear a shoe that is run over on
the side or heel, and constantly dis-
courage the habit of standing on the
outer edge of the shoe, turning in the
toes, or rubbing one footover the other.

Have the child taught from the earliest | e

hours of understanding that the mo-
ment his feet are wet he must change
shoes and stockings. If mothers will
make it a rule that the child’s hose
must be hung up when taken off, and
the feet warmed before going to bed
they will save themselves much troub-

le. Soo many mothers tie up a child’s
throat, a most pernicious habit, and
allow the child to wear thin shoes or
sit with rabbers on for hours.

CHILI S8AvucE.—This sauce is taking
the place of the old-time tomato
catsup. It is better to keep, and better
in every way than catsup. This tested
recipe can scarcely be too highly
recommended : Remove the skin from
a peck of ripe tomatoes, and peel
eight white onions. Put them on the
fire, and cook them ten or fifteen
minutes; then add a pint of venegar,
and a table-spoonful each of ground
cinnamon, allspice, and black pepper,
and a table-spoonful of cloves. Tie
the epices in a bag of coarse material.
Cook the mixture from four to five
hours, or until it is quite thick. Be
careful not to let it burn. When it is
ready to take off the fire stir ina table-
spoonful of ground mustard, a tea-
spoonful of cayenne pepper, two lea-
spoonful of white ginger, and salt to
taste.
