It Requires Careful Treatment, but
Pays Hotter Than any Oilier I*lant

Cotlon Plant.
I wish to plant an aero of Lucerne, and

would be glad if you would publish In next
Issue of The Cotton Plant a piece about the
planting, cultivating and fertilizing ol Lucerne..J.K. H.
Lucerne is the most nutritious of all cultivatedforage crops, and its product per acre is

greater than that of any of the grasses. In
view of these two facts it is a singular thing
that it is not generally grown by the farmers
of the South, accounted for only by a general
want of knowledge of Its value. As a nutritiousplant for all kinds ol slock, Including
poultry. It stands at the head of the list, containingall the elements of food in almost perfectproportions. It Is a splendid milk and
butter producer, is an excellent food for horsesand mules, during the feeding of which
only a half or third ration of grain is necessary; and for hogs it is superior to clover or
other green feed, containing as it does a plenteousproportion of fat producing elements.
It contains also a large per centage of albuinenoidprinciples, which support and develop
the muscles of animals and promote rapid
and healthy growth.
From four to five tons of most excellent LucerneHay can be grown on an acre In a season,the crop reaching its heaviest yields after

the second and third years. Its greatest val-
ue, however, is as green food, and should he
allowed to wilt one day before use. It should
be cut immediately before the blossoms open,
as it becomes fibrous and woody soon after
that stage, and consequently less digestible.

SOWING AND CULTIVATION,
Lucerne being a perennial plant it will pay

to take the greatest and most expensive pains
with it at the start. In fact it will not respondto anything short of the best preparationand fertilization. The soil should be alreadyrich. No amount of manure applied to

Soor land will suffice, as the Lucerne must
avean abundance oi very soluble and immediatelyavailable plant food when young.

It is best, therefore, to make the soil thoroughlyrich first, and then sow the seed. A
matter of very great importance, too. is to
have the land free of the seeds oi weeds and
grass, as these will easily stride ahead of the
young and delicate Lucerne plants, and kill
them out before they can acquire much
growth of root. It is better, therefore, to pre-
cede Lucerne with clean cultivation and high
manuring with stable manure that is thor-
ougbly rotted and with fertilizers that con-
taiuagreat deal of phosphoric acid, potash
and lime. Lucerne does not require an am-
moniated fertilizer, since it is known to absorbmore ammonia from the atmosphere
than any other plant. Following clean culti-
vatlan and lavish manuring, Lucerne, ifRown
broadcast, should be sown early in Septem- <

ber after the most thorough pulverization of J
the soli. The land most suitable for it, how- 1
ever, as above suggested.that already rich 1
and mellow.will not require expensive prep- <

aratlon. The best soil for it is a rich, deep, (
loam.a loam being a soil containing about '

« per cent. orsana. surrciay9, ana especiallysuch as have a very compact waxy subsoil
are Dot best for Lucerne, considering the
longevity of the plant and the great depth to
which Its roots extend, sometimes 8 to 10 feet
or more in n porous soil, and rarely less than
two feet. Whatever the class of the soil may
be, it should be broken deeply and subsoiled,
but the subsoil should only be stirred and not
turned up. If sown in spring it is generally
better to sow in drills 15 Inches apart, so as to
admit of cultivation with the hoe, or even
with the plow, in order to keep dowu weeds
and grass. If the land Is clean and free of the
seeds of these, however, it may be sown
broadcast in spring as well as fall, the only
reason for drilling being cultivation, as above '

mentioned. Mr. Alexander McBee, Jr., of
Greenville, has a remarkably flne patch of
Lucerne, with a.perfect stand, producing luxuriantcuttings three times a year, which was }
sown broadcast In February. The time for
the spring sowing of Lucerne is in February
or March. During the first year the main
oonsidoratlon should be the preservation of
the crop.securing a permanent aud regular r
stand. To do this it may be necessary to mow
the crop before it is ripe enough for ordinary a
cutting, in order to prevent the seeding of t
weeds and grass, should such pests get a start I
to the injury of the Lucerne. When mown t
the Lucerne will soon start again, while many t
of Its enemies will not. The exact course to
pursue in questions like this must be decided a
upon by the grower, who is on the spot and fc
can judge for himself. Our judgment Is in fa- r
vor of drilling the seed in spring planting, t
ar.d working the crop until it gets a good F
start, pulling out weeds and grass from among s
the plants early.

The Grange
clubbed Its orders and its cash, or a Grange
note ut 7 per cent., and ordered by ear loads at

and sell "on liens," to outsiders.
But to return. In 1871! when there were fifteenactive Granges in Abbeville county,

there was less complaint among ttie farming
community than there is to-day, find we had
heavier burdens then to bear than we have
now. Then, there was a solid farmer's organizationexisting, well disciplined and working
underGrange rules. They met In council and
talked over matters. Thought* were exchangedon various topics of interest to the
Grange, whether It be the sowing of small
grain, the cost of making a pound of cotton,
