Glanders 18 a highly conta-
slous, incurable disease, and as a rule fatal in
the humnn subject. When horses are suffer-
ing from the biles of flies or stings ol other
insects, sponge the parts that can not be pro-
tected by nets with water In which Insect pow-
der hus been mixed—a tablespoonful to two
enllonsof water.

At a recent farmers’ institute at Batavia,
New York, Prof. E. S. Goff, of the Slate Ag-
rlenltural Station, Geneva, gave a talk on po-
tatoes, 1llustrated with diagrams, Fora cen-
waury or more, New York has been known a8
the Empire State. It s also entitled to the
name Potato State. One-sixth of all the po-
tatoes produced In the Unlled Slates are
grown In New York. Ifow shall we prepare
the seed? Shall we cut It, and Into how
many pieces? In 1883 he commenced o serles
of experiments, In 1883, from whole tubers
hegrew on a plat of one-twentleth of an aecre
185 pounds ; from seed cut in two pleces 181

unds, and from slngle eyes 137 pounds. In

884 from whole 420 pounds, from halves 278
and from quarters 220, from elngle eyes 172
bushels per acre, These experimentis repeat-
ed in subsequent years showed simlilar re-
sults, teaching us that whole tubers or large
pleces produced better crops than small pieces
or single eyes,

Are small, whole potatoes as good for seed
as large? In one experiment tubers the size
of hen's egzs produced 165 bushels; size of
black walbuts 165 and the slze of hickory
nuts 115, Inan another experiment tubers
thaslzeufhen'seglgsllu,nrhlnckwn.lnut.s?:i.or
hickory nuts 45, Thiswould seem to indicate
that lur;k;.a tubers whole, are better than
small., Excessively large tubers show no
profit over Iarrge.

What partof thetuberwill give best ylelds?
The results of three years' experlments com-
bined, show followlngresults: Seed end 13§;
center 174; stem end 119, When cut into two
pieces, the seed end will yleld most. The
seed end will sprout first, grow first and seem
most vigorous,

Can we make anything by selecting our
seed as withcorn? Itls a question whether
onr falling to do so may not be a cause of po-
tatoes running out. In 1884 they dug their
potatoes keellning the contents of every hill
separate, Picked out the most productive
and least productive bills, selected best of
each and planted, The yleld, per eye, was 8814
&er hundred eyes from seed of large ‘hill an

forsmull hills, The next year, following
the same course, result the rame, and the
gmallest tuber from large hills produced
more than largest from small hills. Every
experiment from n greal number varletles
resulted shinilarly. By selcotion of our tubers
from largest hills willgain in erop. Potaloes
are buds: will using stronger buds In trees
and planis produce stronger growth?

Is anything galned by cutting? A cartnin
weight out of a large potato and same welght
of smali In 183, the whole tuber produced
best resnlts. In 1887 the cutting done in
March, yielded best wut the total was less.
His eonclusion ; it makes but little difderence
whether cut or not, A slightly larger yleld of
small potatoes in cut, but not of merchanta-
ble ones. Grows hils potatoes three and one-
half feet-apart by one and one-half of two
feetin rows, In answer to questions: Plats
one-twentieth of an acre, Practices level cul-
ture, seed pretty deep—three or four inches—
latter better than former. Would cut length-
wise. Up to ten days there scemed to be no
loss in vigor by cutting before planting; al-
ter that they lost. Drying the )]:!e:-es did not
cause the potatoes to ripen earller.
