FOREIGN  AFFATRS

Important News Gleaned From
Two Hemispheres.

Ominous Labor Disturbances Oc-
curring All Over Europe,

Quite a serious riot grew out of the dis-
missal of a miner at Beuthen, Prussia.
The comrades of the discharged men ex-
pressed their sympathy with him by quit-
ting work, and being in an ugly mood
they soon becams involved in trouble

with the local polica. Ther were two nu-
merous for these functionaries to cope with,
and it was finally found necessary t call out
the military of the qistrict. The rioters,
when ordered to disperse, refused to do so,
and a desperate encounter ensued. It was
not until the military had fired two rounds
that the mob was scattered and order re-
gtored. Three men were killed and several
wounded during the fizhting.

The National Seamen’s Union of Eng-
land, witk a view of forcing the English ship-
owners to influence the Danish shipown-
ers, announces that a general strike cf
gseamen will be legun, anl that the men
will not return to work until the de-
mands of the Daaish seamen for wages uaual
to those paid English seamen are conceded.
A conference between representatives of the
Seamen's Union and the shipowners will be
held at Sunaerlend, England. The Lon-
don  Stevalores Union has  de
clared a boycott against the steamers of the
Allan Line, plying to Montreal, and the
Wilson and Hill lines, whose steamers ply
between Hull and London and Boston and
New York, for employing non-union men.

Two thousand factory strikers attempted
to parade at Barcelona, Spain, but were dis-

rsed by the police. The Government has

sued an order forbidding processions and
open-air meetings. The strike movement is
becoming general among the factories.

Business was lmgeiy suspended in Nova
Scotia in honor of Labor Day. The parade
of the various trade orgaunizations was a
grand success, Between 400 and 5000 per-
sons marcked and made an imposing show.
There was a grand display of flags along the
route of the procession. Nothing like the
demonstration had ever been witnessed there
before. The societies picnicked at McNab's.

Several districts in Cuba complainof a
scarcity of hands in spite of the high wages
which planters are willing to pay.

The New Constitmtion of Brazil

The Constitution of the United States of
Brazi', copies of which have just been re-
ceived in the United States, greatly re-
sembles that of the TUnited States of
Americaafter which it is copied. It provides
that the President and Vice-President shall be
elected indirectly through an electoral college
for a term of six years, The members of
the Senate will be elected by the State Legis-
latures for a term of nine years. The members
of the Chamber of Representatives will
be elected by popular vote, aund their term
will be threz years. There will be a supreme
Federal tribunal, consisting of fifteen judges,
who will be appomtel for life, There
will be & Federal judicial system, and
the capital of the Republic will constitute
a Federal district, similar to the District of

. gentation in the Chamberé and the right to
chose Presidential electors like any State.
Allthe old Provinces will be transformed
into self-governing States. With the
exception of persons who cannot read or
write, mendicants, privates in the
army and the members of religious orders,
the right of suffrage will be universal. Re-
ligious freedom will be guaranteed, the
Church and State will be separated and civil
marriages will be made oblizatory.

No traces of the bodies of the other twenty
have been found. They must have been
ground to death. .

The authorities are trying to discover the
man who cut the ropes. No further par-
ticulars were at hand.

A TERRIBLE explosion of gas occurred in
blast furnace No.1 at the Cambria Iron
Works, Johnstown, Penn., by which four
men were badly injured, two of them fa-
tally.

Two Disastrous Cloudbursts in
the West,

At midnight a terrific cloudburst tempo-
rarily isolated the towns up Clear Creek
Canon in Colorado from the world. At that
bour an immense cloud burst near the forks
of a creek, pouring within the narrow walls
of the canon a deluge of water, which com-

letely demolished the two iron railway
idges at the forks, and carried away all the
structures in the mneighborhood. e res-
taurant, the railroad station and other build-
ings were swept away by the flood. The im-
mense column of water,laden with
went tearing down the canon, and now, asa
result from the forks to Golden there
is scarcely u vestige of railroad left. The

greater part of the roadbed was washed
away and all means of communication were
destroyed.

After the cloudburst a furious hailstorm
set in, and it was reported that hail a foot
deep was lying in the canon. At eleven
o'clock in the morning a train loaded with
bridge timbers and conveying 200 men left
Denver for the scene of destruction.

A cloudburst in the foothills of Santa
Rita Mountains, in Arizonas, covered an
area of a square mile. The water ed
down the canon in torrents,
ing & number  of
horses, A number of deer, bears
and wolves were caught in the furious
flow. Crops, orchards and houses on the
Schofeldt ranch were completely destroyed.
A large freight train was caught in the flow
and carried a mile.

Labrador's Terrible Tragedy.

Thomas Oliver had
lived for nine years at Pig Brook,
Stag Bay, Labrador, with kis wifo and
five children. One day he told his son to
across the river and hunt for partridges; he
also sent his wife and daughter out ick
wild tea. Oliver then tdok his Bible u.ndp lay
down on the bed.

When on the iceabout half way across the
river she heard thereport of a gun. Looking
around she saw the dozs running from tho
door. Thinking nothing was wrong she con-
tinued her journey.

After she and her daughter had gathered
all the tea they wanted they returned home.
There they beheld a sickening sight. On the
floor wasthe baby, On taking itup the
mother discovered thut its head bhad
been battered to pieces, The mnext
sightthat met her horrifled gaze was the
body of her daughter, eleven years old.

Mrs. Oliver next discovered the body of
her husband stretched on the floor, with his
gun clasped in his bands and a bullet hole
throuzh his head, The victims were buried
n-ar the house in which the crime was com-
mitted. The gun was put in the murder-
cr's coffin.  Melancholy caused the crime.

Moonshiners Rald a Town.,

The particulars bave just been received of
a bloody fight and riot in Poca-
hontas, Va. Early in the after-
noon & Lody of about twenty despera-
does, headed by the notorious Jim Skinner,a
well-known moonshiner, rode into the town
and began drinking whisky. In a few hours
they bLecame riotous, flourishing their re-
volvers aud firing on citizens as t?le)' passed.

After two colored men had been seriously
wounded, the eitizens and town authorities
arrived 1o suppress the band, and a general
fight ensued. Two of the mob wera shot
and captured, while Charles Smith and an
unknown colored man, resident of Pocohon-
tas, received serious wounds, being shot in
the head and arms.

The desperadoes fled back into West Vir-
ginia, where they have their headquarters in
the mountains. A rumor reached Focohontas
that they would return to rescue their com-
rades, and created such alarm that the Mayor
ordered outa of sixty men, who pa-
troled the town in expectation of attack,

Fatal Cyclone in the West,

A special dispatch from Fargo, North
Dakota, brings intelligence of a severe and
destructive tornado, which seven lives
were lost.

Details from the cyclone were meagre.
The only thing learned was that tho
storm struck Bowen, Clifford and Gales-
burg, about twelve miles nothwest of
Hunter, in the southern portion of Trail
Land, in the northern part of Cass
County. It was a regular cyclone,
tearing and twisting across the country,
leveling buildings and destroying crops.
Five persons were killed outright, and a man
and his wife fatally injured near Clifford.

Wires to the branch lines were prostrated
and thereporters had to drive a number of
miles to the telegraph station. A hail-storm
also did considerable damage to crops about
twelve miles south of Fargo. i

A cyclone near Ghent, seven miles west of
Marshall, Minn., killed two persons and in-
jured several others.

Amonz the offices thus dam-
aged are those of Jay Gould, Russell Sage,
Sidney Dillon, Dillon & Swayne’s law offices
and the Commercial News Department of
the Western Union. .

The fire destroyed all the wires and cables
entering the building and it was thought it
would take at least a week to repair this
damage. Meanwhils business was badly
m-ipéal . William Henry Smith, manager
of the Associated Press, estimates the dam-
age to the orzanization at $15,000.
