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Trinl Jastices.

In this county there are several piaces o be
filled by appoiotment to the office of Trlal
Justice, and in each caxe there is a grenter or
fess seramble for the place.

The anxiety to get the place leads us to
think that there must be considerable proflt
in it, and thinking thus It oceurs to us that It
might be well to reduce the salaries some
what.

We have taken no part,as yet, for or against
any candidate, and have no fdea that we
would have any influence, even if we exerted
oursell.

But while on this subject, we would remark
upon the fact that we have heard that Gover-
nor Tillman has said that he would glve no
man an appolntment who voted for Colonel
Haaskell.

Buach a course may be well, and It may be
wise, but we do not thiink s,

In the first place, & mere vole does not qual-
ify or disqualify a citizen for holding Judicial
or other offices.

In the next place. Thealleged courseof the
Governor |s impolitic, and can have no other
effect than todiminish hisown influence over

-the whole people whose Governor he Is.  Lit-
tle diseriminations agalnst differing—or err-
ing—politiclans may do doring an exciting
campalign, but we submit that when as Lhe
Chlefl Executive of this State Governor Till-
man gues behlnd the returns, and attempts to
punish any class of respectable citizens and
deny them the right to hold office, he makes
& mistake,

We understand that one of our former trial
) 1stices was left out for the reason that he was
among the few white men In this county who
voled for Haskell.

Governor Tillman ought not to forget that
this I8 the home—ihe natlvity—ofl Colonel
Haskell, and however erroneous or impolitie
his race for Governor, yel the people here, al-
moat without exceptiou, voted for Mr. TIll-
man.

Many of them voted for Mr, Tillmao fromn
cholee, but It I8 also trone that many others
would have preferred to have voted for Mr,
Hadskell.

They voted for the Democratic party, and
they did so to prevent breaking up the party,
and in the hope that Mr. Tillman by his wis-
dom and conservative official career would
disarm oppositlon, by proving that he would
make a good Governor, who wounld be true to
his friends and concliiatory to his opponenis.

The Press and Banner has, in its humble
way, sought to preveut a disruption of the
Democratle party, and those of us who op-
posed Mr. Tlllman's nomination, but who
voled for him al the election, can only trust
to him now Lo unify Lthe party, and bring
pedoe and barmony Lo our ranks.

" ON THE PINANCIAL SITUATION.

His Theory nnd Reasoning Don't
Neem 10 Bgquave With Well Esiab-
lished Opinlons and General Ae-
cepted Truths.

Our frlend, the Allken Recorder, credits the
Atlnpta Constitution with an able interview
with Mr, Pat Calhoun on the causes of the fi-
pan:ul stringency that has existed for sever-
al weeks, which lnduces us to remark :

That-Mr. Calhoun 18 g phenomlnal success

at accumulating money, we presume few
would deny.
* But when he strikes the sanbject of sufply
and demand, and undertukes to reason from
cinuse to effect, his utterances are more inter-
esting than instruct!ve,

In connectlon with what we are about to
say, It might be sald thal there are three dls-
tinet departments of journallem, viz:

Thalt corner In A country newspaper
which I8 set apart for elther the literary hay-
seed or the egolistical school master,

That part of a city” newspaper which s
devoled to perlodical Interviews with alleged
financlers on the canses and effects of this or
that depression ur plethera of money.

8. The predictions or forecasts of Lthe wealh-

er.

Euch of these depariments may have sepa-
rate und distinet efTects upon different classes
of readers.

Persons who may be In Jail, and destitute
of Sunday school literature, and all such per-
sons as are suffering with insomnia, would be
dellghted with the prodnctions of the Ilterury
hayseed and the learned school master,

That Eaﬂ. of theelty newspapers which treats
of the financial disturbances by way of inter-
terviews, affurd humnorous or ludlerous read-
Ing in which the speaker gets an alring of
what he doesn’t know, These Interviews fur-
pish an abundant meal for all that elass of
people who throw ovpen their mouths, shut
their eyesand swallow all that ls thrown Into
them. They are then sufficlently Ignorant to
go off and Instruct those fellows who "'don't
take the papers.”

The weather predictions and the play upon
words are somewhat akin to the Interest and
almless object of looking nt the dexterous
showman loss and calch balls,

Here, for Instance, 18 a solid chunk of some-
thing, which would explain the searcity ol
money :

“It i due" sald Mr, Calhoun, “to n pomber of
esuseca, bat chiefly Lo the defects of our financlul sys-
tem, including the unjust tariff taxation. It s true
that the reckless financlering by the Argentine Kupub-
lic cansed the loss to the English of s great meny mil-
llon dollurs; serinusly embarrassed the griat house of
the Barings and wan felt throughont the entire finan-
clal eircle uf FEngland, This cunsed the sale in this
country of a large amount of Amerlean securities hald
sbruad, and thus the trouble in distant Bouth Ameries
rencted on us, The hu;{y outlay for lurge importa-
tlons to forestall the McKinley bill, and speenistive
investments in flxed properties, also contributed to
the financial stringency.”

To a sclentific financier all that Mr, Calhoun
says may be perfectly plain and thoroughly
coovinclog,

But snppose the Engllsh did lose money.
It wasn’t burnt or otherwise destroyec.
Bomebody bas 1t, and It s worth to the world

ust as much to-day a8 it it was in Lhe safes of
ingland before the coming of the flnanclal
stringency. =

Apny fallure of the Barings did not
destroy the money. Even If their stralghten-
ed circumsiances could contribute to the hard
times, the “Noanclul stringency” was on be-
fore their troutlecame. Rather, thelr trouble
was o result of the stringeucy, and not the
canse of i1,

The McKinley blll and the tariff buslness
may be sald L0 be Lhe deep water fnto which
financlal prophets retire, when they are at u
los« tor asslgouble cuuse, und bave nowhere
else Lo go. :

Mr. Calhoun attributes our present trouble
In our Auunces ln purt to Lthe juck of a *flexi-
ble" currency.

What Mr. Calhoun means by a “flexible”
currency 18« secret from us, “Flexible” belng
& big word, we will turn o Webster, who de-
fines the word thus:

“Capable of ylelding to the Influence of oth-
ers; not luvioeibly rigld or obstinate; tracta-
ble; mupageable; ductile; too eusy and comn-
pilant; wavering.”

The "flexibllity” of Lhe Confederale money
consisted In continued expinsion, and we pre-
sume the “fAexlble” currency for which Mr.
Calhoun yearns Is a sort of depreclated paper
with which to pay off the farmers fur their
cotton bales. In business circles only a stable
and fixed eurrency are of real value,

It ls true that the United States government
oould priut any amount of money at pleas-
ure, but how can It distribute such money
and how can it withdraw the excessive mon-
ey, except In the regular way In w hich It now
goes lo and comes out of the publie treasury ?

Nu country can prosper with an unnl.agle
currency.

Here'sasolld chnnk of wisdom, which must
be very consollng Lo farmers who live In “dry
streaks.”” Mr. Calhoun says:

“Tu the extent, therefors, that the crop is a surplos,
theeurreney becomesdistithuted lhrungﬁuut the conn.
try distriets, snd thus the money is n severe drain on
Lhe%]nuﬁl:lﬂ cvnllerﬁ.

“Tu illustrate It even more furcibly, suppose that
entire cotton crop, estimuted at T‘ai‘)ll.(l% ImleI: \:E:
surplus this year and was worth $40 o bale, we would
have o surplas of  $300,000,000 distrilmted frow the
Carvilnes to the Blo Grande, The South would be
wonderfully pros crous amd yet the dosin under vor
present nunecial sy:tem of 300,000,000 frum the mon-
vy centers and so distiibuted woula have brought ruin
and bankruptey npon the Gnanelal and eommerclal n-
stitutions of the country,”

As the law of supply und demand regulates
the movement of money and erops Mr. Cal-
houn’s first propoeitlon would never mate-
rialize. When Lhe "surplus” crop began to
draln the mouey centers, the ?]rloe wuould go
down, the farners would buld theirerops, and
the money cenlers would hold on to thelr
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money, no matter whether It was gold, “Hexi- d

ble' currency, or representallve currency,

Mr.Cnlboun's forclble draft on vur eredvullu'
Is wmuzing. If we had seven million bales of
surplus, we would llke lor Mr. Calboun Lo tell
us how the money centers could be induced to
put thelr three hundred milllops inlo our sur-

lus cmE.

In Abbevllle, when the crop s Loo large the
price I8 depressed, and the furmers refuse to
sell o portion of Lheir cotton.

If Mr, Calhoun had sald that, whether the
erop whs large or small, It commanded about
the ktame amount of mouey, ke would have
come pearer Lho luct, ]

Mr. Calhoun says:

“I'he enorinons dishursements tor penslons in the
North and West, ns well ae the surplus cotton crop in
the Buuth, bave pat an fmmense sum of money, dis-
tributed in small sums, fote the Loands of those who
are not bank depositors,”

The ldea that Lhe dlsbursement of mouey
among the muasses wno do not hourd ur depos-
It thelr mouey would bring bard timea s
something new, The pensious are distrib.
uted with something llke regulurity, and it s

enerally conceded that Its clrealation adds

o the prusperity ol any particular evtnmu-

niLy.
I:fere isn another pruposition that wont hold
good. Mr. Culhoun says:

“Ano' ber lmportant cause of the financlal siringeney
which must not be overlowked, 8 the fuct that the
governmnenl through its unjust wriff taxes extorts in
small suwns from the consumers all uver Lhis evantry
a vast amnount of wmovey, which it gathers foto s
treasury, All of this sum it {8 unable to get back in-
to cireulation, even throogh extravagant government-
al disbursements, aml Is compelled to buy with the
surplus bonds ut high premiums, This system not
only undunly tuxes the poor, but demands for 1ts pay-
ment esch year nearly vne-third of the circulating uie-
dium and bosrds large quuntities of this wediom In
the trensury, When compelled by financlul stringenoy
w adopt the extmnrdinur[v menns of boud purchases
s prevent bankrupteies, this carrency is turned loose,
nut in general distribatlon, but only o thuse who huve
least need for It, sod who begond o doubt tv sumne ex-
tent board K"

The Government returos 1o the people all
the money which it extorts from them.
Therefore Mr.Calhoun's Idea thut the Govern-
ment 18 responsible for our trouble 18 fullu-
cious, Practlcally, tbere 1s no such thing as
'*honrdtng" money. It nuast be put ln cireu-
latiou Lo be remunerative, As lung as 1L is
“hoarded” Ita value ceases, Wonat Mr. Cal-
houn says aboul *unduly tuxing the poor” Is
on a par with much else thut he bus snld, All
cltlzens’'are presumably taxed alike, In pro-
portion Lo thelr possessions.

The rich pul tbelr money 1n visible properly
and vanool escape taxation, while the word
“poor” presuppokes the idea Lthat the person
referred [0 hay Do property.

Mr. Calboun says:

“You at once sce thul as the government Las sought
bunds st high premlums, it has not only retlved to s
gunsiderable extent bank notes actually in eireulation,
but it hos, by enbaseing the price ol the bunds, ren-
dered it less profitable to fssue currency upun them,
anil reduced the only basls on which the banks are
permitied by law to wuke any fssue

Of natlonal banks he snys:
“The present notfonal hanking system, so far as It
confines the lnsunnce of currency to guvernmnent
bunds, Is vicluus; but no strunger nor mure cHnServa-
tive banks huve ever been organized In the history of
the world.”

How “strong” and “conservative” banks
ean be “vicious" 18 beyond our comprehen-

alon.

Mr, Calhoun says: Nallonal banks are “vi-
elons,” and we need a “flexible’” currency, a8
well ug R “representuilve” eurrency. Threa
kinds of mouney [8 tno muoeh: *“Flexlble,”
“raPrelent.attve." and “vicions.”

We do not pretend to know Lhe causes of fi-
naneinl stringencles, but we suspect that the
Immediate cause of every ‘‘siringency” is
froms some movement in money centers Lhat
geares capital, which Ia timid, and fora few
weeks ufterward, it 15 “honrded.” The
“hoarded” money Js praciically withdrawn
from circulation, This withdrawal from cir-
culation, or from deposit In bunks, oreates dis-
trust, and heoce the temporary crash.

The aggregale money of Lhe world Is abont
the same all the {mr round, but local causes
tend to make It plentiful or searce in particu-
lar rections, ag the people may or may nol
bave romething to eell or to buy.

If each individual eltizen would determine
or solve Lhe financial q’l:ml.ion for himself, b
getting his own estate In order,all will be well
with ns, The maln, and first question ls, In-
dividoal prosperity.

JanvuAry 11,1891,

By an Act of the General Asrembly, ap-
proved December 23, 10, all the functlons
and doties of the da?ertment of agriculture
including the officlal fertilizer inapection o
Sonlh Carolina, were devolved nponthe buard
of trustees of the Clemson’ Agrieultural Col-
lege ofSouth Carollon. .
The ntientlon of the genersl frelght Agent
of sl rollroads operating in this State Is ac-
cordingly culied to the following extract
from The Genernl Siatuies, Sectlon 585 :
2 » s «5and all raliroad eompanies and
other common earrlers are herehy prohibited
from delivering any comm fertilizer
that does r.ot benr thie pregseribed tag or ofher
evidence that the tax ha+« been pxid. * * *
Every person or corporstion violating this
sectlon shall forfeit Lo the Stale a sum
money equal to the valoe of the fertilizers
* * * recelved, shipped-or delivered,” ete.
Cotton seed mesl Is a fertilizer, and must
bear the tags Isfued by me, nnless it s sold to
specifically asa “stock fool” [ would sug-
gent to raliroad agents the ndvisabllity of re-
quiring from bolh shipper and consignee,
when colton seed meal I8 offered for xhipment
withoot tags. a certificate that it s Lo Le osed
only as “stock food,”™ =
