THE MONGOOSE.

-UNCLE S8AM TO IMPORT IT FOR

ECONOMIC PURPOSES.

In India It Kills Venomous Ser-
pents, But Here It Will De-
vote Its Attention to
Gophers and Rats,

4 HE mongoose is to
m be added to the
. fauna of this coun-
] try under Govern-
« ment auspices. Itis
a small carnivor-
..ous mammal, about
7" the size of a big cat,
which is native to
Indis. In that part
of the world 1t does excellent service by
killing snakes, to which it has a mortal
antipathy, not hesitating to attack even
the formidable cobra and almost invaria-
bly winning the fight. Also it is death
on rats, and on this account it was im-
ported not long ago to the Sandwich
Islands. TField rats, the multitudinous
progeny of the domestic species run
wild, were creating havec there, and this
remedy was sought with very remarkable
guccess,so that the objectionable rodents
bid fair to be soon wiped out. In
Jamaica likewise the mongoose £as been
introduced for the same purpose and with
equally satisfying resuits,

8o serious has the plague of gophers
and certain rodents become to farruers in
some parts of - the west that the Depart-
ment of Agriculture proposes to fetch a
few speciments of the mongoose to the
United States with a view to exterminat-
ing the pests. The animal is thoroughly
able to earn its own living and is in no
way likely to become a charge to any
community. It subsists on small and
mostly obnoxious mammals, lizards,
snakes and occationally a bird's egg. En-
tirely susceptible of domestication, it is
warranted to keep houses clear of rats.
What it has done for the sugar fields of
the Hawaiian Islands it is expected to do
for the grain crops in the wheat belt and
elsewhere. The mongoose has never been
known to be harmful 1n any way, by kill-
ing chickens or otherwise, and no dam
ageis likely to result if it should multiply
great on this side of the water.

So much cancot be said of so many
other snimals which have been intro-
duced in this country with the expecta-
tion that they would prove desirable. A
while ago some people in Oregon thought
that it would be an excellent thing to
bring thither the Chinese pheasant. 8ix
gpecies were brought over and colonies
of them were estadlished on Protection
Island in Puget Sound, on Vancouver
Island, and at the junction of the Wil-
liamette River with the Columbia. They
were imported from China by ex-Minis-
ter Denny and were taken care of,
fed and guarded from  sports-
men.

den,” the “green,"” the ‘‘ring,"” and the
¢t silver"—survived and have spread all
over the Willamette valley, which is the
most fertile in the world. Already they
have begun to do much damage and the
farmers are seriously complaining of
them. They multiply at an enormous
rate, each female producing twc or three
broods a season of from fitieen to
eighteen each. The cocks are very
courageous, snd will fight anything.
They go into the barnyards and thrash
the best roosters. Itis even reported
that they sometimes walk away with the
hens. Their favorite haunts are low
grounds near grain fields, which they at-
tack, destroying gardens also. People
often find their nests in old straw stacks
and stubble fields, taking the eggs

and raising them under brooding do- '

mestic fowls. The males weigh about
five pounds each.

The trouble is that an exotie animal,
upon being introduced, usually finds it-
self in a situation of great advantuge
for multiplying. It has left all its old
enemies behind it, and those creatures
which might attack itin its new environ-
ment require some timeto *‘get on to”
it, so to speak. Thus the crows in
Oregon have only just begun to prey
upon the eggs of the pheasants, having
ascertained the nesting habits of the lat-
ter. Inasmuch as nature always makes
allowance for destruction by foes in

providing for the propagation of
any beast or bird, the fresh
immigrant is apt to  multiply

enormously and to become¢ & nuisance.
Generally speaking, such experiments
are danzerous as are being tried by an
acclimatization society in Portland,
Ore., which has within the last few
years brought over from Europe and let
loose thousands of birds in the valleys of
that State—among others the nightin-
gale, the song thrush, the European
yellowhammer and the Eoglish black
bird, which is closely allied to and very
muchlike our robin. These birds were
caught by professional bird catchers in
Germany and England and sent across
the ocean in stages, supplied with seed
and cuttlebones. Skylarks and star-
lings have been imported similarly, col-
onies of both being established on Long
Island, where they were wioed out by
the great blizzard. So far as the star-
lings were concerned, this was probably
fortunate,. because they are voracious
grain feeders and would have been likely
lo prove most detrimental.

The story of the so-called English
sparrow in America is a sufficiently fa-
miliar one. In Australia, also, whers it
was introduced, it has been doing
millions of dollars’ worth of damage
yearly, and not long ago the main issue

in the elections there was drawn between
the *‘sparrow” and the ‘‘anti-sparrow”
men, all politics being made subordinate
to the question whether the Government
should undertake the extirpation of the
bird. At present in the land of the kan-
garoo organized efforts to this end are
being made, one of che most effective
being to carry a sack of poisoned grain
with a small hole in it at the tail-board
of a wagon, traveling over the roads and
leaving for mile after mile a continuous
dribble. Men also go about with long
poles bearing hooks, with which they
pull down the nests. One person in this
manner can distroy hundreds of thou-
sands of eggs and young in a single
season. Nevertheless, but little impres-
siod seems to have been made thus far
upon their numbers.

The injusy done to Australia by the
imprudence of acclimatization societies
can only be estimated in thousands of
millions of dollars. Rabbits, introduced
from England for purposes of sport,
have laid waste the country, destroying
the crops and almost annihilating the
sheep farming industry. Poisoning and
shooting, the artificial propagation of
diseases among them, wholesale canning
of rabbit meat and the cxportation of
skins and furs have had small effect in
diminishing their numbers.  Ferrets,
introduced to attack them, have in their
turn proved s nuisance, devouring the
farmers’ chickens. In like manner tue
owls imported to gobble the sparrows
have exhibited a preference for the meat
of domestic fowls. Foxes, brought
across the sess by sportsmen, have multi-
plied greatly and are proving a baue.
Even bumble beas, fetched for the pur-
pose of fertilizing clover, which depends
upon their agency in this regard, threaten

to become so numerous as to consume all

the honey which the honey bees would
otherwise have an opportunity to collect,

Taking all these things into view the
Government of the United States is in-
clined to disapprove of the importation
into this country of domestic animals
without its own authoritative superin-
tendence. Uncle Sam will fetch the
mongoose and will keep an eye upon it
for a while, so that, if it should prove
obnoxious, it can be promptly exterm-
inated by concerted measures. Recently
the Department of Agriculture has gone
to some extent into the business of pro-
curing parasites from abroad to feed
upon and thus destroy other bugs which
are harmful.

BY DOG SLED.

TRAVELING IN THE GREAT FUR
REGION OF THE NORTH WEST.

low a Hudson Bay Dog Sled is Made
—Human and Canine Endar-
ance—140 Milesin Forty-
Eight llonrs.

TYPICAL dog sled is very like
a toboggan, says Julian Ralph
in the second of his Harper ar-
ticles on the Hudson Bay re-
gion. It is formed of two thin pieces
of onk or birch lashed together with
buckekin thongs and turned up high in
front. It is usually about nine feet in
length by sixteen inches wide. A leather
cord is run along the outer edges for
fastening whatever may be put.upon the
sled. Varying numbers of dogs are
barnessed to such sleds, but the usual
number is four. Traces, collars, and
blackbands for the harness, and the dogs
are hitched nne before the other. Very
often the collars are completed with sets
of sleigh bells, and sometimes the har-
ness is otherwise ornamented with beads,
tessels, fringes or ribbons.  The leader,
or foregoer, is always the best in the
team. The next dog to him is called
the steady dog, and the last is named
thesteer dog. As a rule, these faithful
animalsare treated harshly,if not brutally.
It is s Hudson Bayaxiom that no man who
cannot curse in three languages ‘is fit to
drive them. The three profanities are,
of course, English, French, and Indian,
though whoever has heard the Northwest
French knows that it ought to serve by
itself,'as it is half-soled with Anglo-Baxon
oaths and heeled with Irdian obscenity.
The rule with whoever goes on a dog-
gled journey is that the. dnver, or mock-
passenger ruos behind the dcgs. The
muin function of the sled is to carry the
dead weicht, the burdens of tent covers,
blankets, food, and the like, The men
run slong with or behind the dogs, on
snow-shoes, and when the dogs make bet-
ter time than horses are able to, and will
carry between 200 and 300 pounds over
daily distances of from twenty to thirty-
five miles, according to the condition of
the ice or snow, and that many a journey
of 1000 miles has been performed in this
way, and some of 2000 miles, the test
of humsan enduranceis as great as that
of canipe grit.

Men traveling *light,” with extra
sleds for the freight, and men on short
journeys often ride in the sleds, which
in such cases are fitted up as ‘carioles”
for the purpose. I have heard an unau-
thenticated account, by a Hudson Bay
man, of men who drove themselves, dis-
ciplining refractory or lazy dogs by sim-
ply pulling them in beside or over the
dash-board, and holding them down by
the neck while they thrashed them, A
story is told of a worthy bishop who
complained of the slow progress his sled
was making, and was told thatit was
useless to complain, as the dogs would not
work unless they were roundly and inces-
santly cursed. After a time the bishop
gave his driver absolution for the profan-
ity needed for the remainder of the jour-
pey, and thenceforth sped over the snow
at a gallop, every stroke of the half-
breed’s long and cruel whip being sent
home with a volley of wicked words, em-
phasized at times with peltiogs with
gharp-edged bits of ice. Kauve, the explor-
er, made an average of fifty-seven milesa
day behind these shaggy little brutes.
Lilton and Cheadle, in their book, men-
tion instances where the dogs made 140
miles in less than forty-eight hours, and
the Bishop of Rupert's Land told me he
had covered twenty miles in the fore-
noon and twenty in the afternoon of the
same day, without causing his dogs to
exhibit evideace of fatigue. The best
time is made on hard snow and ice, of
course, and when the conditions suit,
the drivers whip off their snow-shoes to
trot behind the dogs more easily. In
view of what they do, it is no wonder
that many of the Northern Indians, upon
first seeing horses, named them simply
*‘big dog.” But to me the performances
of the drivers are the more wonderful.
It was o white youth, son of a factor,
who ran behind the bishop's dogs in the
spurt of forty miles by daylight that]
mention. The men who do such work
explain that the *‘lope” of the dogs is
pecuharly suited to the dog-trot of »
human being.

A Mountain of Onyx.

The discovery of a mountain of onyx
thirty miles south of El Paso, Texas has
just been made public. The discovery
was made some time since, but was kept
secret until the fortunate owners, 8. W.
Magoffin and R. F. Johnson, could per-
fect a title to the properjy. Trough the
nfluence of Mexican officials they suc-
ceeded in getting a five-year lease from
the Government on 86,000 acres of lands
covering the onyx bed. The onyx is of
& superior quality, fine grained and
beautifully marked with streaks of varie-
gated colors blended across the face cf
the ledge. Itisonly fourteen miles west
of the Mexican Central Railroad and
could casily be reached by a spur from
that road, and the cost of quarrying
would be smali, as the face of the moun-
tain is solid onyx and scales off in large
glabe, thus making it possible to place
it in this city at prices as cheap as com-
Fwn building stone.—8t. Louis Repu¥

Tea Adulterations.

Tea is skillfully adulterated by the
Chinesc merchants, The substances
they usc are among the most fearful
poisons known, including various salts
of copper. The object generally is to
color the tea leaf. For this purpose
Prussian blue, gypsum and copperas are
commonly used.

Certain green teas can readily be de-
tected as adultertated, by taking ahand-
ful and blowing through it, when a
cloud of dust will iy out—not tea dust,
but coloring matter, which leaves the
tea in the hacd of an olive tint.

Scented caper is a sort of tea that the
Chinese mix with iron filings in order to
give it weight. There is nothing injur-
jous about this, though it is a rank
swindle.—New York Journal.

The Music of Nature.

The bass of thunder is copsidefably
lower than the lowest sound produced in
an orchestra—below the zero of music,
we may call it, at which all positive ap-
prehension of musical sound ceases, and
our senses are merely conscious of a roar.
In observing the music of thunder, our
attention, however, may be most profit-
ably directed to the expression rather
than to the notes. The musical dim-
inuendo is more perfectly represented by
thunder than by any other form of sound
in nature. Afterthe first clap is over,
the ear will pursue with pleasure the
10lling away and gradual fainting of the
peal, until at immeasurable distance it
einks into silence.

Drum-
sticks of cork, or with their heads cov-
ered by a very fine gum, are wielded by
the player, and the gentle and monoto-
nous plash of water is produced by the
drumstick striking sof.ly on the skin.
