Politicians at Work.March Convention.TheSarplns Cotton.
False prophets are abroad in the land, and

our people should beware of them. Some of
ihe prophecies now being made seem to be
founded on superstition. It was announced
by these men that the fact that the recentcall
for u Convention of the Democrats of the
county was signed by thirteen men, and the
day appointed for the meeting being Friday,
would prove disastrous to the cause of true
reform, and that the meeting would prove a
failure. What wus the result?
There assembled In the Court House on last

Friday, the 18th March, the best Democratic
meeting that any one has seen in that buildingfor many a day. Though the weather was
bad, the Dpmocfttls poured in from Coronaca,
Greenwood, Troy, McCormick, Lowndesvllle,
Due West, Donalds. White Hall, Latimer,
Hodges and other places, besides the handsomenumber that attended from Abbeville
to a large number.
The purpose of this meeting was to try to

bring about harmony within the ranks and
to secure good government in the State, and,
also, to elect delegates to the Convention that
meets in Columbia on the 24th, for the purposeof considering the situation and, perhaps,to nominate a State ticket.
The tone of the Convention was conservative,but earnest. It will be a great pity If our

It is at times very amusing to watch the
ways of the ordinary politicians. Tbey are
slow to take hold till they see that there will
be some chance for them to beon the winning
side, and then they come forward with a great
nourish of trumpets and keep up a mighty
blowing tor the benefit of the crowd.
There are great numbers or weak backbones

In the political field that become very firm
when success Is assured. Such men deserve
no credit, but they often get the cake, in
fact mo8tolten. I guess, that It will always
be the case.
When the formers see the true condition of

affairs In the State, I predict that they will requireno urging to get them to come to the
front to aid In putting things straight.

It seems that our farmers are carrying out

planting Just as much as ever. Admitting
that'u thing Is right and doing that thing are
two very different matters. In a matter of
this kind, necessity beats reason nine times
out of ten. Necessity will be the only thing
that will make us reduce the cotton acreage.

produced an excess above normal requirementsor more than two million bales, and indicatesa heavy reduction in breadth of area
as the only possible remedy, otherwise the
agriculture of the South will suffer worse than
Western agriculture ever has. It declared
that the Cotton States must be agriculturally
self-sustaining; that new crops must be introducedas the agricultural! population has outgrownthe capacity ef cotton to support it.
