So far as the above statement pertains to

the Treasurer of Abbeville county it is absolutelyerroneous, as the attorney who teudeiedthe money and other witnesses will testily.
The Governor neither instructed llie Treasurerto refuse the money, nor did the Treasurerrefuse it, but otlerea to take it, and itlve
the railroad credit to that amouui for ihe taxesit was due.
We can scarcely conceive how Gov. Tillmancuii be responsible lor the action of tne

Treasurers in this matter, when the railroads
put their scheme Into execution almost at the
expirauun ui ine uiuc lurt-uncvunu m.u.-,
when the Treasuier's office was crowded with
lax-payers, and when the limited time precludedany correspoudenee between the Governorand Treasurer, except by wire.
Notwithstanding this the Treasurer of Aobevlllecounty,upon his own responsibility,

and without consultation with any ot the
State authorities offered to receive Hie
amount tendered by the representative of the
railroad companies, and to receipt for the
same. Not ot course iu lull of their taxes, hut
quo Canto, which was refused, Hon. J. L. Orr
to the contrary notwithstanding.
Such a perversion of fac'.-. only discloses the

motives which prompted the statement, and
not in accord with a strictly peace policy.

Speech of Wm. P. C'alhonn, Esq .

The following Is a synopsis of the speech of
Colonel Calhoun.
