political meeting which is bouud to have an

important place In the history of the state.
Columbia, March 24, 18!.'2. The Peace

and Unity Convention which met here this
afternoon at tile State House accomplished
every thing lor which it had been called. The
leaders ol the Anti-Administration movementare thorougly satisfied with the work
accomplished and are quite coufluent ol successwith the ticket and platform oti which
they will make the fight.
There were two hundred and seventy-two

representative Carolinians at the Convention
and they represented every county in the
state with the exception cf Berkeley and
Beaufort counties. There cati be no question
of the earnestness of the delegates at the
meeting. They were as One a class of men as
ever deliberated on anything they thought
would redound to the good of (tie State.
The ball of the llouse of Representatives

was crowded to its utmost capacity lor comfort.The galleries were well tilled, aud a
number of ladles joined in the applause.
Conspicuous among those who met with enthusiasticreceptions were the nominees for
Governor, John O. Sheppard, Lieutenant GovernorOrr, Ex-Uovernors Humpton and Richardson.
The Convention was a thoroughly businesslikeone, but bad they not been fortunate

enough to have secured the Hon. Samuel Dibbleas chairman the session might have continueduntil to-morrow morning. With expeditionthe delegates, alter a hard night's
work, can go home this morning. The proceedingsof one of Carolina's critical and importantconventions will form au Important
lea' in political history.

has long been Identified with agricultural 01ganlzations.He owns several farms in DarlingtonCounty. Col. J. B. Humbert, of I.aureus,nominee for Comptroller General, Is one
of the bestknowu farmers In the up-country.
He has for years been an officer in the State
Agricultural and Mechauical Association
and au officer of a railroad company. M. P.
Howell, of Colleton, nominee lor Attorney
General, is a prominent lawyer Irotn Walter-
boro, and has for many years been Identified
as a leader in the Democratic party. The itev.
D. W. Hlott, of Anderson, Is a Baptist minister;was originally u Farmers' Movement
man, and is a man of considerable eloquence.
W. W. Dixon, of York, nominee for Adjutant
aud Inspector General, is a young man; is a

graduate of the Citadel Academy, and at
present Is principal of the graded schools at
Hock Hill.

of Gen. McCrady to appoint a committee
on nomination.
Gen. McCrndy said: I believe this conventionis called (or the purpose of making nominationslor Governor and Slate ofllcers. and

I suppose thai a committee to eonsist of one
from eace county, shall be appointed for the
purpose of suggesting a ticket to this convention,the members of which shall be appointedby the dilferent delegation.
Mr. \V. H. Parker, of Abbeville:
It Beems to me this body should first

decide if they will go in to nominations before
a committee for that purpose is selected.
Gen. McUrady: The call for this conventionas I have stated was for the purpose of

making nominations, and weare here in conformitywith that. call. What are we here for
If not lor that purpose? (Applause.) .Shall
we go home having done nothing?
One of the hits of the evening was made by

Ex-Senator Scarborough, of Sumter, who, in
talking on the resolution, said he did not
think that the Convention was bound by the
call of the thirteen. It would he undemocratic,it would be Irbyism, it would beTiilmanIsmto nominate through a committee. He
did not propose to putthe nominations in the
hands of u committee. I for one am not
through plantiug com. but I propose to leave
my corn unplantod rather than to see Tillman
orTillmanism perpetrated. Heexpressed tbo
highest regard for Gen. McCrady.
Gen. McCrady, in explanation, said that, the

Convention could object to the report of the
committee. By bis plan the proper officers
can he selected. They are to suggest a good
ticket, and the Convention still has as much
voice as itever had. You will note that It Is a
very remarkable thing that we are here withouta single candidate; not a single person
here Is seeking office. Is it not better, therefore,to have a committee to suggest a ticket,
and discuss how that can be arranged?
Col. Knox Livingstone: I will votengainst

the motion of the gentleman from Charleston,uot because I am opposed to nominations,but because I believe nil nominations
ought to be made upon the floor of this convention.(Applause.) We have assembled
here for that purpose, and we want this to he
a Democratic couventloii In net as well us In
name.

I am glad
there are no candidates before this convention.(Applause.) We are here to-night huntingfor the best man that can be found in the
Interest of the whole people of South Carolina.Under the circumstances you can look
them up better by a committee than on the
door of the convention. While I would be
opposed to this resolution In the ordinary
condftion of things, It seems to me tills Is the
be*t way to nominate thecandidates forState
officers. The adoption of that resolution will
be a test whether or not this convention is in
favor of making nominations. I think the
resolution from the gentleman freni Charlestonis the best we can do under the circumstancesat this time.
Mr. W. D. Scarborough, of Sumter: I don't

consider this body is bound by any suggestion
made in ihe call of the thirteen gentleman,
which call I heartily endorse. It certainly is
undemocratic to place the power in a committeecreated by this body. It is undemocratic,it islrbylsm.lt is Tlllmanisni, and I
object to it. (Applause.)

Air. Klrby S. Tuppcr, of Charleston, said
there was only one feeling in the Convention
for which all delegates hud sacrificed their
time, it O' ing me oe.ni pian 10 ueieat me presentAdministration. It was distasteful to
him, but he felt bound to oppose the McCrady
resolution. It would be unwise to make the
nominations by committee.
Mr. W. C. McSowan said: The first thing

we should demand from Tillman and his Administration,or tils committee, for ho is the
boss of his party.we should demand of the
executive committee or the May convention
u primary. Wewunta fair, square fight end
a direct primary. If we uet that we can beal
Tillman. Before we go to fixing up a cut and
dried ticket it should be tested whether we
are !n favor of making nominations.
Mr. George D. Bryan, of Charleston, said

that under ordinary circumstances he hud alwaysbeen opposed to referring nominations
to a committee, but what is wanted now is to
centre upon the best men and elect them. We
don't want uny log-rolling. He favored the
nomination by the committee, under thecircumstanfces.
Mr. T. I. Rogers, of Marlboro, opposed the

nomination by the committee.
Mr. J. M. Hudnens. of Laurens, said that if

the nominations were made openly on the
tloor the discussion of the availability of candidateswould be hampered by the presence of
some of them on the floor.
Mr. D. S. Henderson spoko in favor of nominationsby committee.
The discussion having taken such a lengthy

character brought Gen. E. \V. Moise to his
teet, and with great, emphasis he said: ' We
have come here for the purpose of dolus; something,and it is time we were doing It. We
have enlisted here soldiers und we want leaders,and want them quick." He favored nominationsby committee.
