It
the balky horse couldn’t pull the whole load
he could ut least putout bis strength in the
right direction, and if the debtor canunet pay
all, he can at least pay whatcver he has, amd
make a clean breast with his ereditor. The
main thing to do is Lo preserve your own rell-
respect and then command eredit, beenuse ol
good character and honorable effurt.
