Taxation to Sapport the Tenchers.
A publie meeting of citizens was held in the

Court House last night to take Into eonsider-

atfon financlal questions concerning the

school,
W, A. Templeton was called to the chalr

and F. B. Gary was requested to act as secre-
Lary.

Mr. Templeton then read the following re-
port uf the Board of Truslees :

We beg leave tosubmlt for your considera-
tion the following report of matlers perlalu-
ing to our dulies as Trustees of the School
District of the town of Abbeville.

18t. A8 Lo the schivol bullding. As you will
remember the election whieh placed Into our
hands the duty of issulog 12000 of bonds
with which to buy lots and erect school bulld-
jngs In the town ol Abbeville was beld the
latter part of Januury. Soon after the elee-
tion we appointed n commlilee of the Board
10 look out & snitable lucation for the vulld-
ing of a school house for white children, Af
ter careful Investigation the commillee re-

rited the Acadeiny lot a8 Lhe most available
‘or the purpose, and Immediale steps were be-
guo to buy this properly. Afler couslderable
negotiation one thousand dollars wus paid for
the bulldlpg and lot. This same commillee
which was designated the commitles ou plany
and location was explicitly instrocted to se-
cure plans for a buildiug not to exceed In cost
&*,&NEI’, hud secured six or elght plans of school
bulldings.,

Afler %ureful examination we selected one
deslgned by Denson & Schneider,of Wash-
Inglon, D, U,, sud which Mr. Denson, who
caime before us, sald could be bullt for §9,250,
‘Thils was aliowlng 8700 tor the old brick, and
muking his estimate for nll new materla and
work $s,650. He wasusked by the chalrman
of the board If he wounld undertake tudo the
work and furnish the material for this
nmount, to which he answered thut It was oot
of his line but he thought his estlinutes wers
reasonable, He gave 1L us his experience that
he bLest and cuheapest way 10 consitruct &

for different parts of the work. *

The board proceeded atevery step with the
grealest care and deliberation. Alter the
pluns were received on J\lnx lith, and exnm-
ined, we doubled whether the bullaing as de-
signed could be bullt for the estimale of the
architect. Asa malter of precaution & mem-
ber of Lthe board wus senl ul once 10 ALlaula
o obtain bids on all the different kinds of |
material Lo be used ou the bullding, Several
bids were obtalned on enchof the varivus ma-
terials to be used, as follows:

We found the estimate wins not 8o excessive
a8 to cost of material, but the excess occarred
in the quantity used. We had the pinns and
had to pay for them and were very muob
pleased with them,

Invitations for bids had been sentout to dif-
ferent milis nnd in usbort time u bid to far-
nlsh all the sash, doors, inside trim aud
transoms and 8o forth, was réceived from Lhe
Perkins Manuofacturing Co. for $843, which
wns accepted. You wlil notice this was §521
less tban the lowest bid recelved. ~

A eontract was made with Mr, MeMlillau to
furnish the brick nt £5.25 at the briek yard, or
£6.25 delivered on the lot.

A contract was made to have the brick laid
\n the wall for €50 per thousund, and Just
here | would sny thatin the number of brick
required was Lhe srentesr. diserepancy. ‘The
architect estlmated 200,000 us the ainount re-
quired, and we bought more than this
amount besldes the old briek from the bulld-
ing, and this wus an Item upon which no ex-
act ealeniation could be made, The excess In
cost over estimate for brick and wmortar and
saylng way $1.475, and while bis plan called
for a galvanized irun cornice and other gul-
vanized fron work uo estimate was nade for
ftatall. The cost for this was $590,
The work began on June 9th. Flve weeks
deluy was eansed by a defect In the titles to
the property. Thiuking that the architect
had come in gunshot of the number of brick
required we did nol urrange for es many as
was necessary, hence delay wus caused by
lack of brick.” We bought the framing lum-
ber for 90 eents per hundred feet delivered on
lot. We pald for the flooring §1.50 per hun-
dred feet, For walnkconting, stalrway male-
rlal, baseboards, newels and other mouldings
we pald $221.60, We contracted for every parl
of the work where It was possible, We con-
tracted with E. K.Chamberlaln to put into
five rooms, Including the assembly room,n
heating, ventllating aod dry closet system,
which we think I8 the bestand cheaperl Bys-
tem In use. [t will cost when completed
€150, We elected J. W. SIgn to superintend
the bullding for which we pay €3 per day.

The bullding Is 82x50 In the maln body and
has four additlonal rooms Mx25, maklpg sev-
en teaching rooms with & capacily of 350
scholars, besldes two rooms fur superintend-
ent nnd tenchers, and one assembly room
about H0 feet square, jucluding hallway, which
ean be thrown with It .
