blasting.

Residents of the nsighboraool hava pro-
tasted against the apparent caralessness of
the company, and have appsaled to th3 au-
thorities, but with no eff=ct. Thera wera
nearly a hundrad men who had been em-

ed in ths tuunel about an hour whan an
alarm came of a premature exolosion.

There was a panic at once, but before
anyone had time to save himsell the earth
shook with the explosion of dynamite and
the sur/ace of the ground in the vicinity of
the tunnel ross in the air, scattering the
trnfmanfs of the unfortunate persons near
and the debris of the tunnel in every direc-
tion.

The flames from the explosion sst fire to
the larze four-story brick building adjoin-
ing the tunnel an | shattered every pane of
glass in houses for blocks about.

FAMINE IN FINLAND,

It is Feared That \\'ho‘la Communl-

The famine in North Finland is increas-
ing, and there is a movement in Sweden to
renew the subscriptions of last year for the
aid of the starving Finlanders. Although
the famine is raging in Russian territory,

et the Finns on account of their old at-

hment to Sweden, look to the Swedes
rather than to the Russians for assistance.

Many villages are snowbound, and it is
fearad that the sufferings of the Faopla are
intense, as they bave no means ot breaking
through the great drifts on account of the
weakoess of tﬁ:‘:mselvea and of their cattle.
It iy feared that whole communities have

erished, as nothing has been heard from
Ehem for a number of davs.

Owing to the hardiness of the Finns it is
hoped, however, that the famine has not
been so destructive of life as many appre-
hend. It is believed that the survivors will
abandon the country by wholesale during
the coming spring and summer and remove
to some part of North America where they
wllll have a better chance to maintain them-
selves,

The
level, which is fifteen inches long, is also of
golden ebony, while the spirit tube is set in
sterling silver, the square is a solid piecs of
silver modeled after .a regular mason's
square, with all the correct measuraments,
Tae entira set is incased in a handsome oak
chest, size 17x16 and 6)¢ inches deep. It is
lined with oozei calf.

METICU'S REVOLUTION

The Regulars and the Insur-
gents Have a Fierce Battle.

The Mexican Troopers Defeated
With Heavy Loss.

A battle was fought, a few days azo, near
Ias Animas, Mexico, east of Guerrero, be-
tween 300 regular Mexican soldiers and 250
revolutionists, in which thirteen soldiers
were killed and many wounded, and the
Mexienn troops routed. Several of the rev-

olutionists were also killed and alargs num=
ber wounded.

The revolutionistsa wera commanded by
General Estrada and the Mexican troops by
General Garcia. Captain Garcia, of the
Mexican moilitia, has arrived in New Laredo,
