Hesolyed, That the Abbevllle County Al-
llance in conventlon assembled, protest
agalnst snch unjust diserimlipation against
said bagging and consider sach actlion sub-
verslve of competition, and In the ln-
terests of the old Jute Trust,

A LARGE AND ORDERLY ASSEMBLY OF
THE BRETHREN IN BLACK.

>~

The Only Living Negro Congressmman
Makes a Speech.

Several days ago the committee lssued their
cirenlars, setting forth the object of the meet-

ing in these words:
wTo the Colored People of Abbeville County:

“The Industrinl Unlon ot Abbeville county
organized Lo promote the material, moral and
intellectual advancement of the colored |):eo-

le, will bold a mass meetlng at Abbeville,
ghursday.ocwber 4th, 1894, to which are in-
vited sll our people and our friends.

“The object of this meeting ia to consider
plans for the betterment of our peoplie alon
the above mentioned lines. The meeting wi
be addressed by the Hon. Geo, W. Murray
tbe only Negro Representative In the United
States Congress,

“There will be 8 grand parade, in which the
mechanics of all trades, school ehll-
drep and the organized charltable and bene-
volent socletles are invited to participate. It
fs hoped that Sunday School Superintend-
ents will arrange lor the brlnglng of a por-
tion, If not thelr entire schools, The Masons,
(Odd Fellows, H. H. of Ruth are all specially
and particularly invited to participate In the

rade.

A great muititude of negroes responded to
the call. The number has been varionsly
estimated at from fifteen hundred to two
thousand.

Tne speaking did not take place until half-
past three o'clock. The spenker, Congress-
rman George Washinglon Murray, a fu
blooded negro, came on the three o'clock
train over the G., L. & N. rallway.

Beveral bands of musle and & large com-
pany of plain, every day negroes were at the
depnt when the train arrived.

Lomax came up to the A. M. E. Church In &
carrlage while the crowd followed on foot, ex-
cept the Marshals, who were mounted.

Rev. Isaac H, White was chalrman, and In-
troduced the Rev. Peden, pestor of the Second
Presbyterian church, wbo made a prayer,

Then the chalrmuu Introduced tue speaker
for the occasion, Congressman George
Marray.

He then came forward and spoke for about
Lwo hoursbho:dlug-the attentlon of his en-
thuslastic hearers througbout.

Of course we do not glve all his verblage
and repetitions. To do that would fill per-
haps half page of this newspaper. He spoke,
however, substantlally as follows, the report
belng made from memory, and not from

noles :

Don't blame the white people for your con-
ditlon. They are not to blame lorit; bul to
your own degradation and to yoar own igonor-
ance is ta be charged your present conditlon
and the evlls from which yon sufter. You
don't save your mopey, And you don't stand
toeach other. You glive all yoor business to
the white people, and they make the profit on
all your business, Your liitle earnlogs you
are eager to part with, and none of you accu-
malate money as youn ought to do.

The more Itallans there arein a commaunity,
the stronger they are; the more Irishmen
there are, the alronger they are, and 80 with
all other people than our own race. The
more negroes there are in a community, the
weaker we are, We don’t go into business
for ourselves, but we doall our l.rudlnf with
somebody else, thus giving others all the
profits on the trade, which should of right, go
to men of our own color.

You have no merchanis, no bankers, or oth-
or busipess men in Abbeville, You are con-
tentto go a white man's store or lo a white

man's bank,
T geop!e of different

In a city whera there are
races, they stick together,
walk a mlle to trade with an Irlshman. The
German won't look Into apy other than Lhe
store of & German., The Jew will travel the
streets for any distance and pass any number
of stores, notll be finds one owned by R Jew.

But what does the negro do? He ulmpl;
goes into the first store be comes to, and don't
seem 1o care for his race, and wouldn't tarn
on his heel to patronlze his fellows. We seem
to have no love of race, or pride in the welfare
of our brethren.

It i true that the negro has not yet devel-
oped in & large degree those talents which
bring success In the commercial or banking
pursuits, but even If they had these talents,
the great body of our people won id give but
little enconragement o them. Tbey, for some
unaccountable reason, seem Lo prefer to trade
with the white people to the neglect of thelr
oWn Face. .

No people can ever be respecled as long as
they are poor and lgnorant. As long as the
negro 18 satisfled with doing the most meninl
{abor, and 18 vold of the aspiration Lo become
rich and strong, he will be poor, and subject
to the power of the more ambitions and the
more wealthy race.

Poverty, ignorance and degradation go
band Io band. We must, therefore first strive
1o better our property conditlon. Then we
must bave the light of Intelligence and the
advantages of education to bring us up o the
full messura of good el leemm}iﬂ. No people
who are poor can ever be dlsll Eulshad for
refinement, culture, and the higher arts of
civilization and commerce. We musl stick
together, cultivate race pride, and seek for the
higher attalnments in all the walks of life,

e must help each other.

We need to organize for our mutual good,
and we need to work for Lthe elevation of our

raoce,

1f three white men were dropped Into the
middle of the ocean, they would organize s
soclety for thelr mutual protection &nd for
the elevation of each other ; but negroes do
pot organlze. They remaln separale from
each other, and to thig reason may be assign-
ed one canse for thelr fallure as individuals
to accomplish the higher and grander alms
of life, and to this reasun mey also be ARSIga-
ed thelr failore as a race to take a greater
parl in the commerce and in the government
of the country.

No negroes are found In any slore ; no ne-

roes are to be seen fllling any public office
n the court house, Although there are in
South Carolina today aboutl elght hupdred
thousand negroes, and only about four hun-
dred thousand white men, yet it |8 true that
the negro has almost no part in the adminie-
tration of the government, In the State Sen-
ate, where there are thirty-six Senalors, no
negro I8 to be found. In the lower House of
Representalives Lhere are only three negroes.

ur lack of participation in the affairs of
the government I8 no faull of the white
man's, It is yoor faunlt, and not the white
man's fault. It is your Ignorance and degra-
datlon that keeps us oul of these high pluces
and not the white man's lutelligence and
wealth that presses us out. But It I8 his lo-
telligence and hls wealth, together with the
white man's prineiple of slanding to each
other, that puts his race In power.

Because of your ignorance the ballot box
has been practlcally closed in you. Fora llke
reason the jury box, and Lbe public offices
have been shut agalost us, and we enjoy few
of the luxuriesof life, whlle none of Lue hon-
ors and emoluments of office come to us.

But let us stand together ana seek Lo belter
our finaneial, our commerelsl, and our moral
conditions, When this is done, the bullot
box, the jury box, the protection of the court
house, and all the other good things incident
w_lgoodci" hip will be v hsafed Lo us.

he fact that elght hundred thousand of
our own people have no part in the govern-
ment, while four hundred thousand while
people bavye full control, can be accouuted for
on no other ground than your Ignorance, and
the superlor intelllgenceof the while man.

In 1808, when the negro, under the leadershlp
ship of the carpetbagger, was put jn power, he
was pure. But the templations of office, and
the unscrupulonsness wiles of the earpel-bag-
ger, soon corrupted the trusted leaders of our
own race,

That corruption was made apparent to the
world, and we were overtbrown. We deserv-
ed to be overihrown, and were overthrown.
When the ery of corraption, venalily and in-
compelency first went abroad, the people of
the United States did not belleve what
the Democrats said, and let us alone; but the
conviction was fioally Impressed upon the
Republicans abroad that we were ruinlog the
State, and as a consequence, the while man
was pul in power in 1876, That was right;
and we bave po fanlt to find with It. But
we find fault with our ignorance and degra-
dation. We find fanit because of & lack of a

roper ambition to reek the higher places
n soclety. We fled fault with our people
for not stickin ether. Nobody seemns
willing Lo help his nelghbor.

We need education—practical education,
We need to be cultlvated In the amenitles,
the graces, the virtues, and all the commend-
able qualities of the citlzen.

The mere education In books, which our
children get al school, falls far short of & per-
fect educallon. Becauee of the lack ol practl-
cal and moral education, our edocated youth
oo olten join the crimlinal class. After a boy
hae been Lo college he too often wears specks,
stands around the corners, and does nolhlpg
to belp bimselfl and bls race. Some of these
colored dudes wilth spectacies on, wonld soon-
er die than to do aday's honest hard work—
they just won't work, and the firsl thlog you
know they have Joined the criminal clags.

Educated colored boys must find sometbhing
to do, something which Lbe{ will do. Ifa
white man needs a clerk he will send off two
hundreds miles for s while man lo walt on
bils colored custowers, The colored cuslomers

never seem Lo demand that a colored man be
allowed to wall on them, and no colored man
seemg desirous of setting up a etore. a bank
or other business houses wherein he could
emﬁioy the educated youth of bis own race.
The churches are full ol preachers, Our
people have divided up Inlo sepurate congre-
gations untll we can divide no more, and cao
furnish to our boys no more places as preach-

ers.

Our people seem to have no higher ambl-
tion than to establish a barber shop ln which
to shave white men, or to seek a place In &
hotel as plate pusher.

They fall short of that higher ambition
which would make of them bankers, lawyers,
public officers, merchants, or other business
men,

Our people therefore continue 1o transfer
their wealth to the white 1;:leopli’.'—m::ui they
have produced the wealth of the cotton stales
—withoul saving a pitiance to themselves.

AR long as our people are poor, and are
obliged to accept degrading jobs they wlll be
Jack and Jim, and Lheir wives will be Nanoy
and Mary while thefr children will be only
plckanlnnles,

Let our people engage in the more prol-
itable pursuit and enter the higher walks of
life; and let them live In fine houses and
wear fine clothes, then they will be “mister”
and “misges,” and our children will be just
the nicest of “darlings” fit to be taken on
their knees and caressed by these pame peo-
ple who now eall them pickapinnies.

When & white man bullds & fine house
which Is surrounded by beautiful grounds, a
negro should bulld as fine & place In the same
nelghborhood, and he shonld make the sur
roundings as beautiful and attractive as that
of his white neighbor.

Under the present system, however, all oot
wealth s transferred to the white people.
‘When thelr culldren marry, they marry each
other, and keep the money all Lo themselves
—even the laws of the State now prevent lhe
intermarriage of the races. If we do not
change our methods we will always be poor,
and always work for Lhe npbn:ldlnﬁ of the
richer and more cultivated race while neg-
lecting our own best interests, Because of

verly it sometimes happens that the more
ntelligent negro woman wheels the chlld of
the less cultured while woman.

Omne reason that there has been but one go
litleal party in the South lles In the fuct that
the people read only Democrallc newspapers.
But the Republicun rnrr.y Is now galning a
foothold in the South. President Clevelund
has made Republicans in every one of Lhe
Southern Htates. Recently slx hundred ot
the wealthiest sugar planters of Loulslana
leit the Demoeratic party in a body, and
allgned themselves with the Rapublicans.
This was because of the Democratic interfer-
ence with the tarlff,

In South Carolina we have no suogar, but
we have rice, The people In the low countr,
are greatly Interested in its culiure, "and,
while 1they have not done as the Loulsiana
sugar planters bave done, yet they are doing
some thinkiog, and It may not be surprising
if some ol them should go Lo tbe Republican
riy at an early day.

It [s a slgnificant fact, that eight thousand
laboring men in Avgusia recenlly ueglected
to register, und fulled Lo become qualified vol-
ers fur tbe elections, which ure now, or soou.
to take place, Two years ago they voled
solldly for Black against I'om Watson. Now,
they nre putting In a sllent protest agalnst

Cleveland has made many Republicans In
the SBouth, aod It |8 not oolikaly that he will
yet convert others to Lhat political falth,

For twenly years we have been besaring ol
the glorious times that we would have as
soon us we had u Democratic Congress aud a
Demoeratic adminisiration.

We have had Democratic rule for two years.
Are we not on the polnt of starvation? Are
we not poorer thun we have been since eman-
cipation ?

ou often hear the negro spoken of as the
African., We are In fact, Americans. While
we descended from Lhe African race, we are
a8 much Ameriouns as Lthe descendants of the
Irlsh, the German,or the Itallup 1mmigrant.
I was born on the soll of Hoult Carollng, as
were muny of you, and I am a Carolinlan,
and you are Carolinlans, I love SBouth Caro-
lina a8 dearl,ry a8 any man who llves withio
the borders of the State, and yon love it as
your falberland.

Bouth Carolina bas mf whole heart, and I
yleld to no mun in patriotic zeal fur tiaa wel-
fare of the State. While I descended from
the African, I am in every sense of the word
a8 South Carolinlan—an Amerlcan citizen—
and It Is always a greal thiog to be a citizen
ofany republic.

Y ou hear much about the reduction of the
tariff. It Is true that the reduction of the
taritf may reduce the price of goods, bul
where I8 the sdvantage 1o that, If your wages
are reduced ? The reduction of the tariff dis-
eonmiau American manufacturers, reduces
the price of labor, and in many instances,
throws Lbe laborer out of employment, lb
Europe and Asla the price pald to laborers 18
from eight Lo Lwently-five cents & day. You
t trom forty Lo fifLy cents a day. The fact
toat the laborer gets work at all Is due Lo tbe
tariff, which enables the factories to exiat. If
Lthere was no larifl, the forelgn laborer would
mapufacture the goods for us, or else you
wounld have to take the wages which Js pald
to the European laborer. Now, il you gel
fifty cents & day, you can €arn & wool hat lo
two daye, but i the tariff Is taken off Lhe
bat, and the price {8 reduced from one
dollar down to only seventy-flve cenls,
and your labor ls reduced to LwenLy-
five cents a duy, how many days will il Lake
you to earn the sevenLy-five cents? [Great
nuomber of volces—Three days.)

A greal many Degroes are troubled about
the color of thelr faces., This ought not to be
so. There 18 nothing In the color itself which
rhould worry or perplex the negro, It is the
degradation that Is sssociated with the negro,
tbat brings the shame. If we conducl our-
selves better: If we accumulate property; if
we dress well and live in fine houses Lhere
will be no reproach because of the color of
our faces, For instance: If all the poor
horses in the couniry were white, nobod
would want white borses; but If all the blac
horses were fat and sleek, everybody would
want black horses

If by some supernatural power, all the cul-
ture, all the virtue, and all the wealth of the
white man could be transferred to the negro,
and If all the degradation, vice and poverly
of the negro could be trapsferred lo Lhe
white man,then the black gkin of the negro
would be honored and respected, and
Erent numbers of while men would

e inquiring for lotlons with which Lo color
thelr taces, Under the transposed condition
the white faces would be below par, and they
\;onld wanlsometbing with whleh to blacken
them,

Betore the war the white man voted for all
his negroes and hogs. No matter how many
negroes he may have owned, he voted for
them all, without counsulling thelr wishes.
Before the war, nelther the poor while boys
nor negro boys were educaled. The rich
white myu were educaled, and after they
were graduated they would come home lo be
hauled about In carrlages asa kind of show,
upon which common people might look with
wonder and amazemenl. But now fine horees
and fine carriuges connot be materallzed out
of nothing, and that particular kind of a
show has been discontinued. The old slave
owners have lost thelr prop::;tj aud many of
them have lost Ltheir blue blood, too.

There are three kinds of aristocracy. The
Northern aristocracy that comes fromn greatl
wealth; the Southern aristocracy that comes
of culture and reflnement; and the negro's
aristocracy i(hat I8 educaled, stands around
the corper, wears spectucles, and would’t
work to save your life,

It 18 not best at this time for the negro thal
he or the Repubucan party be restored Lo
power In this State, But he will be restored
o all bis rights in less than ten years,

The white people are showing a dispostion
to divide among Lthemselves, and when the
do divide lnwwamw parties Lhe negro will
be best protected,

W hen the Stralghtouts and theTillmanites
dlvide the Demoecratic party, each faction
will appeal to us, and each faotlon will con-
cede more and more to us, untll the negro,
under Demoeratic rule, wiil got such protec-
tion and such a measare of the rights of clt-
Izens thal we could never hope Lo receive
from the Republican ﬁarty.

A word to Lthe preachers: You peed not be
premalurely our race Lo the
heavenly land, wllle allowlog the white man
1o omup{ all the best places of Lhis earth, It
|a all weil enough Lo be good and plous and all
thut, bul you sbould teach our people Lo follow
the example of our white brethren In seeking
for good places lo this world, even If they
should at the same Lime have a weather eye
to the good land beyund the skles,

If you Leach the ?anple to suve Lhelr mopey,
to buy comfortuble houses for thelr familles,
and encourge them Lo lay by somelhipg of
this world’s goods, m will be betler pre-
pared tould In the g wourk of Increasing
converts to the cause of our Greal Master,
Three rich men lo your communily can do
more good with their money, than can a greal
multitude of moneyless roen by thelr prayers,
which are without a commerclal value, They
can Euy tnore tmoney to church purposes than
s whole congregation of hunfrycr)eogle who
are drmm!ng of the heavenly land, while suf-
Ierir,l1 from hupger, and who may be before
morning, compelled to break Into some man’s
barn or chicken coop to satisfy hls hubger.
Teach our ?eopls to provide things bonest in
the slght of God and man, and tell them to lay
by something. They will be belter cltizens,
even If they shout less, and make less fuss
over thelr relliglon. As our people advance
they will learn that It is not genteel Lo shout
and cavort in & chureb, and they will also
find out Lhat the more true religion & man
has, the less nolse he will make aboult It.
