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WILD OVER TILLMAN.

COLORADO PEOPLEGIVEHIMA GRAND
OVATION.

A Spontaneous Greeting by Members of
All Parties to the Distinguished Caroli-
pian - Elght Thousaund I'enple Fress For-
ward to Grasp His Hand,

All the world Joves a hero. In these
days of rapid mutations when the va-
rious sections of the country are torn

by division of se ntimeunt on one of the
most vital problems of the republic,
it requires 2 man of strong force of
character, with indomitable will, iron
nerve and ubflinching honesty, to
break away from the time honored as
sociations and traditions of party and
step boldly to the front as a champion
of the masses. It requires a man who
has the courage of his convictions to
throw party afliliations to the winds
and fight the battle of the people
against the odds of political forces
long intrenched in power and pres-
tige. Such a man is made of the stull
of which heroes are made. He stands
out in bold relief against the back-
‘ground of demagogues, political trim-
mers and fawning subservients.

A man who has displayed these
qualities of a hero arrived in the city
yecterday, and is an honored guest of
the people of Denver. He has been
received with open hands and gener-
ous praise. Although hailing from a
distant State on tne Atlantic coast, he
has proved that he has the true ring
of the true metal, and it has a 16to 1
melody that runs through sentiments
of silvery eloquence. This maun of
honest heart and noble bearing is the
great apostle of genuine bimetallism—
Senator Benjamin R. Tillman, of
South Carolina.

While the. people of the West need
no introduction to this man in order
to become acquainted with his intel-
lectual and political houesty, yet they
do enjoy the oppurtunity to meet him
face to face, grasp his hand and give
him a brother y greeting. The prople
of Denver demonstrated this fuct last
evening. The coming of Seuator Till-
man had been heralded by the press
for days, and the publle was intense
Iy to do him honor. So, when
a public reception was arrapged for
last evening at the Brown Palace
Hotel, all loyalists in the silver cause
turned out in force. They wanted
to see this hero from the Palmetto
State—a State whose people are noted
for their courage, for they are ‘‘fight-
ers from 'way back.”

The opening hour was 8 o'clock for
the reception, but as early as 7 o'clock
the people began tramping across the
tﬂecf%oaors of the Brown. They came

by the hundreds upon hundreds, and

soon filled every square foot of the
great rotunda. In front of the grand
stairway a small platform, draped in
red, white and blue buntiug, had been
erected forthe gnest of honor and the
reception committee. Suspended above
it was & massive silken flag of the
Union. A small cordon of police, in
charge of graceful Drill Captain Hein-
ig, was on hand to keep the crowd
back in comfortable distance from the
platform. Still the hundreds of peo-
ple beseiged the doors for admittance,
and the police made an opening for
them to pass up the stairs to the galle-
ries above. For one hour a stream of

ple passed up the grand stairway
goneath the folds of the great flag,
and sought places of sight seeing in
the galleries above, This crowd was
conspicuous by the large number of
ladies, both from the ranks of fashion
and from the stations of honest humil-
ity. Bankers, merchants, men who
follow the various pursuits of com-
mercial life, elbowed each other on
that stairway, alongside the men who
toil in the mines and those who own
ths mines. It wasa crowd that rep
rh?ented every avocation in Western

e.

These component elements of the so-
cial and business world came as if
drawn by some strange magnetic force.
They knew perfectly well the charac-
ter of the man they cameto see. His
fame had long since brushed against
the Rockies. They had not forgotten
that only a little while ago this man
Tillman had bounded into the Sena-
torial arena at Washington and in a
speech which lifted him to fame, had

inkled corrosive sublimate over the
oor of the upper -chamber. They
knew that his tongue was as sharp as
a nt's tooth. The people well re-
memared how every sentence of that
great speech boiled over with scorch:
ing sarcasm, and how the speakér had
uncorked a bottle of vitriol for every
riod. They knew how he had
rought forth old skeletons to tae
laring light of day, and had roasted
gm Wall street goldbugs and their
White House chief to a brown turn.
And when he had finished that re-
markable soeech, it was remembered,
Senator Hoar aud other Yankee fos-
sils of his kidney crouched on their
seats and in suppressed whispering,

. said: ‘‘Senatorial courtesy has been

ruined.”

But all the while that Senator Till-
man was shaking up the dry bones
and uncovering the “‘whited sepul-
chres” in that speech, he was talking
fearlessly for free silver, The people
last night had not forgotten that fact.
Is it any wonder, then, that thousands
flocked to the Brown Paluce to do him
reverence?

It was a magnificent audience that
ﬂeeted the Senator. It was patient

its waiting for his arrival. A brass
band stationed in the third gallery
made the hour fly swiftly by with its
harmony. By 8 v'cluck not only was
the rotunda crowded to suifucation,
but far up to thesixth gallery the pro

e had found their way. At 8:20 the

d struck up the strains of **Dixie”
and the vast audience of 7,000 or 8,000
Eeople cheered so lustily that the

eart of every Southerner present was
satisfied. While the melodies of *'Dix-
ie” floated through the rotunda, Sena-
tor Tillman, arm in arm with Mayor
McMurray, walked down the grand
stairway and took seats on the right
of the platform. They were followed
by the other members of the reception
committee—C. S. Thomas, T. M. Pat-
terson, A. W. Rucker, Caldwell Yea-
man, joseph T. Cornforth, N, P. Hill,
H. P. Steele, E. R. Molden and
George H. Kindel, who took seats on
the stairway landing immediately
back of the platform. The arrival of
Senator Tiliman was the signal for
deafening applause. No sooner was
the Senator seated than the Tillman
club of Denver, eighty strong, filled
in from the Seventeenth streef en-
trance and took their places in {ront
of the platform. The leader was a big
man of powerful build, and above his
gray-grizzle head he carried a huge
wooden pitchfork, the three prongs of
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which were decorated with red, white
and blue ribbon, respectively in the
colors as named. Behind him came
the steady tramping Tillman men,
each carrying perpendicularly a gen-
uine pitchfork beside his shoulder. A
white transparency bore the words in
red letters: ‘‘Colorado Must Have
Free Silver—16 to 1.” The arrival of
this unique club created uproarious
enthusiasm in the audience.

But when Senator Tillan, the hero
of the hour, arose to be introduced by
Mayor McMurray the audience attested
its love for him by wild and tumultu
ous applause. Volleysof cheers arose
from the crowd in the rotunda flcor
and buffeted against the galleries far
above, only to be answered by still
greater volleys of cheers from the
crowds hanging over the gallery rail
ings. It was an inspiring scene. Men
on the rotunda floor waved their hats
in their exultation, and from along the
gallery rails beautiful women, whose
Easter bonnets lent variegated color
under electric lights, leanen over an
waved their handkerchief in their
gleeful mood. It was an honest greet
ing of brave Westerners toa warm
hearted Southerner. and demoustrated
the fact thatthe free silver sentiment
is bounded only by the limits of this

reat country.

. It was sevejral minutes before the ap-
plause subsided, and Mayor McMurray
was enabled to make the speech of
welcome. The mayor's welcome was
framed on broan and liberal lines. He
assured the Senator that he did not of-
fer welcome on the grounds of party
policy, but he, a Republican mayor,
welcomed the distinguished guest, a
Demecratic United States Senvator, as
one who in this nation had stoed for
that which was right and true. The
audience cheered this sentiment to the
echo. The Mayor was again cheered
when he assured the visitor that Colo-
rado did not look at the financial ques-
tion as a local issue, but believed that
irue bimetalism was the only thiug
thut would oring prosperity from
Maine to California.

Another opportunity for applause

camed when Ed. R. Holden stepped to
the platform and made an enthusiastic
speech of welcome in behalf of the
Tillwan club Mr. Holden created ap-
plause at the beginning of his speech
by turniug to Senator Tillman and
savivg: “Youare the first man who
dared to set aside the sentiments of
your own party and stand for the mass-
es of the people.” Anotber mighty
shout of the multituds went up when
Mr. Holden remarked thatthe pictures
of Senator Tillman adorned many cot-
tage homes from the Atlantic to the
Pacific. The sentiment behind the re-
mark was that Tillman is loved by the
masses, aud the audience appreciated
and approved it.
Mr, Holden then presented the Sen-
ator with a pitchfork, rezulation size,
but made of solid silver, the wooden
handle even having a large band of
the white metal. The glisteaing gold-
tipped prongs were adorned with red,
white and blue ribbons. He handed 1t
to the Senator and the latter bowed
politely, and then handed it to Mayor
McMurray for safe keeping until he
was through a reply to the welcome.
Mr. Holden created laughter and loud
applause by expressing the hope that
the Senator would use the prongs of
the fork in digginz down into the re-
cords of Senator Sherman and Secre-
tary Carlisle and exposing their moral
cowardice.

When Senator Tillman, who had re-
mained standing during the welcom-
ing speeches of the mayor and Mr Hol-
den, stepped forward to make reply
the audience again gave vent to un-
stinted applause.

Senator Tillman is aman of striking
individuality. In stature heis a little
above the medium, and his physique
is that of an athlete in appearance.
His face is full, his cheeks havea glow
of health and he is slightly swarthy,
as if tanned by a Southern sun. His
full forehead denotes brain power, his
square chin tells of determination, his
finely shaped head reveals the phre-
nological signs of combativeness, and,
in fact, the whole man discloses the
qualities of an intellectual fighter. He
was attired in solid black, with Prince
Albert coat buttoned closely over his
full chest. As he brushed his black
hair back from his massive forehead,
a gold ring with a diamond selting
glistened on his right hand. He looks
the hero that heis.

‘W hen Senator Tillman began speak-
ing the utmost quiet prevailed in the
large audience, foreyery one seemed to
be eager to catch his every word. He
has a poworful voice, with a rich
resonance, and he made himself un-
derstood even to those in the remotest
gallery above. In beginning his re-
marks, the Senator was slow and de-
liberate, his gestures were made by his
left hand swinging outward with open
palm. But as he warmed to his sub-
ject his speech became more fiery,
and his restures were made with out-
stretched arms, or perhaps both flsts
were clinched and he shosk them
above his head to emphasize some
point of logic, or he may sweep a grace-
ful arc with one hand to accord with
some graceful sentiment in eloguence.
He is a linished oartor.

Senator Tillman, in his résponse, af-
ter thanking the audience for ils cour-
teous applause and the committee far
its kind attentions, then set himsell
right with becoming modesty. e as-
sured the speakers who had {lattered
him that too much honor had been
done him. Then, with sober mind, he
declared: “Tt was not hard for me to
calla rascal u rascal, and a thief a
thief. If it is aguinst the dignity of
the United State Senate for a man to
get up and tell the truth, then God
belp the dignity of the Senate.”

"Chis allusion to his famous speech in
the Senate, when he used a pitchfork
of rabid sarcasm in punching the “‘be-
solted tyrant,” elicited deafening ap-
plause from the audience. About the
time silence was restored some man
yelled: ‘Your'reall right, Tillman."”
And then salvos of checrs rattled along
the rotunda from floor to roof.

The Benator only spoke a quarter of
an hour, but it was evident that he
does dot care to beplaced in the posi-
tion of a demigod before whom the peo-
ple must bow and grovel. Ieisnotthe
sort of wise man who comes from the
Kast, and expects the people to tarry
upon his words as if he if a myste-
rious god. But the Senator wished it
to be known that it was only natural
for him totell the truth in the Sen-
ate, and therefore he was not neces-
sarily a genius, but simply a man
who put into expression the thoughts
of the common people.

Al the close of the Senator's speech
there were loud calls for T. M. Patter-
son. Mr. ['atterson, in a few remarks,
assured the audience that it wasa
Tillman night, and that the people
could file by the platform and the Sen-
ator would shake hands with them.

Immediatelv there was rush to gel
into line, and for cver an hour the peo-
ple passed by and grasped the hand of
the great fee silver apostle, and pass-
ed out at the Broadway entrance.

The line had been going by five
minutes when acorpuient lady with
gray hair, and wearing gold-rimmed
spectacles, walked up and clasped the
Senator’s hand with a firm grip, and
before he knew it she had pulled him
forward and had planted a smacking
kiss on his cheeks. The osculatory in-
cident was loudly applauded, while
the Senotor blushed and the Jady lled
to the stieet. The lady was Mrs. Dar-
nell, and she declared that sne was not
a woman's rights woman, but that she
was in favor of free silver and she ad-
mired Senator Tillman for his baavery
Mrs. Daruell was accompanied by a
beautiful young lady, with rosy cheeks
and auburn hair. who seemed to give
a1 sigh of regreat because she could not
steal as kiss from the Senator.

One of the charming features of the

d | reception was the appearance of May

Weaver, o beautiful, brown-haired lit
tle miss, who stood on the platform
behind the Senator while he was shak
ing hands with the crowd. She was
attired in pure white, and her cheeks
vied with the roses in her hairin their
tints of beauty. Sheheld thesolid sil-
ver pitchfark in he hand, asa fair
shepherdess might lean upon a staff.—

WEEKLY CROP BULLETIN.
Cotton Stands Not Good-- Tohaceo Planters

Wait for Rain,

Corunsia, S, C., April 21.—This
bulletin covers the weather and crop
conditions for the week ending Satur-
day, April 18th, 1896, and in its prep
aration were used reports from one or
more correspondeats in each county of
the State.

WEATHER,
The hot weather of the past week was
noteworthy not only because the high-
est April temperatures, within the
time covered by the weather bureau
records, were recorded, but also be-
cause the heat wave was so prolonged,
as such steady heat is characteristic of
July or August, but remarkable for
April.
The heat of the week converted a
deficiency of 70 degrees in tempera-
ture since March 1st, which existed at
the beginning of the week into an ex-
cess of about 25 degrees.
The week exhibited another feature
of mid-summer in that it was as hot,
or hotter, in the interior as on the
coast.
The daily mean temperature aver-
ages from 7to12 degrees per day
higher than the normal, and from 11
to 16 degrees higher per day than
during the previous weelk. The greatest
gain occurred in the extreme western
counties, and it was warmest in the
south central counties. The highest
temperatures reported was 98 on F'ri-
day, the 17th at Gillonsville, Hampton
county, aud the lowest was 47 on Sun-
day, the 12th, at Greenville.
The mean temperature for the week
for the whole State, taken at 45 dilter-
ent stations, was 73, and the normal
for the same period is approximately
63, /
There was but one shower reported
the entire week, and that occured in
the upper portion of Sumter county
on the evening of I'riday, the 17, and
the greatest amount that fell was less
than one-tenth of an inch (0.03 at
Camden.) Along theimmediate coast
the absence of rain was' partially sup-
plied by heavy dews, which substain-
ed vegitation, but in the interior there
were scarcely any dews.
The normal rainfall for the week is
approximately 0.80 inch. The defi-
ciency in rainfall for the whole State
is now over four inches, since March
1st. The last beneficial rain occured
on April 3d.
The winds were generally from the
south and southwest, and were very
dessicating, especially on newly plow-
ed ground.
Tnere was less than the usual
amount of cloudiness generally, ex-
cept in Berkely county, where the sun-
shine was reported less than 50 per
cent. of the possible, while for the
greater portion of the State it ranged
between 80 and 90 per cent.

CROPS.

The reporis covering last week di-
vide the State into two distinet divis-
ions, butthe line of demarkation is
oot a well-defined one; in a general
way it runs from Abbeville to Lancas-
ter county. To the northward and
westward of this line the reports all
declare the hot, dry weather favora-
bleon crops, with the exception of
oatssowed since January, which are
needing rain badly. To the south-
ward and westward of the line the re:
portsindicate aless favorable and more
diverisfied condition, altogether on ac-
count of the lack of rain.

in this division since the crop season
began, but the soil is less retensive of
moisture generally.

Corn of earliest plantiag is general-
ly up with a good color and growing
fast, but few satisfuctory stand are re-
ported and replanted corn does not
comeup and will not until it rains;
the same is true of late plantiug. Corn
planting is practically tinished, except
late May or June corn.

Cotton planting slackens, both be
cause the greater portion of it has been
planted and because the ground is too
dry for thorough preparation, while
others prefer to  wait for rain before
Elauting. The first planting is up,

ut not to good stands, Later plant
ing cannot germinate,

Wheat is doing well generalay, but
needs rain to prevent it from heading
prematurely.

The condition of fall oats hasnot
changed materially since last week
and is fairly promising except that it
is likely to head prematurely should
the dry weather contlinue. Spring
oats are failing everywhere and in
some localities the crop has already
failed.

Pastures have improved generally
under the influence of the hot weath-
er, butin Deaufort county -pastures
are failing.

Tabaceo lands are prepared and only
wailing for rain to begin transplant-
ing a little of which was done before
the ground became too dry.

Irish potatoes need rain as do gar-
dens, the latter are parched on light
soils.

Karly blosoming fruit does not look
promising generally, but late blos-
soming varieties appear more favora-
ble, except that some report fruit, es
pecially peaches, dropping badly on
wccount of the dryness.

In view of the hot weather there is
a remarkable frzedom from destruct-
ive insects; reports from various sec-
tions of the State indicate that none
have yetappeared. J. W.DBAUER,

(ONFEDERATE VETERANS,

ANNUAL MEETING OF THE MEN WHO
WORE THE GREY.

Hearty Welcome Appreciated—Gen, Walk-
er Re-elected Commander—Monument
Proposed to Oscar Lelber—Gen. Evans'
Oratior Last Night.

CuarLesToN, April 23.—The second
day of the occupation of “the City by
the Sea” by the Confederate Veterans
opened auspiciously for the enjoyment
of the varied programme of entertain-
ment which the old city has provided
far those whom she delights te honor.

The guests all appear to feel that
Mayor Adger Smythe meant every
word when he told them last night
ihat the keys to the city's gates and
tiearts and homes were delivered over
to them, and to see the ease and free-
dom with which the old fellows in
the hearty welcome is to have assur-
ance that the spirit of hosts and guests
are in perfect symphony.

A few who are compellad by theim-
perative demands of business or neces-
sity have  reluctantly turaed their
facrs homeward, but their presence
was scarcely missed from the crowd
which again packed Artillery Hall this
morning,

It, was announced last night that the
veterans  woall arcange themselves
this mornivg in the seats under the
baurers which designated their re-
spective brizades, but while for a
tine this urder was sought to be car-
ried vut und served the purpose while
it lastrd 10 briug the comrades into
better order, il wus soon disregarded
and they scattered about wherever
each thought he saw a face upon which
memory had left some familiar trace
of by poune days. Thus the earlier
hour of assemblage was spent in hear
ty preetings and social chat in which
old associations and scenes lived over
again, and many a heurt forgot, for
the once, the trials and sorrows which
a geueration had interposed between
the memory and the reality.

1tis the experience of these things
in the old hearts, aod their exhibition
of them to the observation of the young
men of the present generation, wnich
makes these reunions oceasions of such
unalloyed plessure and of priceless
value to all who participate in them.

As long as the sense of honor and
g:h-iotism is considered as worthy to

cherished as a virtue among us, we
can gever afford to put aside the op-
portunity for learning the impressive
lessons which occasions afford.

General Walker called the conven-
tion to order at about 11 o’clock and
Adjutant Holmes concluded the read-
ing of the minutes of the Columbia
meeting, which wassuspended for oth-
er business last night. The most in-
teresting feature of the minutes was
what related to Private Oscar Leiber
of Columbia, a member of Hampton
Legion, who was wounded at Barham-
ville on the march from Yorktown to
Richmond, and died a few days after
in Richmond. Theearnest expression
in his will that his remains should not
bsburied on Northern soil and of his
devotion to the cause of the South
moved the vast assembly sensibly, and
steps were inaugurated, which will re-
sult ere long, in the erection of a suit-
able monument to his memory in
Trinity Church yard at Columbia.

The representatives of Butler's Cav-
alry Brigade, 100 strong, marched into
the Hall headed by the bastle flag of
the Fi‘th Regiment, which has been
preserved and is now in the care of the
Charleston Light Dragoons. When
the veterans were seated the torn me-
morial of many bloody fights was
lanted on the platform near General
alker's seat.

As soon as the hosts were seated,
General Walker commanded attention
and quiet for five seconds, and in the
snap of a kodak the whole army of
veterans were taken by Leidloff, at
the instance of Capt S. A. Cunning-
ham, Editor of the Veteran, and the
picture will appear in the next num-
ber of that magazine.

Letters wereread from General Jno.
B. Gordon, Stephen D, Lee, M. C. But-
ler, Ellison Capers, W. H. Wallace,
Jno. Bratton and Col. I. G. McKissick
expressing their profound regret at
being prevented from meeting their
comrades in arms at this gathering.
Invitations were received from Pres-
ident Melchers of the German Scheut-
zenfest, giving carte blanche to all
veterans to come out to the fest dance,
shoot, eat, drink, and do jus.asif they
were members; and the lady principal
of the Confederate Home School re-
quested their presence at the special
exercises of that institution on Friday
morning.

A resolution was adopled request-
ing that commanders of camps for-
ward to the Division Commander the
number of indigent soldiers in their
respective camps or fraternities, who
would be willing to accept the hospi-
talities of a home if one should [Ene
provided for them; and another reso-
lution looking to the organization of
such a home was, also, passed. Capt.
Curwile offered a resolution providin
for the appointment of a committee o
five, who shall appear before the State

Board of Education and endeavor to
secure the adoption of such histories
for use in the public shools as give
fair and truthful statements of the
war between the States and the exclu-
sion from the schools of such books
as do not treat the subject in a fair
way.

When the election of oflicers was
reached, Hon. G. Lamb Buist was
called to the chair, and announced
the order calling for nominations for
Major General. Captain Carwile
nominated Gen. C. 1. Walker, and
moved a standing vote, and when the
question was put every veteran in the
hall rose to his feet. Such an expres-
sion is the highest which could be
given of the satisfaction which Gen.
Walker has given in his administra-
tion.

Mr. Buist then announced the re
sult to General Walker, who in a few
modest words expressed his warm ap-
preciation of the honor conferred and
hoped that at their next meeting he
would be able to report 150 camps in-
stead of the sixly now in service.

Col. A. Coward was unanimously
elected Brigadier General of the First
and General Isaac (. MeKissick of the
Second Brigade.

General Clement Evans of Georgia,
the orator of to-night, was announced
and was received with a rousing Con-
federate cheer; responding to the com-
plimeants in a few very happy words.

The Brigade Historians, authorized
by a resolution at the Columbia con-
vention, were nominated and confirm-
ed by vote of the convention, Tney
are Gen. I. Capers for the First Bri-
gade, Col. J. S. Strain, of U=rion, for
the Second Brigade.

@regnville was selected by unani-
mous vote as the place of meeting of
the next annual veterans reunion.

The Artillery hall was packed again
to-night by the veterans and a larger
numger of the city’s fair women than
before, to hear the addressof Genl.
Clement Evans, the gallant command
er of the Veterans of Georgia. Gen-
eral Evans’ wife and two daughters
occupied places of honor on the plat-
form. Geua, Walker exceeded him-
self in the happy tesms with which he
introduced the veteran orator, paying
a merited tribute to the fraternal spirit
which had always characterized the
relations of that State to Carolina.
In our hour of need, he said, her sons
had, with & promptness and ardor
born of true brotherhood, given their
lives for our defense, and when the
common cause went down in disaster,
the wise counsels of her noble states:
men and soldiers had been given to
sustain us. Their spirit of hope had
assisted us to bring about a return of
peace end prosperity. It was but nat-
ural, therefore, that at this tirst anni-
versary of our organization he should
turn to Georgia und ask her gallant
son, whostood as a leader of her hero-
ic Confederates, to come over and
share with us the joys which this oc-
casion 1nspired. '

Gen. Evans held the attention of
the vast audience for more than an
hour. Almost every sentence of his
magnetic address drew responsive
demonstrations’ of applause. When
Genl. Evans closed, Major Wood, ef
New ,Orleans, representative of the
Battle Abbey fund, the generous pro-
posal of George Rouss of New York,
was introduced. He eaplained the
purpose and plans, for the execution
of which the United Confederate Vet
eransare already fully committed. A
few matters of routine business were
then atiended to before the convention
adjouried,
