I, P. ALTGELD RENOMINATED.

[linois Democrats Declare for Sllver and
Unit Rule—-Altgeld Didn't Want to Run
Agaln, But the Convention Named Him
by Acclamatlon--Gold TWins in Wis-
consln---The Texas Dwemocrats Split.

Peozia, Ill,, Jude 24.—In a commodious
wooden structure on Hamilton avenue, the
representatives of the Democracy of Illinois
met yesterday to select a State ticket and to
name the delegates who will represent it at
the Natlonal Convention in Chicago. An
hour before the time set by the official call
fally 6500 people were packed within the
building, and 2000 more were unable to ob-
tain admittance.

At 12.15 o'clock Secretary of State W. H-

(Renominated for Governor of Illinois by
the Democrats.)

Hinrichsen called the convention to order
aud fintroduced as Temporary Chairman
Alexander Hamilton Bsll, of Carlinville,
Hon. Ches. K. Ladd, who was presented as
Permanent Chalrman, made a flery address,
Ex-Congressman L. E. Worthington, of
Peoria, declared that the Eastern goldbugs
are responsible for forty-cent wheat and ten-
dollar horses, Guvernor Altgeld then made
his appearance on the platform and received
a tremendous ovation.

By a rising vote of 1069 delegates, and
amid a tumult of applause, cheers, the wav-
ing of hats, handkerchiefs, and coats, Altgeld
wag renominated for Governor. The remain-
der of the ticket is: Lieutentant-Governor,
Monroe C. Crawford; Secret: of State,
Finls 0. Downing; Auditor of State, W. F.
Beck; State Treasurer, Edward C. Pace; At-
torney-General, George A. Trude.

The convention adogta:l a frea silver
plank, named foriy-eig t delegates to Chi-
eago and {nstructed them to vote as & unit
for a candidate for President to stand on a
freo silver platform.

The delegates-at-large are John P. Alt-
geld, Judge Connell, Sacretary of State Hin-
richeen and Railroad Commissioner Fithian.

WISCONSIN FOR GOLD.

Silverites Beaten in the Democratic Con-
vention by 271 to 219,

MiLwAvEEE, Wis.,, June 24.—The Bijou
Opera House was crowded to the doors long
befors the time set for calling the Demo-
eratic State Conventlion to order. Upon the
stage were the old-time leaders, Sena-
tor Vilas, General Bragg, W. C. Bllver-
thorn, and Thomas Barton. At 11 o'clock
ex-Governor Peck, Chalrman of the
Btate Central Committee, read the -call
and introduced Thomas F. Frawley, of
Eau Clairs, to act as Temporary Chairman.
After the address the usual comsmittees were
appointed. In allcases tbe selections of the

rict conventions were endorsed.  These
preliminary conventions indlcated clearly
that the gold men had full control of the
convention.

After the convention had taken arecessthe
free silver men, to thenumber of about sixty,
held a caucus, Itwas resolved to make &
fight for two of the delegates-at-large, andto

nt, it J:ossihle. an outright declaration
or the gold standard in the platform.

When the convention reassembled two re-
ports from the Committee on Resolutions
were presented. When Mr. Usher read the
mejority report, which declared for gold,
there were loud cheers. When Mr, Silver-
thorn took the floor to read the minority re-
port the chears broke louder than ever,

Senator Vilas took the platform In response
to cheers, and made an_appeal for the gold
standard. Speeches followed by Delegate r
Dockery, of Ashland, for silver; Louis I
Bomrich, of Kenosha, for a straddle in t
fipancial question, and Gemeral Bragg for
gold. The minority report was then rejgct-
ed—271 to 219—and the majority report
unanimously passed.

o] Democrats Split in Texas.

Avpstrs, Texas, June 24.—The regular State
Democratic Convention and the Democratic
Convention, which favors the gold standard,
met here. The %oiﬂ men men met (n the
Opera House, with about 400 delegates pres-
ent, and the iree silverites in Conveation
Hall, w th about 1000 in attendance.

The rewular Democratie Convention or-
ganized at 12 o'clock by electing the Hon.
W. E. Ramsey, a free silver man, Chalrman,
and after appointing committees adjourned
until 3 o'clock.

The *‘gold” convention adopted a platform
repudiating the methods end actlons of the
State Executive Committee. It declares
that the action of the committee necessitates
tho reorganization of the Democratic party
in Texas. Fifteen Democratic electors were
chosen aud a State Convention called to
meet in Waco, August 25, to nominate State
officers. . A full delegation was elected to at-
tend the Chieago Convention.

The lar epnvention adopted a plat.
form deelaring for free silvercolnage, “rwithe
« out awaiting the action of any other Na-
tion.” A minority report by the *‘gold”
wing was voted down Dy Over two-thirds
majority.

. Bubject: “God in Everything.”

TexT: “Arsnot two sparrows sold fora

farthing? And one of them shull not fall on

txl-le ég;ou.nd without your Father."—Matthew
29,

You see the Bible will not be limited in the
choice of symbols. There 13 haraly a beast
or bird or insect which has not been called
to illustrate some divine truth—the ox's
patience, the ant's industry, the splder’s’
skill, the hind's surefootedness, the eagle's
speed, the dove's gentlepess, and even the
gparrow’s meanness and insignificance, / In
orfental countries none but the poorest

ple buy the sparrow and eat it—so very little
meat i3 there on the bones, and s0 va’ry poor
is it what there is of it. The comifortable
population would not think of {{uching it
any more than you would think /of eatinga
bat or a lamprey, Now, says Jesus, if God
takes such good care of a poor bird thatis
not worth a cent, will He not care for you,
a0 immortal? d

We assoclate God with .revolutions. We
can see a divine purpose {n the discovery of
Ameriea, in the invention of the art of print,
ing, in the exposure of’ the gunpowder plof,
in the contrivance ofthe needle gun, In tne
ruin of an Austrian’ or Napoleonic despo-
tism; but how hard it 1sto see God in the
minute perscnal affairs of our lives! We
think of God asmaking arecord of the starry
host, but cannot realiza the Bible truth that
he knows how many hairs are on our head.
It sceems & prand thing that God provided
food for hundreds of thousands of Israslites
in the desert; but we cannot appreciate the
truth that, when a sparrow is hungry, God
stoops down and opens its mouth apd puts
the seed in. We are struek with the idea
that God fllls the universe with his presence,
but cannot understand how he encamps in
the crystal pulace of a dew drop, or as
room to stand between the alabaster pillars
- of the pond lily. We can see God in the
clouds. Can we see God in these flowers at
our feet?

We areapt to place God on some greet
stage—or to try fo do it—expecting Him
there to act out His stupendous projets, but
we forget that the life of a Cromwell, an
Alexander or a Washington or an archangel
{5 not more noder divine inspection than
your life or mine, Pompey thought there
must be a mist over the eyes of God because
He =20 much fuvored Cmsar. But there is no
such mist. He sees everything, We say
God's path is in the great waters. True
enough; but no more certalnly than He s in
the water in the glass on the table, Wesay
God guides the stars in their coursea
Magnificent truth! But no more certam
truth than that He decides which road or
street you shall take i{n coming to church.
Understand that God does not sit upon an
,indifferent or unsympathetic throne, but that

" He sits down beside you to-day, and stands

beside me to-day, and no affair of our lives
is so insignificant but that it is of import-
ance to God.

In the flrst place, God chooses our occu-
pation for us. Iam amazed to see how many
people there are dissatisfled with the work
they bave to do. [ think three-fcurths wish
they were insome otheroccupation, and they
spend a great deal of time [n regretting that
they got in the wrong trade or profession, I
want to tell you that God put into operation
all the influences which led you to that par-
ticular cholce. Many of you are not in the
business that you cxpected to be in. You
started for the ministry and learned mer-
chandise; you started forthe law and you
are a physiclan; yon preferred agriculture
and you berame a mechanie, You thought
one way; God thought another. But you
ought not tosit down and mourn over the
past. You are te remember that God
arranged all these circumstances by which
you were made what you are.

Hugh Miller says, “I will be a stone-
mason;" God says, “You will be a geolo-
gist.” David goes out to attend his father's
gheep: God calls him to govern a natiom,
Saul go=s out to hunt his father's asses, and
before he gets back finds the crowa of
dominion. “How much happier would we be
if we were coctent with the places God gave
us! God saw your temperament and all the
clreumstances by which you were gurround-
ed, and I belleve nine-tenths of you are {n
the work you are Lest fitted for. I hear a
great racket o my watch, and I find that
the hands, and the wheels, and the spring
are getting ocut of their places. Teend it
down to the jeweler's and say, “Overhaul
that watch and teach the wheels, and the
spring, and the hands to mind their own
business.” You know a mun having a large
estate. He eathers his working handsin the
mornlng, and says to one, “‘You go and trim
thar vine:" to another, “You go and weed
those flowwers;" to ancther, “YTou plow that
tough glebe;" and each one goes to his par-
ticular work. The owner of the estate
oints the man to what be knows he can -do
est, and so it is with the Lord.

The rich man
Fnts his money in the Washington bank, or
he Central bank, or the Metropolitan bank,
or somse other bank of that character, while
the poor man comesup and makes his in-
vestments in the bank of Him who runs all
the quarries, all the mines, all the gold, all
the earth, all heaven. Do you think u man
can fail whe he is backed up like that?
You may have seen a map on which is
described, with red ink, the travels of the
children of Israel through the desert to the
promised land. You see how they took this
and that direetion, crossed that river and
went through the sea. Do you know God
has made a map of your life with paths lead-
ing up to this river and across that sea?

I remark again that all those things that
seem to be butaceidents in our life are under
the divine supervision. {{Ve sometimes seem
to be golng helmless and anchorlesa You
say, “'If I had some other trade; if I had not
gone there this summer; if I had lived in
some other house.”

God is
good, and by every single incident of our
life, whether it be adverse or otherwise, be-
fore earth and heaven, God will demonstrate
His mercy.

I hear a man say: ‘“That idea belittles
God. You bring Him down to such little
things.” Ob, I bave a more thorough ap-
freeiatlon of God in little things than

have in great things. The mother
does not wait until the child has erushed
its foot or broken its arm before she admin-
isters sympathy. The.child comes in with
the least bruise, and the mother kisses it
God does not walt for some tremendous
crisls in our lfe, but comes down tousin
our most insignificant trials and throws over
us the arms of His merey.

Going up the White Mountains some years
ago I thought of that passage in the Bible

that speaks ol God 4s welghing mounfalns
in a balance, As I looked at those great
mouutains I thought, Can it be ible that
God can put these great mountains in scales?
It was an idea too t for me to grasp; but
when 1 saw a bluebell down by the mule’s
foot, on my way up Mount Washington, then
I understood the kindness and goodness of
God. It is not so much of God in great
things I can understand, but of Gud 1n little
things.)

There Is a man who says, *“That doc'rine
cannot be true, because things do go so very
wrong." Ireply itis no inconsistency on
the part of God, but a lnck of understanding
on our part. I hear that men are making
very fine shawls in some factory, Igo in
on the first floor and see only the raw ma-
terials, and I ask, “Are these the shawls I
have heard about?' ‘No,” says the manu-
facturer. “Go up to the next floor,” and I
go up, and there I begin to see the design.

Bome of you may be disapointed this snm-
mer—vacations are apt to be disappolnt-
ments—but whatever your perplexities and
worricents, know that **Man's bheart de-
viseth his way, but the Lord directeth hls
steps.” Ask these aged men (n this chureh
if it is not so. It has been soin my own life.
One summer I started for the Adirondncks,
but my plans were so changed that I landed
in Liverpool. Istudied lawandI got into
the minlstry. Iresolved to go ns a mission-
ary to China, «nd staid in the United States.
I thought I would like to bs in the enst, and
I went to the west, All the circumstances
of life, all my work, different from that
which I expected. *‘A man's beart devisoth
his war, but the Lord direeteth his steps.”

So, my dear friends, this day take home
this subject. Be content with such things as
you have, From every grass blade under
your feet learn the lesson of divine care, and
never let the smallest bird flit across your
path without thinking of the truth that two
sparrows are sold for a farthing, end one of
them shall not fall on the ground without
your Father.
