In one portion or the letter he shows the
condition of the country in 1892 and since by
the testimony of Presidents Harrison and
Cleveland. The purpose is to show that the
currency question aud the tariff issue are inseparable,and that but for our deficient
revenues the money question would not now
be before the public.
The letter, in part, is as follows: ''Hon.

John M. Thuraton, and others, Members of
ihe Notifloation Committee of the RepublicanNational Convention.

'Gentlemen: In pursuance of the promise
aiade to your committee when notified of my
nomination as the Republican candidate for
President, I beg to submit this formal acceptanceof that high honor, and to consider
ia detail questions at issue in the pending
campaign."
After dilating on the importance of the

present issues he says:
' The Free Coiuage of Silver.

"For the first time since 1868, if ever before.there is presented to the American pea-
pie this year a clear and direct issue as to
®ur monetary system of vast importance in
Its effects, and upon the right settlement of
which rests largely the financial honor and
prosperity of the country. It is proposed by
oe wing of the Democratic party and its

alUee, the People's and Silver parties, to inauguratethe free and unlimited coinage of
rilyer by independent action on the part of
the United States at a ratio of sixteen ounces
el silver to one ounce of gold.
"The mere declaration of this purpose is a

menace to ^ur floanoinl and Industrial interestsand has already created universal
alarm. It involves great peril to the credit
and business of the country, a peril so grave
thnt conservative men everywhere are breakingaway from their old party associations
and uniting with other patriotic citizens in
empnauc proie&t agmusi me piawuroi ui mo

Democratic National Convention as an as
nultupon the faith and honor of the Governmentand the welfare of the people. We

have had few questions in the lifetime of the
Bepublic more seslous than the one which is
thus presented."

Continuing he declares that "we must not
misled by phrases, nor deluded by false

theories. Fre>; silver wou'd not mean that
silver dollars were to be freely had without
eost or labor. It would mean the free use of
the mints of the United States for the few
who are owners silver bullion, but would
make silver coin no freer to the many who
are engaged in other enterprises. It would
ot make labor easier, the hours of labor

shorter, or the pay better. It would not
mako farming less laborious, or more
profitable. It would not start a factory, or
make a demand for an additional
day's labor. It would create no new occupations.It would add nothing to the comfortof »he masses, the capital of the people,
or tii-j wealth of the Nation. It senks to iu-
ruuucc a urw uiuasuiu «ji vara", uui wuuiu

*dil no vttluu to the thing measured. It
would not conserve value?. Ou the contrary,
it would dercnge all exist iug values, it
would not restore business confidence, but
its direct effect would bj to destroy the little
which yet remains.

What It Mentis.
"The meaning of the coinage plan!: adoptedat Chicago is that any one may take a

quantity of silver bullion, now worth 53 cents
to tue mints of the United States, have it
soin9d at the expense of the Government
aud nceive for it a silver dollar, which
shall be loccal tender for the payment
of all debts, public and private. The
owo'T of the silver bullion would «at the silverdollar. It would belong to him and to
nobodv ase. Other people would get it only
by their labor, the products of their hind, or
something of value. The bullion owner, on
the basis of present va'ues, would receive the
jiiver dollar for fifty-three cents worth of
silver, and other people would be required to
receive it as a full dollar in the payment of
debts. The Government would get nothing
Jro.u the transaction. It wou d bear the exDenseof coining the silver, nnd the communitywould suffer loss by its use."

Silver StAnilnril Would ltesult.

Favor* the Una oT Silver Money.
He then adds that "the Republican party

has not been, and is not now. opposed to tho
use of silver money, as its record abundantly
shows. It has done nil that could be done
for its increased U3e, with safe and honor,
by tho United States acting apart from other
Governments. There are those who think
that it has already gone beyond the limit of
financial prudence. Surely, we can go no

1 further, and we must not Dermit false lights
to lure us across tho daugir line.

More Silver Than Other Lands.
"We have much more silver in use than

any country in tho world except India or

China.$500,000,000 more than Great Britain.$150,000,000 moro than France, $400,000,000more than Germany, $325,000,000 less
than India and $125,000,000 less than China.
"The Republican party has declared in

favor of an international agreement, and if
elected President it will be my duty to employall proper means to promote it. Tho
free coinage of silver in this country would
defer, if not defeat, international bimetallism.and until an international agreemeut
can bo had every interest requires us to
maintain our present standard.
"Independent free coinage of silver at a

ratio of 16 ounces of silver to 1 ounce of gold
would insure the speedy contraction of the
volume of our currency. It would drive at
least 500.000.000 cold dollars, which we now
have, permanently from the trade of the

. country and greatiy decrease our per capita
circulation. It is not proposed bv the Republicanpariytotak»»from thecirculatingme,dium of the couutry any of the silver we
now have. On the coiltrary, it i3 proposed
to keep all of the silver money now in circulationon a parity with gold by maintaining
the pledge of the Government that ail of it
shall be equal to gold."

Farmers and Laborers Suffer Most.
He maintains that "debasement of the

currency means destruction of values. No
one sufTers so much from cheap money as
the farmers and laborers. They are the flrst
to feel its bad effects and the last to recover
from them. This has been the uniform experienceof all countries, und here, as elsewhere,the poor, and not the rich, are alwaysthe greatest sufferers from every
attempt to debase our money. It would fall
with alarming severity upon investments alreadymade, upon insurance companies and
their policy holders, upon savings banks and
their depositors, upon building and loan associationmembers, upon the savings of
thrift, upon pensioners and their families
and upon wage earners and the purchasing
power of their wages."
In the Highest Degree Reprehensible.
Continuing, he observes: "It is a cause

for painful regret and solicitude that an
effort is being made by those high in the

. counsels of the allied parties to divide the
people of this country into classes and createdistinctions among us which, in fact, d o

I not exist and are repugnant to our form of
government. These appeals to passion and

. prejudice are beneath the spirit and intelligenceof a free people and should be met
witn stern rebuke by those they are sought
to Influence, and I believe they will be.
"Every attempt to array class against

class, 'the classes against the masses,' sectionagainst section, labor against capital,
'the poor against the rich' or interest against
interest in the United States, is in the highestdegree reprehensible. It is opposed to
the National instinct and interest and should
te resisted by every citizen.
"This ever-recurring effort endangers

popular government and is a menace to our
liberties. It is not a new campaign device
or party appeal. It is as old as government
among men, but was never more untimely
and unfortunate than now.

Protection of Supreme Importance.
"Anothor issue of supreme importance,"

Mr. SIcKiniey states, "Is that of protection.
Tne peril of free silver is a menace to be
feared; we^ are already experiencing the
effect of partial free trade. The one must
be averted, the other corrected.
"The Republican party is wedded to the

dnrtf-rinfl of nrotectlon and was never more
earnest in Its support and advocacy than
now. If argument were needed to strengthen
its devotion to ' the American system,' or increasetho hold of that system upon the party
and people, it is found in the lesson and experienceof the past three years.
"The public exigencies demand prompt

protective legislation which will avoid the
accumulation of further debt by providing
adequate revenues for the expenses of the
Government. This is manifestly the require,
ment of duty. If elected President of the
United States it will be my aim to vigorously
promote this object and give that ample encouragementto the occupations of the Americanpeople which above all else is so imperativelydemanded at this juncture of our
National affairs."

Finance Not the Canse.

He then asserts: "It is a mere pretence to
attribute the hard times to the fact that all
our currency is on a gold basis. Good money
never made times hard. Those who assert
that our present industrial and financial depressionis the result of the gold standard,
have not read American history aright or
been careful students of the events of reoent
year?. We never had greater prosperity in
this country, in every field of employment
and industry, than in the busy years from
1880 to 1892, during all of which time this
country was on a gold basis and employed
more gold money in its fiscal and business
operation than ever before.
"We had, too. a protective tariff under

which ample revenues were collected for the
Government and an accumulating surplus
which was constantly applied to the payment
of the public debt. Let us hold fast to that
which we know is good. It is not more
money we want; what we want 19 to put the
money we already have at work.'" Continuing,he says: "We cannot inspire confidence
by advocating repudiation or practising dishonesty.We cannot restore confidence,
either to the Treasury or to the people, withouta change in our present tariff legislation.

More Work Wanted.
"It is not an increase in the volume of

money which is the need of the time, but an
increase in the volume of business. Not an
increase of coin, but an increase of confidence.Not more coinage, but a more active
use of money coiuea. Not open mints for
the unlimited coin<ujo of the silver of the
world, but open mill3 for the full and unrestrictedlabor of American workinsmen. The
employment of our miuts for the coinage of
the silver of the world would not brins the
necessaries and comforts of life back to our

peorde. This will only come with the employmentof ihu masses, and such employ-
ment is certain to follow the re-establish-
ment of a wise protective policy which shall
anrtftiipuftQ nionitf-irthirinff nf homo Proton.

tion has lost none of its virtue and importance.
'The first duty of the Republican party, il

restored to power in the country, will be the
enactment of a tariff law which will raisa
all the money necessary to conduct the Gov*

Congressman Black, of Troy, Nominated

to Head the Ticket on the Fourth Ballot.TimothyL. Woodruff for Lieutenant-Governor.Judge Irvine G. Vann,
of Onondaga, for the Court of Appeals.

Saratooa, N. Y., August 27..The RepublicanState Convention met in the historic AssemblyHall at this placo and held a session

lasting two days. The first day's proceedingswere of a routine character. At the secondday's session, which lasted two hours,
these nomitfations were made: For Governor,Frank 9. Black, of Rensselaer; for Lieutenant-Governor,Timothy L. Woodruff, of

Kings, and for Associate Judge of the Court
of AppeaU, Irving G. Vann, of Onondaga.
The convention then adjourned sine die.
The first day's session of the convention

was devoted to temporary and permanent
organizations, the adoption of a platform
and the nomination of candidates for Governor.f ,

The con^nuon was caneu 10 oruor nu

12.22 o'clock p. m. by Benjamin Odell, in the
absence, oy reason of illness, of Chairman
Hackett, of the Republican State Committee.
Bishop Newman, of the Methodist EpiscopalChurch, opened the convention with

prayer. Frank 8. Black, the Temporary
Chairman,then made an effective address and
General Stewart L. Woodford, who was selectedfor Permanent Chairman, followed him
in a brief speech. Roll call showed that 758
delegates were in attendance. A feature
of the first day's proceedings was
the exclusion of Warner Miller from the convention.When the Committee on Credentialsreported against Mr. Miller he tried
to speak, but was ruled out of order because
his name was not on the roll, On motion of
Thomas C. Piatt he was allowed to be heard.
Then the convention almost uuanimously
voted to adopt the committee's report.
The platform which indorsed the National

tinlfftt and the State issues uoon which this
campaign Is to be made was then read and
adopted.
The following men were then put in

nomination for Governor: George W.
Aldridge, Monroe; Hamilton Fish, Putnam;Frank S. Black, Rensselaer;
Timothy D. Ellsworth, Niagara; Edgar T.
Brackett, 8arato<?a; James A. Wad9worth,
Genesee; Archie E. Baxter. Chemung; John
Palmer, Albany; Charles T. Saxton, of
Wayne, and Jame3 A. Roberts, of Erie.
Without the formality of a nomination the
names of J. Sloat Fassett, of Chemung; Clar:
ence E. Lexow, of Rockland, and Frank Hiscock,of Onondaga, were voted for.
Two ballots were taken in the convention.

There are 758 delegates and 380 were necessaryto a choice. No candidate received
within 150 votes of enough to nominate and
the convention adjourned for the day.

Second Day's Proceedings.
The morning of the second day of the conventionopened with everybody stllL guessingand twelve hopeful candidates in the

field for the Gubernatorial nomination.
After ca'llng the convention to order

Chairman Woodford reoognized Titua Sheard,
of Herkimer, who proceeded to answer WarnerMiller's speech of the day before saying
that the end of the party he represented had
been maligned by Mr. Miller. When Mr.
Sheard bad finished, the tlrst roil can or tne
day on the nomination for Governor, the
third of the convention, was begun, and an
indication of the decision of the leaders was

given when William Barnes, of Albany, came
to the front, and withdrew the name of John
Palmer, casting the majority of tne votes ol
Albany County for Frank 8. Blaek. Black
got votes in New York and obtained a few
votes from Kincs. Saxton withdrew hip
name, and cast Wayne's vote for Black,
Before the clerk could announce the total

result, Jacob Worth, of Kings County, arose
and announced that on the next ballot he
would cast ninety-two votes for Black.
The oonvent.on was in an uproar, but the

chair Anally got order, and the result was
announced as follows: Aldrldge. 242: Black,
154; Fish, 119; Odell, 82; Baxter. 51; Roberts,
38: Wadsworth, 42; Saxton, 15; Ellsworth,

The usual resolutions of thanks to the conventionofficers and notification of the candidateswere introduced and adopted and

then at 2.03 p. m. the convention adjourned
sine die.

C.ireer of Frank S. Black.

Franlc S. Black, nominated for Governor
by the Republicans of New ¥ork, is a Maine
man by birth, having been born in LivingstonCounty, Maine, March 8,1853. He is the
son of Jacob and Charlotte B. Black, and
was reared on a farm. He vais oducated in
tho district schools, at Lebanon Academy.
West Lebanon, Me., graduated at the acad-
emy in 1871. una from Dartmouth Col.esje in
1875. Mr. Black took up the pursuit of journalism,and was editor of the Johnstown (N.
Y.) Journal for a short time after graduating
from Dartmouth. In 1877 he removed to
Troy, where he worked as a newspaper reporterand studied law. He was admitted to
the bar in 1879, and since that time has followedhis profession in Troy. He never
held offlee until he was elected to the FiftyfourthCongress as a Republican, receiving
20,954 votes against 17,514 for Charles D.
Haines. Democrat, and 595 for Adam N.
Myer, Prohibitionist. M>\ Black gave the
convention an oratorical surprise during its
first day's session. He does not look like an
orator uor has he the bearing or manners of

QUEEN WILHELMINA OF HOLLAND.

Queen Wilbolmina was bora August 31,
1880, aDd succeeded to the throne on the
death of her father, King Wilhelm IIL, on
