PHILADELPHIA'S BAD WATER.
Commission of Exports to Report on the

Best Way of Improving lt.

Philadelphia (Special)..Since January
1 this city has had an epidemic of typhoid
fever. Since that date there have been

nearly C000 coses of the disease and about
1090 deaths. The epidemic Is said to be due
to the polluted water of the Schuylkill
River, from which the city obtains its supply.The Councils have passed a
bill authorizing the appointment
of thrAo nrnfirt nni»ineeM to inves*
tlgate and report as to the best
method of improving the quality of the
water, and in accordance with the provisionsof the measure, Mayor Ashbridge
appointod Rudolph Herlng, ot Now York;
Samuel Gray, of Providence, R. I., and
Joseph M. Wilson, of this city, to make the
expert investigation and rerport. They are
required to make a preliminary report in
not more than sixty days and a final reportin not more than three months. An
appropriation of §25,000 was made to pay
for their expenses and compensation.

GUNBOATS SHELL REBELS.

Towns of Sesmoan and Guagfua Investedby Our Sailors.

Body of Filipinos Ran Up to SanFernando
l>y Train, Tear Up Kails

and Escape.

Manila. (By Cable)..Tbe army's gunboatsLaguna de Bay and Cavadonga, undercommand of Captain Grant, which
started up tbe San Fernando Elver for
Guagua to establish there a base of suppliesfor tbe troops engaged in tbe northerncampaign, have returned, Major-GeneralMacArthur having failed to connect
with the expedition. The gunboats
found rebels Intrenched at Sesmoan
and Guagua, on the water-fronts of the
towns. Tbe vessels steamed past the
works, shelling the occupants and driving
tbem out. Landing parties from tbe boats
entered hotn towns, capturing at sosmoan
a Spanish captain in uniform, who was ostensiblya prisoner in the hands of the
rebels, and also a native officer. Arriving
at Guagua the town and a small gunboat
were found to be burning, and the natives
were evacuating the place ia consequence
of the bombardment.
At Sesmoan the lauding party captured a

number of Filipino flags and a quantity of
arms, chiefly bolos and bows and arrows,
besides a lot of band instruments, which
the men played as they marched back to
the boats.
The Filipinos surprised the United States

forces at San Fernando with a daring trick
Monday. A railway train, with an engineat each end, was run almost to the
American outposts and in plain sight of
the town. Before they could be reached a

cang of natives sprang off the train, tore
up several lengths of the railway track,
boarded the train again, and the train
steamed away so quicklv that there was no

opportunity to capture the raiders.
The Nebraska regiment is asking for a

THE SEVENTY-FIRST INQUIRY.

Senior Officers Found Guilty of Dlaobey»
lag Orders at Santiago.

Albant, N. Y. (Special)..The findings of
the court of inquiry appointed to investigatethe conduct of the Seventy-first Regiment,New York Volunteers, In the Santiago
campaign, have been approved by GovernorRoosevelt. The Governor scores the
three senior officers of the command.
Colonel Wallace A. Downs, LieutenantColonelClinton H. Smith and Mnjor John
H. Whittle, and pays a high tribute to all
the other officers and enlisted men.
The court finds that Colonel Downs failed

to obey distinct orders issued by General
Kent; that Lieutenant-Colonel Smith failed
to make any effort to get the regiment forwardinto tho fight; that Major Whittle did
not go with the battalion he commanded,
but stayed in the roar; that Captain Austin

the following concessions:
First.The cessation of military governmentand the establishment of civil rule in

the island.
Secoid.The establishment of absolute,,

free trade between Porto Rico and the 7
United States.
Third.The reduction of American troops

and the enlistment of Porto RIcans.
Fourth.The right of American citizenshipin the Island.
On the subject of military control the

Commissioners make the point that "the
subject of reforming the Porto Rican systemdoes not properly belong to the army
officers, who now control Porto Rico, or the
War Department, but to the Porto Rican*
themselves."

A Battle In the Soudan.
The Foreign Office in London has re-

ceived news that Colonel Evatt attacked
Ohief Kabarega on the east bank of the
Nile and completely defeated him. Three
hundred of the enemy were killed, and
Kabarega himself, who was severely
wounded, and King Mwauga were taken
prisoners. Colonel Evatt's losses were two
Uganda soldiers killed and twenty
wounded.

WILL NOT ACCEPT DISARMAMENT

American and British Delegates to the

Czar's Peace Congress Have Similar Instructlons.WillStand Together For

International Arbitration.Hope to

Lessen the Horrors of War.

THE All BEEF REPORT,
Sc:n3 of General Miles's Allegations

Found to Be True.

PRESIDENT APPROVES FINDINGS.

Canned Beef Undesirable For Use on

Transports.Charge of Use of ChemicalsNot Sustained.General Mile* Centered.SharpCriticism of Eagan.Recommendationof >*o Farther Action.

Washington, 'D. C. (Special)..The reportof the Army Beef Court of Inquiry,
appointed to investigate General Miles's
oharges regarding the food supply of the
army in tho war with Spain, is approved by
the President in th« following indorsement:
"The findings of tho Court of Inquiry are

approved. William McKinley."
The court finds that General Miles's allegationsthat the refrigerated beef was emlalmed,or was unfit for issue to troops,

were not sustained, and tlmt he had not
Bulllclent justifloatiou for these charges.
With regard to tho canned roast beef the
court sustains so much of the Allegations
of the Major-General commanding as re-

ration. None of the other charges as to
canned beef are sustained. The court
finds tbat certain Individuals failed to performtheir full duty, but the opinion is expressedthat the mere statement In the officialreport of the facts developed meet*
tbe end of discipline and tb.it the interests
of the servlce^will bo best subserved il
iurther proceedings be not taken. Tb«
i-ourt spares neither the Major-General
tommandlng nor the Commissary-General
in the criticism. It holds that both officials
committed error. It finds that General
Allies committed an error in tbat, having
Relief or knowledge, as claimed, tbat the
food was unfit, that it caused sickness and
flletreas, tbat some of it was supplied undet
vhe preteace of experiment, that other
beef was embalmed, he did not immediatelyreport such knowledge or belief to the
Secretary of War, to the end that a proper
remedy might be promptly applied.
Attention is called by the court to the

"act that but little testimony was submittedby General Miles in support of his
-;ontentlon that tho refrigerated beef had
been treated with preservatives. It remarksthat his failure to draw special attentionto the report of Major Daly until
his testimony before the War Investigating
Commission is not explained, althouj'a
one. if not two, of his staff officers knew
of the beef which Major Daly said was

positively "hurtful to health." The reportrefers to General Miles's suspicion
regarding the refrigerated beef while at
Ponce, and deolares that it was his
bounden duty instantly to take the most
effective measure within control to ascertainthe actual fact and to correct the
wrong, if any should be found.
As to the character of the refrigerated

beef the report says that its use on shore
after the troops had secured conveaJ«nt
harbors and landing faollltiej was wise and
desirable. It was the meat of commerce,
and was received by the troops at first with
great satisfafction. The arrangements for
issuing it and transporting it to the camps
were neither adequate nor efficient. As a

consequence a considerable portion of the
beef became tainted before it reached the
regimental camps, and was either rejected
altogether or trimmed down before being
cooked. "It does not appear," says tbe
report, "that the troops were insufficiently
fed as a consequence of such rejections.
The court holds ttat the refrigerated beef
is a suitable ration for troops when It can be
issued to them in good condition. It would
not have been prudent to have made the
expeditions to Santiago and Porto Rico
without the refrigerated teef'and until the
availability of native beef bad been established.There was no better food than refrigeratedbeef that was practicable, and
no reliance should have been placed on
the cattle in Cuba and Porto Rico as a certainmeans of subsistence."
As to the canned roast beef it is the opinIonof tho court that it was fresh, wa s. not

of old date, was the meat of commerce,
and insnected bv the Government insDec-
tors as provided by law. 8ome Injury was
doubtless caused by rough handling In
transportation. or was due to exposure to
the climatic Influences of the tropics. The
court holds, however, that it was not suitableas ntravel ratioD;on transports, consideringthe absence ot cooking facilities and
the absence from that ration of fresh vegetablesand condiments. For use on shore as a
field ration it is suitable for issue two days
in ten, but not for two days In succession.
With respect to Its being a necessary articlefor use on the expeditions to Cuba
and Porto Rico the court believes that it
would not have been imprudent to have
left it behind. In this connection the court
finds that the allegations of Geueral Miles,
so far as they relate to the unsuitability of
the canned fresh beef for food as actually
used on the transports, and as to its extensiveor long-continued use as a field ration,
are sustained.
The Commissary-General is criticised for

having purchased such large quantities of
thU article, considering the little Use that
had been mnde of it in the regular army,
the probability that the volunteers were en- »

tirely ignorant of it, and that its use as a

part of the field ration had never been
sanctioned by the President or Secretary of
War. Regarding thia, the court says: "The
court can but characterize the action of
the Commissary-General aa unwarranted
and reckless, in that he ordered the purohaseof suoh enormous quantities of a
food that wna practicably untried and-unknown,and the court so finds. The court
a!o ilnds rtiat there is no ground for any
imputation of auy othur uctuutiug motive
on the p*rt of the Commissary-General
than the earnest desire to prooure the best
possible food for the troops. The court
pronounces this act of the CommissaryGeneralof Subsistence a colossal error,
for which there ifl no palliation."
One of the most important findings of tbe

court is contained in tho concluding paragraphol' the report, which recommends
that no lurther proceedings be taken, the
best interests of the service, in the opinion
of the court, being best subserved by such
a course.
The report Is signed by General James

F. Wade, President of the Court, and by
Colonel George B. Davis, the Recorder.
The only comment by President McKinley
is his approval of their finding, quoted
above. Attached to the report is au order
by the Secretary of War dissolving the
court.

down by General Merrlam and AttorneyGeneralHayes of Idaho. At a meeting of
tbe mlno owners in tbis city, Mr. Hayes
presented this mandate. The owners
cheerfully promised to obey.
"We are going to clear up the Coeui

d'Alenes," said Attorney-General Hayes,
prior to his departure for Boise. "I have
seen somn of the mine owners, and they
have been Informed by the proper authoritiestbat tbey cannot employ any one connectedwith a criminal organization in the
county. The Miners' Union in Shoshone
County contains many desperadoes and
criminals, who have, under the protection
of the uuion, perpetrated crimes and outrages.Twice has It been necessary, becauseoI these men and their organization,
to put the county under martial law. We
want to stop that sort of thing.
"We have undertaken as large a job of

criminal prosecution as over commenced in
the history of tbe country. Trying between700 nnd 800 men is a task of enormousmagnitude. We propose to push the
prosecution vigorouslv, however. I am
obliged to go biiok to Boise for a few days
on official business, but will be back In
about a weeic, and expect to spend the entiresummer in the Coeur d'Alenes. Prisonerswill be tried in both the State and
Federal courts. Mnrder and arson are
some of tbe charges the State will bring
arrnfnaf thnc« man nnd xra hnnf) to Infllff
the extreme penalty."
