NOT SO EASY TO CHEAT.

The Supreme Court is Looking Aflter
the Tricks by Which Insurance
Companies no Often Defeat their
Castomers,

In lset week’s lasue we showed that our Su-

preme Court had laid down priociples pro-

tecting the rights of the people agalnst foreign

Bulldlog and Loan Aessoclations.

Oar Supreme Court has been equally careful

in goarding the rights of thoss sustaining loss

by firc under pollcies of insurance.

Io the case of Copeland Western Assurance
Cu.difi 8, C., 26 the followlog priociples were
tated :
1. That where the defendant claims that
the plaint!ff bas not a right of recovery on
the policy of insurance, by reason of tbe fact
that he failed to comply with the require-
ments of the policy, such objection must be
get op In his answer to the complaint.

2, That where the defendant sets up a de-
fense in his anawer that the plaintitf Is barred
of bls right of recovery on the poliey of Insur-
ance, by reason of bis, fallure Lo perform cer
taln things therein required to be done on his
part, it is not incumbent on the plaintiff to in
Iroduce testimony showing such performances by
him, and con:e‘;(uemty a failvre o introduce
such testimony does not entitle the defendant to
an order of nonsuil,

3, That where the defendant sets up such
defence In his apswer, and the facts brought
out durlng the introduction of plaintif’s tes-
timony io chief show that there bas not been
performance by the plgllnllﬂ' of such require-
mentsof the polley, stitl the defendant would
not be entitled to an order of nonsuil, because
laintiff of his
right to show waiver or estoppel on the part of
the defendant to make such objeetion*

In the recent case of Kiogman Lapcasler
Ins, Co., 154 8, C. 599 these prinelples are
affirmed. The Court in commenting on the
above mentioned case and others sustalning
Lhe same doctrine uses this language:

These cases show that forfeltare |s matter of
defence, and that plaintlff may show walver
In rebuttall of evidence of forfelture, although
in these ceses walver has not been pleaded.
Appellant contents, however, tbat seo. 18 of
tbe Code leads to a ditterent conclusion. That
“1o pleading the performance
t conditions precedent in a contract, it shall
oot be necessary Lo state the facls showlng
perfomance; but it may be stated generally
that the party performed all the conditions
on his part; and if such allegations be con
troverted, the party pleading sball be bound
to establish, on the trial, the facts showing
sach performance.” In thls case the com-
plaint alleged the performance of all condl-
tions of the pollcy In the geperal terms of
section 283, and the answer contalned a denial
of such allegation, In the firsk place, we do
pnot think the production of the inventory,
taken previous to tbe lssuance of the Eolley.

It I8 rather a condition subse-
quent, which is intended to defeat a contract,
which belpg matter of defense, need'not be
noticed in plaintifi"s pleadipg.

AN HONEST COURT.

Blocks the Shrewd Raseallty of Bulld-
lmr‘aml Loan Associations.

The Supreme Court of this State cannot be
used as an ald or shleld for tricksters, who
would take advantage of omr people. Mr,
Justice Gary of our own olty, we are pleased
to see, takes a leading part In defending tbe
people and will not lend himself to the perver-
slon of law and justice, even at the Instance
of the great and rich corporations which set
traps for unwary feet. These forelgngentle-
men wlll be required to perform thelr part of
contracts in this State:

The Supreme Court of this State has recent-
Iy declded a very lmporianl question in re-
gard to the rights of the people against forelgn
Bullding and Losn Assoclallons.

The facts of the case and the raling of the
Cours will N?gea.r from that Earr. ot the oplno-
lon dellve y Mr. Justice Gary as follows:

“The appeal herein {8 ffom an order dissolv-
Ing an attachment, which had been lesued on
the following amdavit: Bright Willlamsoo,
the plaintift above named, belng duly sworn,
says: 1. That the defendant above named,
tne Eastern Bullding and Loan Associatlon,
of Syracuse, N. Y., I8 a corporation duly
organized and chartered under the laws of the

tion Is justly and truly indebted to the depon-
ent in ithe sum of $1,562.50, with interast from
the 29th December, 1897, as follows: on the
day of February, 1891, deponent having
made application for membershl
tern Buliding and Loan Assoclation, of 8yra-
cowe, N, Y., subacribed fr and recelved Lwen-
ty-five shares, uoder a contract by which he
was to pay §1 pershare membersbip fee, and
thereaftar seven-five cenls per ehare, or §18.50
monthly for seventy-elght months, and upon
his so dolog the sald assoolation was Lo pay
him §100 for each share sixty days alter accep-
tance of satlsfactory proof of such payments.

of bis uomphanoe with his partof sald con-
tract, and made demand for the sum of §1,062.
50, the same belng $2,500 less $8387.50, the
amount of his loan; but that though sixty
days have slnce elapsed, the sald assoclation
bas falled and refused Lo pay deponment Lhe
sald sum of §1,66250, *= » *

“The plaintif introdnced Iin evidence &
clreular issued by the defendant which
among other statements contained the follow-
ing: Forthe Investor: This assoclation is-
sues three classes of certificates, designated as
{nstalment, pald up, and fully paid ap. All
of which are gnaranieed to mature In 6 1-2
ears; amply secured by firél mortgage on
real estate; pald np stock doubles in 612
years: fully pald up certificates guaranteed
quarterly dividends, seven per cenl. per an-
pom. For the borrower: This assoclativn
bas no aunction sales, no bidding for loans,
and & definite time for repaying a loan. The
only assoclation making a contract definite
in every particalar, Withdrawal valoe
clearly stated, and pever less Lhan the
amount pald in lostalments; stock matures
in 78 months. Borrowers know the exact
amount required to cancel thelr mortage.”

a8 the cares clted establlshed, then under
seclion 174 of the Code, such defense, not
constitatiog & connter-clalm, and belng mat-
ter io ayoldsnce, need Dol be replled Lo by
plalnUff, unless required so to do by the
Court on defendant's motion.

If the
insorer does not chose to assert a forfelture,
the lley stands by virtue of the origioal
cooslderation. Waiver does Invole the as-
sent of the insurer, since 1t 18 “the Intentlonal
relinguishment of & known right,” but this
intent to relinquish the right to avold a
polloy for breach of conditlon may he evl-
denced by acts or conduct of the Insarer,
after konowledge of a breach, recognlzing the
liey as a valld exisling contract, or the
psurer may be estopped to deny intemt to
relinguish 1t8 right by such conduct after
knowliedge of the breach as puts the insrured
to trouble and expense on Lhe reasonable be-
Helfwl'.hnl the Ilnsurer regards the polley as
valld, .
We have brooght these rulings to tbe atten-
tlon of the public 10 apprise the people of
thelir rights, and to warn them not to sarldce
thelr rights by disadvanlageous compromise
after a loss has been sustalned.
Under the rulings of the court a plaintiff is
notapl to be non-saited, hut to have bls case
consldered by the jury, In which case It may
confldently be expected that justice will be
done between Lhe Insured and the Insurance
coOmpany.

‘I'ne question is thus presented for this Court
to decide which shall prevall. It is a well
koown fact that comparatively few people
who become shareholders in such associations

upon the honesty, 1otegrity, and falr dealings
of thoke who mansge Lheafiairs of Lbe assocla-
tion. It s algo a well known fact that the by-
laws are {requently inotriecate and almost
uointelligible to the average rhareholder,
and that those in charge of the affailrs of the
assoclation  usually become exceediogly
expert in the Interpretation of tbem, thuos
giving the assoclation a declded advantage in
the way of information over the sharebolders,
Pablic policy, In order to prevent Lhe perpetra-
tlon of [raud, and to prevent just such & case
af we now have before us, in which the plain-
tiff alleges that he was Induced by the express
promlises, and the |iterature of the defendant,
1o part with bls money, in purchasing its
sbares of stock, demands Lbat the defendant
should not be allowed to elect whether 1L will
be bound by Its by-laws, or lis express agree-
ment as to the time when the shares would
matare," e

“It I8 also argued that the agreement fixing
a definite time for Lthe maturity of the shares
was ultra vires. [

If tbe agreement was ultra vires, and the
assoclation entered into It knowlng it could
wol perform {ta part thereof, and thereby
induced the plalotiff to part with bls money
in the purchase of stock, then it was a
tort, and the defendavt would be liable there-
for. Furthermore, even If Lhe agreement was
ultra vires and Lthe defendant could interpose
this plea, It would npot be allowed to retailn
the henefits which 1t derlved therefrom, and
Lhir would give the plalntlff a canse ofnction.

It will 1hus be seen Lhal Lhe Supreme Courl
of this State protecled our people from the
Imposition that was attempted Lo be practiced
upon them,

They rely |,

ONE AT A TIME,

No Man Can Hold Two Pablle Offices
in Sounth Carolina.

The State,

When the constitutional eonvention sdot-
ted the clause prohibiting the dual, triple and
even quadruple holding of offices in this
Btate, o prevalent at the time, it was
thougbt that an end would be put to the ons-
tom. Bulthere have recenlly been many ln-
stagl:l-.es of It brought to tkre attentlon of the
publie,

In several cases It was puzziling lo know
which of the offices held by certaln men were
vacant under the operation of the constitu-
tion, In order that be might act without
mistake Iin such cases, Gov. McSweeney re-
cenlly obtalned the followiog oplolon from
the assirtant atlorney general :

M, B, McRweeney, Governor, Colum-

: Yon deslre to be advised whether
the same person can be a town warden,
deputy sberiff, Jaller and & member of the
connty board of control at the same time,
and if not, which of these positions are vacat-
ed. The constitotion in seclion 2, article 2
provides: *“No person shall hold two offices
of honor or profit at the rame time." Hence
our investigation must be directed to deter-
mine whether more Lhan one of the above
enomerated position 18 an office of honor or

rofit,
An office 1= defined to be a right, authorit
and daty created and conferred by law, b,
which, for a given perlod either fixed by law
or enduriog at the Fleusura of the creating
wer, an individoal I8 Invesied wilth some
portion of the roverelgn functions of the gov-
ernment, Lo be exercired by him for the
benefit of the publle. Now it is manitested
that this definition applies to the town
warden. SBoch an office |8 created and so
depominated by law and is Invested with a
rlght and duty of performing lmportant fune-
tions of government. A lown warden I8,
with cerlaln restrictions, the legislative and
Judlelal power of a munielpality., The su-
preme court 1o this State In the case of Alex-
ander vs, McKenzle, Becond 8., C., 8l, lays
down the rule here set forth. Llkewise a
deputy sheriff comes within the purview of
the above definitlon. The effce iscreated by
law (sections 713 and 714, volume I, revised
slatue): the appolntment is made by the
sher!ff subject to the approval of the olrcuit
Judge and the appolntment 18 evidenced by
Lhe sherlff's certificate. The depulty may be
required Lo glve bond and must slgn a con-
stitutional oath as well as other oaths, and
when tbus qualified may perform any of the
duatlea of the sheriff, It is clear, therefore,
that he 18 an officer. Likewlse a Jaller Is a
public officer. 'he office 18 created by law,
the appoiotment must be in writlng and filed
with the clerk of court (Sectlons 528, 627,
volume II, revised statutes. The dutles are
deflped by statute and are of a publie natuare,
with penalty for non-performance, The su-
preme court In the State vs. Sellers, 7th Rich.
368, takes the view tbhat a jalor s & public of-

ficer,

ve. Butts 8th, 8, C.,) that the acceplance of &
second office is ipso facto the abandonment
and resignation of the first. Hence the first
three of these offices accepied were vacated
and the last, If there be no other legal reason,
18 ln force.

There must be a
Book of Registration for each Eoll!ng
precinct, that is for eacn township, or
parish, or city, or town of less than
five thousand inhabitants, or ward of
cities of more than five thousand
inhabitants, Each elector must vote
in the .pollln% precincet in which he
resides, If there is more than one
voting place in the polling preeinet,
the elector may vote at any votiog
place designated on the registration
certificate. The Boards must designate
in the registration certificate the vot-
ing place in the polling precinct at
which the elector is to vote. If there
is more than one voting place in the
polling precinets, the Boards shall
designate on the certificate the voting
place selected by the elector.
