Ten Persons Arrested in Johannesburg
For Conspiring to Assassinate Gen-
eral Roberts in a Church.

London (By Cable).—The Dally Malil
publishes the following alarmist dis-’
patch from Cape Town:

“The antl-Brifish feeling in Cape
Colony is assuming dangerous propor-
tions, owing to false stories spread of
British barbarity in Orange River
Colony and the Transvaal. Loyalists

fear that the Dutch Congress next
week will be the signal for a rising,
and they demand that martial law be
proclaimed throughout the colony.

Their inten-
tlons were to explode & mine under
St. Mary’s Church during the morning
service.”

News of the plot to assassinate Gen-
eral Roberts, as it first reached here,
implicated twenty foreigmers. The con-
spirators laid a mine, which was de-
signed to be exploded while General
Roberts was in church. The police
and General Roberts’s bodyguard frus-
trated the conspiracy.

The St. Olaf Wrecked at the Entrance of
Seven Islands Bay on Her Way to
Quebec ' From the North'= Bodles
Washed .iuhn'ro — Seven Passengers
and a Orew of Nineteen Lost.

Quebec (Special). —The - coasting
steamer St. Olaf has gone to, pleces on
the rocks at the entrance of Seven Isl-

ands Bay, on the north coast of the
Gulf of St. Lawrence,-and of the twen-
ty-six persons on.board the ill-fated
vessel not one has survived to tell the
story of the wreck. A woman's body,
washed ashore Saturday, and a mail-
bag left on the beach at low tide were
the first indlications of the tragedy,
and later in the day other pleces of
