oils for the compounding of whiskies, just
as other merchants advertise coloring matterfor making white butter look rich and
fit to cat. There are rye whisky essences,
bourbon whisky essences, Scotch and Irish
whisky essences, gin essences, rum essences,brandy essences, kummel essences
and all kinds of bitters essences. A materialcalled "Ageing" is sold for the purposeof "mellowing" and smoothing"
liquors. A small quantity will impart to
new liquors all the properties conferred
by age in a cask. It is soft and agreeable
to the palate, and gives not only age but
bodv to the blend.
When whisky is too dark or too light in

color the correct shade is produced by a

"sugar coloring" which is guaranteed not
to cloud or thicken by age. It is sold by
the gallon. There are other artificial coloringsfor different drinks.scarlet, red,
green, yellow and brown. There are sedativepowders for clarifying wines. Other
desideratums are glycerine, prune juice,
cherry juice, isinglass and gelatine, rrot to
forget bead oil, without which no progshoplaboratory is complete. With bead
oil you put the bead on.
