Advice to Sonth Carolina

Ity Mecting in April. 1869
The State.

The advantages possessed by the
south over the north in manufactur-
ing cotton, way be stated briefly, to be:
(I) An sbundance of unuccupied
waler power in every southern State.
(2) A mild climate. Fire, for heat-
ing  purposes, is only uecessary for
from oue to three months in the year,
Resinous beart pine wooil can be pro-
cured at very low rates, We pay for
such wood delivered with one mile of
our factory, only 51 per cord, aud our
rotal expenses for fuel for, say two and
one-hall monhts in the yeur, is but
one-tenth of one cenut per pound, when
charged to the manufactures ot those
wonths, while in the nortn it is about
one ¢ent per pound ou the manufac-
tures of at least five mounths iu the
yealr,

(3) Wages are, and must continue
tc be, compartively low. The wmild-
ness of the ¢chimate, the abundance of
lumber, and the cheapuoess of land, en-
ables the manufactures Lo provide Lheir
operatives with inexpensive but cow-
fortuble houses aud large garden
plats, The country being au agricul-
tural one, we must soon be able to
produce our provisions, while the
ipanufacturing distriets of the north
wust always depend upon the distant
west, and, to some extlent, upon the
south for theirs.

(4) Operatives, Northern men, acl-
ing us superitendents of seuthern
mills, admit the superiority of our fac-
tory hands, who ure remukably fru-
eul  aud industrious, auvd who ure
eusily controlled.

(5) Freights are lower on yarns and
clotns than on lint cotton, There has
veen & time, within tbe last three
years, when a bale of cotton of 450
peunds, worth say $90.00, paid a
freight from Charleston to New York
or Philadilphia of $2.50 per bale,
which would be 277 per ceut oo
value while that cotton made iulo u
vale of 400 pounds of No. 20 yarn,
worth say $136, paid ouly 6V cents
per bale, or 44-100; per cent on value
—a ditference is favor of the yarns of
21-2 per cent. The southeru wanu-
facturer saver the freight on baggivg,
rope and other waste. This waste
¢au be manufactured into paperat the
south more cheaply than at the north
and is consenyuently more valuabie
here than there. Reclamation on
falsely packed or dawaged cotton is
eusy aud direct, sud we save the
burdensome wvorthern charges for
storage, brokerage, etc.

I support the positions by the follow-
ing stutement of the actual cost of
manufucturivg at Saluda eotton mills
It must be
reccollected that we have employed
in tbhe manufacture of No. 20 yaru ou-
ly 4,000 spindles (Jeuks’ ring
trevelers.)

souliern States ounly 199,772, The
average nuwber of yarn manufactured
at the north was 27 7-8; production
per spindle, 59.57. ‘I'be average num-
ber of yarn manufactured at Lhe south
was 127-8;production per spindle 140.37.

These tigures are bused upon the re-
ports tade to the Natioual Association
of Cotton Manufacturers sud Planters.
It is probablethatmany of the rmaller
wills in the south were not reported.
My caleulation is based upon au aver-

combine together, in joint stock as-
sociations, and erect cotton mills of |
sufficient capacity to spin up 'heir|
crops. No doubt, if this suggestion
were acted upon at once, and all our
cotton made into yarn, and thrown
upon the northern market, the supply
would exceed the demand, and losw,
at first, would ensue. My proposition
is to ship direet to the continent of
Europe, as well as to the north. It
would tuke us but little time to drive
otber yarns from the market. The
process of approaching the spinnipg
of our entire crop wouid be gradual,
and would keep place with the grad-
ual withdrawal of our competitors.

The arguments in favor of spinning
will apply with equal force in
favor of weaving. 1 have, however,
confined my calculations and sugges-
tions to spinning, because it is more
simple, and requires less capital ; and
is, therefore, more likely to be gener-
ully adopted at an early day.

To show the pmclicabiﬁty of this
plan, I submit an estimate for a cotton
mill with 4,080 spindles, ring traveler
frames :

dles: two English jack roving frames,
204 spindles each ; fourteen reels, tra-
verse grinder. slide rest, card clothing,
governor, turbine wheel, cotton scales,
bupdle and bale presses. shaftings,
belting, bobbius, trapsportation, put-
ting up machinery, findings to cow-
meuce with, ete., ete., $43,000; buld-
iugs including houses lor operatives
(estimated by an experienced con-
tractor), $7,000, total $50,000. Such a|
mill will give employment to 87 opera-
tives and will consume 887 bales of
cotton weighing 450 pounds each. Es-
timated vet profits on production, if
sold at cost of worthern produe-
tion, $17,743. No estimate is made of
the co-t of water power as that would
depend upon location, size and uut-
ure of stream.

Finally with great diffidence, but
with equal earnestness, I urge upon
the conveuntion and upon the southern
people geverally, careful counsideration
of tue facts and tigures submitted ; and
close with the suggestion, that the
bouses of correction for juvenile de-
linyuents, who abound in our midst,
and peuitentiaries for females be es-
tablishied, and that their inmates, as
well as those of the orphan asylums,
be employed in cotton manufacturing.
I may state that, by the wise fore-
thought of the projectors of our State
penitentiary, tnie wuas though to a
limited extent, provied for, and I be-
lieve that I am correct in saying that
the convicts now manufacture nearly,
if not all, their clothing and bedding.

What is Expected of Them.

HE RETURNS OF THE VARI-
ous Townships will be forwarded
to the Township Boardjof Assessors by
or before March 10th ; they will then
have until March 24th for examining
the returns, Forward the returns to
this office by the 24th or 25th of Mareb,
if possible, It is clearly the duty of
this Board to scrutinize each return .
carefully and see that each item of
roperty listed thereon is assessed at
ts true market value. There is no
rule to return property at 66 2-3 per
cent, of its actual value. Where par-
ties are suspected of having credits
above their indebtedness or any other
character of property that does notap-
pear on their sworn return, it is the
duty of the Board to enter such prop-
erty or report the case to the Auditor
for investigation.

The Township Boards are hereby
requested to mark at the head of each
return, the school distriict in which
each tax payer’s property is located
and where the new survey divides a
tax payer's Jand to write on the return,
approximately the amount in each
school district.

In every instance where there is an
increase of $100 or ¢ver In an individ-
ual’s assessment your Board will noti-
fy such tax-payer, in the name of the
Auditor, of such increase, so that the
tax-payer can come before the County
Board of Equalization if he chooses to
appeal. '
l The County Board of Equalization

will hold its annual meeting in the
| Auditor’s office, Tuesday, March 26th.
