‘Thebsll stones ranged In size from a
small marble to that ofa bhen egg, while
much of It war flat, neariog the gize of a half
dollar and from 4 toa !4 of an inch in thick-
ness, which were driven by the wind In great
heaps along the fences und sidewalks, re-
maining for sometime upon the ground.
This was the beaviest hall storm that bas
visited thls sectlon o mapny years, the dam-
sge of which cannot yet be fally estimated.
Sipce writlpg the above, we learn that the
atorm was fearful aloog Little River, io the
direction of Troy and Bradley, where It de-
slroyed the crops entirely, blowlng down
fences, houses, and uprooting large trees,
leaving utter desolation In it8 track. The
dowo-pour of raln also dld greal damage,
washing away crops and all growing vegela-
tlon, leaving the flelds clean.
