Trolley For Monterey, Iaulal!

Extensive trolley lines, with first and
second class fares, Is the project
planned for the City of Monterey,
Mexico, by Baltimore capital. The city
Is a live, Industrial town, with 80,000
inhabitants. This will be the first ap-
plication of electricity to street car
service In Monterey. There Is now a
mule car line, which this syndicate has
purchased, together with concession,
granted to local capitalists. There will
be six different lines, aggregating thirty
miles, and so constructed as to meet
at the centre of the city.
