Scranton. Pa..The mine workers, afteroccupying nineteen days in presentingabout 100 witnesses, closed their
case before tbe anthracite coal strike
commission. Tbe afternoon session
was one of the most important sittings
the commission hts yet held, because
the quentlon whether tbe close relationshipof the coal carrying railroads
with the mining companies shall figure
In tbe commission's effort to adjust the
controversy, came squarely before the
arbitrators. The decision of the commission,if Chairman Gray's remarks
can be s> called, was briefly this:
That tbe commission, in a general

way. is unwilling to widen tbe scope
of tbe Investigation beyond tbe terms
of the submissions of tbe miners and
the operators; that in carrying on tbe

Investigationit assumes tbe coal companiescanaffordtopay fair wages; that
if the coal companies in presenting
their side of tbe case maintain they
cannot afford to give an increase in
wagesj then the commission will hear
whit the miners have to say on the
ability of the companies to do so. and
mat lr t oonaess cauaui imy mir

wages tbe employer ought to get out
of It ,
These points were brought oat during

tbe two hours consumed by the miners'
lawyers In reading documentary evidence,to the whole of which the coal
companies entered specific and general
objections. Tbe miners wanted to presentthis evidence In documentary
form, but as objection was made to it
and the objection was sustained bj
the commission with the above rulings,
the subject was not pressed. Clarence
8. Darrow and Henry D. Lloyd, representingtbe miners, said after tbe adjournmentthey were well satisfied
with the attitude of the commission,
and will fight out their case along tbe
line indicated.
Mr. Darrow and Mr. Lloyd, in (presentingdocuments bearing on tbg»relationshipbetween the coal companies

and the railroads were met by this remarkfrom Chairman Gray: "You may
submit them to us. but I do not think
xoai me commisaiou ituuiu, iieruups, kw
Into the relations between the coal carryingcompanies and the miners nnless
yon can show something more directly
bearing upon the matters we have in
controversy."
Mr. Lloyd then rend a syllabus of the

documents he had to present. He also
-snbmitted these Ave points to prove his
contention:
The ownership by certain rallrbads

of extensive mining prppertios in the
anthracite fields; that men who are directorsIn one mining company are
members of boards of directors of
other railroads and mining companies;
joint resistance of the coal carrying
railroads to the individual operators
building an Independent railroad to
carry their product at reasonable rates;
the community of Interests of the coal
carrying railroads and their mining
companies; constant acquisition of ad-
dltional unmined coal by the coal carryingrailroads.
In a discussion that followed ChairmanGray made his announcement

about a fair wage, and that If an employercannot pay fair wages he ought
to get out of the business. Mr. Lloyd
seemed to be satisfied with this view,
and In his remarks to the commission
said he would go no further.

hy the BAard of Health, mean death
from lack of proper and sufficient heat.
In other words, people are dying from
lack of coal.
Tho Board of Health calls the atten*

lion of the charitable people of the city
jto this significant fact. It is an actual
'condition, not a theory, that confronts
the citizens of Boston, and the Board's
statistics prove that people are dying
directly and indircctly from lack of
coaL

Christened by the Little Daughter
of the Governor of California.

Tfca Steamer Sltvartowa Starts For Hoa
lainat Seraa-Kaot Sp««d, LaxlugDon tho Ocean Soctloa.

San Francisco. Cal.."In memory of
John W. Mackay. I christen the Pacificcable. May it always carry messagesof happiness."
With these words Lncllle Gage, eleven'

years old, the daughter of Governor
Gage, of California, christened the
transpacific cable, and. breaking a <

bottle of champagne over the shore I
end. Inaugurated a new era in the <
commercial development of the Pacific ,
Coast. The landing and splicing of
tho bhnro Mil which in to connect the
main land with Honolulu, was acom- 1
pllsbed without bitch and was wit- ]
nesed by nearly 40,000 persons. Ideal
weather prevailed, there being scarcely
any sorf.
The steamer Newsboy, carying six

miles of cable, steamed close inshore,
and by a surf boat's crew sent a rope
to which the cable was attached
ashore. Word was sent to President
Clarence H. Mackay and the Cable and
Postal Telegraph officials that all waa
In readiness. TOe work of hauling In
the line was uone so expeditiously
that the officials arrived on the beach
only two minutes before the cable,
which touched the beach and was
christened at 9.55 a. m.
While the cable was being spliced to

the land end Mayor Schmlts delivered
a short speech, congratulating Mr.
Mackay on the successful beginning of
the work. Clarence Mackay thanked
the Mayor and those present Governor
Gage, on behalf of the State, paid a
fervent tribute to John W. Mackay.
The formal exercises closed with
cheers for the cable and all those takIngpart In Its landing.
