Tue
psalm singing branches of tbe denomination,
to whiob class the Rev. Mr. Johnson belongs,
still bold to an Inspired psalmody for use In
divine worsblp; tbat Is, their church bymoal
Is confined to a collection, in metrical version,of the Inspired hymns of tbe ancient
Hebrews as found in tbe songs of the Bible.
Moat of tbe hymn books compiled for u*e tn
Presbyterian chnrchca contain many of tbe
Bible mymns in tbe form used by tbe pnalrn
singers, and a few years ago when the Presbyterians(Sooth) proposed a union with tbe
"Seceders," as their psalm-slnglng brethren
are called in that section, they suggested tbat
the p«alter used oy me "aeceaerB oe primeu
bodily In all Presbyterlam hymn books, so
tbat each congregation could have what It
preferred Id the way of songs for tbe sanctuary.Tbe larger branches of the Presbyterian
Church admits bymns of modern compositionto their song books and use them la publloworship equally with the songs which Id
Holy Writ have come down through the
ages.
