A Vicnnese physician named Dx
Gaertner has patented an instrument
which tells exactly the rate of the
pulse while a patient is under the in-
fluence of anaesthetics, says the Lon-

The instrumen: is fastened on the
forearm of the patient, and shows on
a graduated dial the varying strength
ar weakness of the action of the beart
as affected by the narcotic. It has
been experimented with at several of
the leading hospitals in Vienna, and
excites universal admiration.

With the gid of this instrument it is
hoped that many of the deaths which
take place while the patients are ul-
der the influence of ansaesthelics may
be avoided.

Isolated Athens.

Athens, Greece, the ouly capital in
Burope which cannot Le reached by
rail, is separated by scveral hundred
‘miles from the Europenn main railway
system, of which Brindisi, Salonica
and Constantionple may be regarded
as the three southern termini. A pro-
jected line from Athens to Sualonica
will bridge the last gap in the chain.
When this is completed it will be pos-
gible to run through carriages from
* Calaig to Athens, and the Greek capital
will be brought within three days of
London. At present the quickest tran-
it is five -days, via Brindisi and Pa-
tras, which involves a sea voyage al-
most as long as that between Brindisi
and Egypt.—Chicago News,

To Build a Log Fire.

To build a successful log fire 1» o
the easlest undertaking and requires
more patlence and skill than Is usually
expended upon it.

Let the back log be the largest in the
fireplace and possibly of green wood,
as this kind takes longer to burn out,
and the dranghts and fires are strong-
est at the back.

So flagrant and widespread
hae been the spirit of lawlessness that it
has compelled the attention of the entire
newspaper press of the country. -
clares the Atlanta Conmstitution: ‘It is
astonishing to consider how far and fast
the spirit of anarchy is traveling in this
country. It ie mo longer sectiomai, if it
ever was, but is a nationally diffused crime,
and a2 growing menace to the good order
and civilized procedures of the nation at
large. It must be stopped!”

In no current events can the influence
of the saloon be traced so easily. Yet
heretofore, it is practically certain that
that influence was scarcely recognized out-
gide of the Prohibition press. The signi-
ficant feature of editomﬁ comment in the
secular Fl‘eﬁﬁ to-day is the general recog-
nition of this very thing.

Ren-
der law-breaking unpopular and law-break-
ers of every sort infamous. hen this is
done there will .be no such demonstration
as we have witnessed in county, and
no more violations that bring_terror to
communities and disgrace to States and
cities.”

“Whisky.” declares the Inter-Ocean. of
Chicago, “is playing a most conspicuous
part in the outlawry now prevalent in so
many localities.

“Excessive use of intoxicants may afford
o partial explanation of recent revolting
crimes and the shameful events following
them. If eo, then a common sense view
of the eituation involves the .closing of
galoons in every city menaced by mobs,
and the closer supervision of those dis-
posed to the reckless use of intoxicants.”

The closing of saloons in Wilmington,
Delaware, ‘““when the city was inflamed
and convulsed over lvnching,” declares the
Wisconain  State-Journal, ‘‘suggests a
theory as to the final overthrow of the
galoon system of America.

“It is only a speculation, but the men-
tal outrcaches of men great in soul have
in them something of prophecy. It is
certain that so deep-seated and pervading
a condition as the chain of 230,000 sa-
loons, cannot be wiped out withont a
convuleion that shall shake all. What-
Ever the price may be, God speed the

av.”

There is absolutely no extenuation for
these awful examples of public frenzy. but
the fact that the nation’s attention is so
geriously fixed upon them is distinetly en-
couraging. All the mobs of the year, the
countrv over, have not been sn destruc-
tive of human life. and subversive of na-
tional orger, as the legalized dramshaops
of the nation in one week's uninterrupted
dehauchery of the citizenship. '

But this fact of cheer etands out: The
nesnle have heen roused to'a point of ef:
fective action by this series of passionate
ontbreaks, und to nnexpected appreciation
of the part whirh the saloon plays in
them all.  Incvitably the canse of the
American home versus the liguor traffic
has bean advanced on the docket and bids
fair to be the next case called for a hear-
ine &t the bar of public opinion.—New
Voice.
