Each elector must vote
in the polling preciicet in which he
resides. If there is more than one
voting place in the polling preciuct,
the elector may vote at any votiug
place designated on the registration
eertificate. The Boards must designate
in the registration certificate the vot-
ing place in the polling precinct at
which the elector is to vote. If there
is more than one voting place in the
polling precinets, the Boards shall
designate on the certificate the voting
place selected by the elector.
