‘body else. Then we make a bad job
worse by trying to save our con:
sciences. We lose our temper, do in-
justice, hurt the feelings of people
who love us and whom we ought to
love and tell ourselves we were pro-
-woked beyond endaoranee or were in-
 flicting required disciptine. What we
really have done, usually, was to ip-
flict torture, to tear away some of the
delicate, invisible ligaments by which
hearts are bound together and on
which honor and reverence rest.
- Nagging is easy. Anybody can
dequire the evil art. We can pursue
and rebuke, snap and sparl, tear,
bruise and burn our way throngh life.
Though  self-control, deliberation,
pelf-sacrifice are needed to be patient,
gentle and fair, to ook on the other
side of the case, to study the condi-
tfons there. But the results are worth
‘the trouble. A householdin which
tbere has been nagging suddenly re-
lieved of it is like a throbbing wound
.suddenly cured. - It is a mournful
fact that some most. excellent, well
meaning people who tell themselves
they are doing their; duty . faithfally
leave behind them a blessed peace and
sense of freedom and comfort when
.they depart; even when they die, no
matter how the instinet- of decency
may- lead the survivors to try to hide
the unbachy fact from themselves.

To be rid of the nagging habit may
be—will be—hard, but the emancipa-
tion from it must bring results so
_ blissful, balm and rest so sweet, that
it will pay bountifally in the end.
