HIGHWAY BUILDING.

IMPROVING EARTH ROADS WITH CLAY
AND SAND.

How to Mix and Apply Them to Se-
cure the Best Results—The Use of
Road Machines In Building These
Highways.

In an interesting address delivered at
the Greenville (Mich.) good roads con-
vention Fragk F. Rogers, C. E., had
the following to say regarding the im-
provement of earth roads:

If you must always have an earth
road and cannot get gravel or stone at
a reasonable cost, put clay on the sand
and sand on the clay. When these be-
come suitably mixed, they will form a
sort of hardpan, making a very good
road surface at most seasons of the
year. Of course, the clay Is good when
hard and dry and the sand quite passa-
ble when the weather Is so wet that
nobody wants to travel, but to secure
a medium earth road, good the great-
est number of days in the year, that it
is possible to make it, this is the best
wmethod that we can prescribe.

It should be borne in mind that nel-
ther improvement i8 very good until
suitably mixed, and clay should be ap-
plied to sand in a manner to secure
that mixture as speedily as possible
and vice versa.

Decide on the width of a given road
between ditches—say twenty to twen-
ty-four feet, not much narrower and
not much wider. These are economical
widths, and the lack of uniformity in
this particular is one of the greatest
evils of our lack of system in road
buiiding all over this country. Bring
the road to a suitable crown from
twelve to eighteen Inches above the
gide gutters. This, however, will have
to be varied to meet the special needs
of drainage for the locality, and should
a large ditch be required on a narrow
road it should be entirely outside the
regular gutter, which will protect the
vehicles from the danger of tipping
over.

To prepare the bed it may have to be

plowed toward the center, but, If so,

do not disturb the old roadbed unless
absolutely necessary. After plowing,
barrow thoroughly, take a road ma-

chine and shape the whole bed to a

perfectly rounded shape and roll till

no more compacting is possible with a

raller welghing four tons or more. A

tarm roller is of little use for this pur-

After the bed is properly shaped and

rolled as described take a road ma-
chine and crowd enough earth to each
side of a central strip of such width as
it may be desirable to cover with clay
or gravel. This being done, clay should
be applied on sand to the depth of five
or six inches where no gravel is used
and to the depth of three or four inches
where a dressing of as much gravel
can be placed upon the clay. After the
clay 18 applied, it may be leveled with
a road machine if well pulverized, or,
if lumpy, it may be leveled by first
rolling to crush the lumps, then har-
rowing till emooth, but in each case it
must be rolled till hard after a smooth
gurface has been secured.

Where no gravel i8 used the clay
must be covered with from one to two
inches of sand by reversing the road
machine and crowding a little of the
surplus sand from the sides to the
center. This will prevent the roads
from becoming muddy at the first wet
spell. If a top dressing of gravel is
used, it should be applied to the thin
coat of clay immediately after rolling,

If the | &
weather 18 dry, the gravel should be
kept sprinkled during the final rolling.
When sand is used on clay, we
usually secure as good results as by
putting clay in sand, for it does not
always prevent mud when the ground
is extremely soft. A clay road should
ilways be well piked with good side
ditches, which must quickly take the
water to its nearest natural outlet,
which in turn must always be so
well kept as to take the water at once
away from the road allowance. Sand
ghould be applied to clay after the
picking s done, without forming any
depression for its reception, as has
been recommended for gravel. Sand
should never be applied at a season of
the ycar when a long dry spell I8 ex-
pected, but rather immediately before
wet fall westher and winter sets in,
so that by the next season it may be-
come sufficiently mixed with clay to
produce the condition already referred
to. The same practice should be em-
ployed when any considerable depth
of loose gravel is applied to a clay soll
with the expectation that travel will
make it hard.

‘The application of sand and gravel
o clay, as above described, can be done
in layers, giving time for the first layer
to pack before the second is applied.
It is often advisable to wailt till the
next fall before the second layer is
applied, thus giving time to watch re-
gults and use just the depth required

to secure the best effect, as well as to
economize material. After all this is
done, we have pot secured a permanent
road suited to heavy trafic, and we
shall be cbliged to look to the petter
grades of gravel and broken stone to
produce any roads that may really be
called permanent.

The Care of Earth Roads,
Earth roads should be repaired, par-
ticularly in the spring and fall of the
year, but the mistake of letting them
take care of themselves during the
balance of the year should not be
made. The greatest need of the com-
mon toad in this country is dally or
weekly care. A road receiving daily
attention will require no extenslve re-
pairs and instead of becoming worse
will gradually lmprove. It is minute
and frequent homeopathic treatment
that the earth road needs.

Hens will stay with their brood’
longer if their run is in a yard separate
from other fowls.

A flock of poultry well fed and cared
for will return their owner at least fifty
per cent more for all kinds of grain
than the miller or grain dealer will
give him.

By the liberal use of whitewash in
the spring and antnmn and the fre-
quent application of coal oil about
roosts, platforms, nests and walls, the
lodgment of lice will be prevented.
Raise chickens enough so that you
can have poultry on your table every
week in the year. Farmers might and
ou%ht to raise more of their living
ight on the farm.

Turkeys, ducks, geese and guineas
may be bhatched in the incubator and
raised in the brooder as readily as
chickens, so that in a majority of cases
it can be kept running until June.
When you build the fence of wire
net, do not add a rail at the top of the
pet. Stretch a wire if needed. The
birds soon learn to fly over the rail be-
cause they can see it plainly.

When setting hens, mark the date of
setting and of expected hatching on
each egg with a pen and ink, thus:
April 9-30. Then you do not need to
refer to any memorandum, but can tell
at a glance all about them.

Noonelikes to seem unneighborly,
but when a breeder has been at great
peins toattain excellence in his flock
it seems a little unfair that his ac-
quaintances should ask to exchaoge
efggs. or seem tothink him extortionate
if be asks more for his eggs than they
get for theirs.

Some hens seem tobe always above
the standard of the flock. They are
bright, active, happy, bealthy and
moult early and quickly. They begin
to lay before the others, and keep it up
all winter and spring. They should
be separtated and bred from exclusive-

ly.

GQOOD ROADS DEPARTMENT.

Commerce and Transportation May
Have Place In, Oabinet.

Good road enthusiasts are confident
that the bill providing for the creation:
of & new government department wilk
be passed at the coming session of con-
gress. The measure, a8 proposed and
as it will be backed by the good roads
people, provides for the establishment:
of a department of commerce and
transportation or commerce and publie
works. It is intended to establish un-
der its direction a bureau of good
roads. At present the bureau of public
road Inquiries 1s under the department
of agriculture. It Is also the Intention
to place bureaus now under the direc-
tlon of the interior and treasury de-
partments under the proposed depart-
ment of commerce.

STATE AID IN NEW YORK, | '

What It uJ Accomplishing For Rond "'\

In a recent bulletin reviewing
work of road Improvement In New: -
York state State Engineer Bond says:
The legislature appropriated $420,000
for road improvement this year, and
in the three years in which road im-
provement work has been in progress --
20 roads, having a total mileage of 45 - - .
milés, have been improved at a cost of
$867,600; that 36 roads, having a mile- .
age of 122 miles, are now undergoing
tmprovement at a cost of $773,780;
that funds have been awarded. for the
{mprovement of 8 roads having a mile-
age of 7 miles at a cost of $56,600, and
that plans have been approved by
boards of supervigors of 12 countles
for the improvement of 47 roads, hav-
ing a mileage of 134 miles, which
would impose an -expense upon the
state and the countles, if adopted, of
§1,001,443.

When all the roads already improv-
ed, those under Improvement and
those whose improvement I8 suggested
have been Improved, 106 will have
been constructed In 23 counties, cov-
ering 310 miles, at & cost of $2,289,- -
874.85, of which the state will have pald
one-half and the countles one-half.
