THE SLOCUM DISASTER.

The Bodles of 637 Victlms Recovered
Yesterday—3575 Bodles
Identified,

New York, June 20.—Seven bodies,
three of them women and three girls
and one boy, victims of the General
Slocum disaster, were picked up in East
river and Long Island sound shortly
before 9 o’clock this morning.

This makes six hundred and thirty-
geven bodies that have been recovered
up to date.

Bodies are coming in here and at
different points at every hour.

Five hundred and seventy-five of the
bodies recovered have been identified,
and nearly all of them have been bur-

jed.
Thirty funerals took plucethis morn-

ing.

Batlsfy your appetite, not your glut-
tony; satisfy your thirst, not your
eraving. .

Balt your food sufficlently, because
galt 18 an aid to digestion, br’ not
more then needed to suit the taste.

Hat less rapidly and chew your food
more. The stomach wants only well -
chewed food. The teeth were msda, o3
for that special purpose. If they are
poor or missing, seek the dentist's aid.

Avold violent exercise and severe -
mental exertion just after meal, but a
moderate exercise, as walking, will.
aid digestion.

‘Wash your hands with soap and wa-
ter before each meal, even if they do
not appear unclean. :

Brush your teeth inside snd outsida
at least once a day, and rinse your '
