CLEMSON SITUATION.

Captain Clay’s Attack on College Dis-
connted by Army Ofilicers.

Clemson College, 8. C.
July 26, 1907.
Mr, Editor:

I take pleasure in sending
herewith the report of Capt. Juliue A.
Penn, member of the General Btaff,
U. 8. Army, War Demrtmen:ni Wash-
ington, who inspected the entire mili-
tary and discipline de‘putmen!. of
Clemson Agricaltural College, April
2nd and 8rd, 1907. This report was
sent to me by the War Department
July 25th, and filed in the Department
June 13th,, after Capt. Clay had been
transferred. This report contains sat-
isfactory replies to much of the
adverse criticisms against the College
which have appeared in some of the
papers of the State during the past

several weeks,

Special attention is called to the
statement that most cordial relation-
ship existed between the president,
faculty, and commandant, and that
Capt. Clay seems to have full confi-
dence and support of faculty and stu-
dents; also, that cadets performed
their military duties with ‘‘energy
and zeal’; that the inspecting officer
recommends that Clemson College be
classed among the highest of the two
grades of the Agricultural Colleges in
the Country; that the conditions war-
rant “‘beyond any question” the de-
tail of an officer being continued.

May I ask sufficient space in the
columnsgof your pa
port as & matter of justice to Clemson
College.

Q. Is the department of m

science and tactics graded equally
with the other important branches of
instruction, and is profiency in that

diploma.

A. Yes. Profiency a requisite to
secure a diploma. -

Q. Istheofficer on duty at the college
cordially supported by the faculty in
the matter of military instruction and
discipline? Give exElicltly our rea-
sons for arriving at this conclusion.

A. Yes, most cordially. Conversa-
tion with the President and Prof. Hill.
Science and Tactlecs,

Are the students required to be
continuously in uniform, and do they
lead, as far as surrounding conditions
can reasonably be expected to permit,
a military life? In other words, are
conditions such as to impress them
constantly with & sense of being under
militarv discipline?

A, Yes., Only exceptions to full
use of uniform is when engaged in
special work in Electricity and Agri-
cultural Departments.

Q. To what extent, ifatall, is the
true military spirit developed and
nurtured?

A. General appearance and con-
duet, bearing, ete., such as to lead me
to believe that & true military spirit
prevails to a much stronger degree
than is usual in a Class B, institntion.
With what degree of zeal is
military duty performed?

A, ith energy and a proper de-
gree of zeal. .
Q. How did the appearance of the
cadets at Iipspection compare with
what you would reasonably expect in
a similar organization of regular
troopa?

A. In everything except keeping
of distances and strength due to age
and experience, the appearance was
equal. _

Q. Has the practical military in-
struction been carried out on broad
practical lines, or has * been limited
o drill?

A, This year limited to drill and
guard duty. Beason of practical work
to be given in April, May and the firat
week in June.

Q. Arethe requirements as to time
allowed the military department fully
complied with?

A. Yes, 8 hours per week for four
years for drill and parade.
military work satisfactory.
inepection in addition.

. Has the course of instruction
prescribed in Pars. 22 and 23, G. O.
101, War Dep’t, 1905, been carried out?
A. Yes, this spring (April, May
and June) further instruetion will be
given in Field Service Regulations,
Small Arms Firing Regulations and
castramentation.

Q. Is the military instruction of
such extent and thoroughness as to
qualify the average graduate for &
commission as a lieutenant of volun-
teers?

A. Without doubt more than half
would be so qualified, probably all of
the seniors could qualify.

Q. Personally interview the stu-
nents of the graduating class, reported
as having shown special aptitude for

you can ascertain the eame from suit-
able questions in the course of conver-
sation with them. Avoid giving this

GENERAL REMARKS.

The profesror of military science
and taotics receives $1,000 a year from
the College and is furnished a comfort-
able brick dwelling.

The cost of uniform is $23.00. Gray
coat and trousers $13.85. Blue coat
$7.80. Cap $1.65. A kaki uniform is
to be provided soon for summer use at
a cost of $5.20 for cap, coat and trous-
ers.

Sergt. N. B. Peterson, 1st Artillery
Band, U. B. Army, on two months
furlongh, is in charge of instruction of
the Cadet Band, and has done com-
mendable work, He is paid for his
services by the College.

The College employs an assistant to
the military instructor to help in the
paper work, keeping the discipline
recordr, ete.

Mr. Wm. C. Tucker, formerly of the
Hoaspital Corps, U. 8. Army. is 80 em-
ployed and renders most efficient ser-
vice, his knowledge of the medieal de-
partment enabling him to be of much
assistance in drilling the detachment
of eadets designated for instruction in
litter drill and first aid.

Litters have been purchased by the

College. The United Btates conld well
afford to supply the first ald gacknges,
sample pouches, etc., needed for in-

atrueation purposes, and I so recom-
mend.

The practical work witnessed in-
cluded a regimental review command-
ed by Capt. C. D. Clay, with a total
present of 30 cadet officers and 431
non-commissioned officers and privates
—two battalions of four companies
each and the cadet band. Lines were
well formed. The marching was ex-
cellent. Distances were not well kept,
but each company maintained a very

ing officer. National and State colors
were carried. Previous to the review,
the ceremony of escort to the colors
was correctly performed. Following
the review was a formal inspection.
Uniforms were clean and neat. Blue
blouses and gray trousers were worn,
The gray blouse is-used as a fatigue
uniform, I observed mno shabbily
dreased cadets. The Springfield Cadet
Rifles, black leather belts, bayonet

scabbardes and McKeever ca dEe
boxes, were In clean condition. The
rifles and brasses notably so. A few

cadet officers were without swords, but
more swords are to be secured.

After the inspection, the two battal-
jons were in turn drilled by the two
cadet majors commandlng.

The first battallon to drill (Compa-
nies E, F, G and H), Cadet Major Hey-
ward commanding, executed the usual
close order battalion movements, not
including platoon movements. The
commands, execution and marching
were good. Distances not well kept.
The manual good but somewhat rag-

ed,

The exiended order drill given later
in the day included merely the normal
attack formation, advancing from a
position 1100 yards from the objective.
The advance was made as prescribed.
No alternate rushes were made.

drill in extended order was to be given
during April and May and at the en-
campment in June,

The close order drill of this battalion
was followed by a few minutes com-
pany drill which was satisfactorily
and creditably done.

The other battalion (Companies A,
B, C and D), Cadet Major Sloan com-
manding, drilled in close order in
equally satisfactory manner, and in-
cluded the firings, volleys were good.
The company drill in close order was
well done. The manual was & bit rag-

This battalion also had the same
drill in extended order as the other
battalion—simply the normal attack
formation—which was carried on as
prescribed.

At 5.30 p. m. the detachment of the
Hospital Corps—25 privates belonging
to the SBenior class—were given the lit-
ter and bearer drill.
