While the people are trylog Lo adjust to Lhe
width of a balr credit for the public appropri-
ations for the Third District, and the appro-
priation for Abbevilie especlally, the men
who dld this good work are looklng on com-
piaceutly.

the members offbat body. Mr. Tlllman did
not influence the Legislatare, but he did im-
press upon the minds of some of us, the idea
hat a Senator for ko short & term could do
no gond for his constituents and that & wood-
en Indian would serve us just us well asany
one whom the Legislature might elect. IL
was the duty or right of the people 1o elect &
Senator, go THlman eald.

In the face of Tiliman's dellverance, no
body expected anything of the Senalor who
might be seot to Washlngtou for 8o short &
time. Some of us lo this town tbonght tbat
the oply good to be derived from Senmalor
Gary's election would be the handeome sal-
ary which be wonid receive in Washlogtoo
and spend in Abbeville.

['tavor giving & Post Office bullding to Abbe-
ville. Another member of the committiee
anid eomething 1lke this In reply to Mr, Gary:

DEATH OF DR. WILLIAM T. PENNEY.

On last Bunday afternoon about 6 o'clock,
just as the quiet Sabbath day was belog fold-
‘®d to rest the epirit of Dr. Wililam T. Penney
took ita everlasting flight ioto Lhe greal be-
yond, to Lhe beautlral elty of many man-
glons, the beantiful home of the soul.

The deceased has been In decllulng health
for a long time, but !n his last iliness of only
& few days the beat medlcal skill, and kind
and gentle nureing, could not 8tay the hand
of the “Reaper"” who claimed him asa Lrophy
won from earth.

Dr. Penney came to Abbeville, Ootober 8rd,
1838, and In 1860 entered Lthe war belween the
States o company commanded by Capl.
Moses T. Owen, Which company did actlive
gervice for a while on the coast near Churles-
ton, but later on was trapaferred to the army
of Northern Virginla, where they were en-
gaged In actlve service untll Lee’'s surrender.
He was In the cavalry branch of the service
and was a brave and fearless soldler, always
ready for duly whether In the front, oo Lbe
pleket line, or in the camp. Asa soldler his
record !s untaroished.

After the bloody strife and dim of war was
over he with a few others of his company re-
turned home Where he enz:ged In the drog
business In 1565, and continoed in buslness 87
aml-s. retiring August 1602, on aocount of 1il
ealth.

As a business man he had the esteem, and
confidence of every ope. There none
more widely known—more popular or more
rellable than he. We have often heard it
sald, “when you get a prescription filled at
Billy Penney’s drug store, you can resi as-
sured it 1s all right,” for he never substitotes
one medicine for anotber,

He was honest and truthfal ip all bis deal-
|ngs and was the very foul of bonor.

On December 13, 1839, be was married to
Miss Mary Ehiliito, davghter of Mr, James
Shiilito, to thls unlon were born four chil-
dren, two sons and two daugblers, two of
whom servive bim, namely, Mrs. J. L. Per-
rin and Mr. George Penuey of thig olty.
Asacitizen be was always ready lo lake
part in anything that tended to bullt up the
city and be of Interest to ber people,

As s friend he was as true as steel, he had a
Eind heart and was of & sympathetic natuore,
and stood with & ready and willing hand to
help those in need and Lo minlster to their
wapts by day or night. In manner, he was
gentle, soclable and aflable, polite and pleas.
ant to all,

As a husband and father he was faithful,
affectionate, kind snd induigent, ever look-
ing to the pleasureand happiness of his fam-
