His enemies are ihcessant, It is im-
poesible for him, if he is conscientious,
to keep the affection of his friends. I
looked forward to theelose of my term
as a happy releace from care. But 1
am not sure that I wasn’t more un-
happy out of office than in. A lerm in
the Presidency accustome a man to
great duties. He gets used to handling
tremendous enterprises, to organising
forces that may affect at once and di-
rectly the welfare of the world. After
the long exercise of power the ordinary
affais of life seem petty and common-
dlace. An Ex-President practicing

aw or going into business is like a
locomotive hauling a delivery wagon.
He has lost his sense of proportion.
The concerns of other people and even
his own affairs seem too small to be
worth bolherin§ about. I thought I
was glad when Mr McKinley came to
Washington to be inaugurated, and I
took a drink of rye whiskey with him
in the White Houee and shook hands
with him and pnt my hat on my head
and walked out a private citizen, But
I mies the strain, the spur of constant
thinking, the consciousnes of power,
the knowledge that I was acting for

The attention of the publie is called
to the Act of the recent Legislature,
approved the 24th day of Kebruary,
1908, which reads as follows :

AN Acr to Provide for the Re-Enroll-
ment and Registration of the Qual-
fied Electors of this State During
the Year 1908, and to Provide Com-

ensation for the BSupervisors of
egistration. )

Section 1. Be it enacted by the Gen-
eral Assembly of the Btate of ‘South
Carolina, That the Supervisors of Reg-
istration in each County of the Blale
are required to re-enroll all the quali-
fied electors in this State during the
year 1908, ’

See. 2. That the same time the said
Supervisors shall register all persone
who may make application therefor
and who may be entitled thereto.

Sec. 3. That for the purpose of
such enrollment and registration the
said SBupervisor shall keep the books of
registration open at the several count
~eats every day (Sundays excepted),
between the hours of nine a, m. and

Sec. 4. That for the purpoee of said
re-enrollment the Secretary of State
shall furnish the Supervisors of Regis-
tration with all the necessary books,
and the sum of five hundred dollars
shall be appropriated for supplying
said books. .

Bec. 5. That the Supervisors of Reg-
istration shall each receive for their
services, during the year 1908, the sum
of two hundred dollars, to be paid b?
the State quarterly, as other State of-
ficers are paid: except in the Counties
of Anderson, Charleston, Greenville,
Sumter, Orangeburg, Richland, where
they shall each receive two hundred
and fifty dollars for the year 1908: Pro-
vided, That in Spartanburg County
they shall receive this year three hun-
dred dollars, to be paid as above pro-
vided; that, after the year 1908, the
Supervisors of Registration ehall each
receive fifty dollars per anuum in off
years and one hundred dollars in gen-
eral election years: except in the
above named Counties, where they
shall each receive seveuly-five dollars
per annum in off years, aud in general
election years they rhall receive two
hundred dollars each per annum, in-
cluding the County of Spartanburg.
Bee, 6. All Acts or parts of Acts in-
consistent with this Act Le, and the
same are hereby, repealed.
