CALLS FOR WORK OF EXPERT

City Once Properly Laid Out, Resi-
dents May Be Trusted to Develop

and Beautify It.

A movement of the first importance
and of great proportions is taking
place among American cities, which,
while it has not attracted any very
marked degree of attention on the
Tinrt nf thfi eeneral nublic, is yet one

which will have lasting consequences
of the most beneficial character,
writes author of "Ameiican City
Planning," "Modern City Planning
and Maintenance."

This movement, the replanning of
cities, has only begun to take shape
in this country in the last few years,
but already great progress has been
made, and plans of the most elaborate
and magnificent character have been
proposed.
The subject is one of such impor-

tance in the social, asthetic and prac-
tical betterment of cities that it is of

vital interest not only to the city ad-
ministrator, the engineer and the arch-
itect, but also to every citizen who

has the advancement of his city's wel-
fare at heart.
The work of the expert Is to super-

vise the whole undertaking, to con-

ceive the design and develop the plan;
to d'rect the work of the engineering
staff and that of the office as well. He
is the directing head of the whole un-

dertaking, and working in harmony
with the commission, should have a

free hand to develop the best possible
plan. In cases where more than one

solution of the problem of the city's
replanning is practicable, he should
submit tentative plans for the fur-
ther consideration of the commission
and the public.
When the work of the expert has

been completed a public exhibition
ahould be held of the drawings and
the plans and they should be subject-
ed to the criticism of the public at
large and discussed in public meet-
ings and in the press.
The commission should then decide

upon the plan to be adopted and the
work then should be actually under-
taken.

SAVE MONEY FOR TAXPAYERS
English Cities Draw Revenue From

Exploitation of Municipal Proper-
ty or Some Points of Interest.

Norwich, Eng., has converted the
Norman keep of her castle into one

of the finest museums in the country,
and makes it minister in a small way
to her rates; while the famous and
beautiful Valley Bridge at Scarborough
yieJds a yearly profit of about $10,000
to the corporation for various town
purposes. For a whole century Ply-
mouth has been owner of her Thea-
**>1 ^oyal, ever since its foundation-
s'. was laid by Mayor Lockyer in
1811, and its lease reduces the rates
by considerably over $5,000 a year.
The ratepayers of Birkenhead owe

much relief to the famous ferry across

the Mersey to Liverpool. It owns a

fleet of many steamers, wmcn, as car-

riers of goods and passengers, con-

tribute, it is said, something like $60,-
000 a year to the municipal exchequer;
the contribution to the rates during
the last half-century falling little short
of half a million pounds. Liverpool
makes from $15,000 to $20,000 by the
annual exhibition of pictures in the
Walker Art gallery. Already it !s
claimed that more than $5,000,000 has
gone to the city funds from this source

alone. In addition to the'profits made
in other directions, such as electric-
ity works and the manufacture of con-

crete slabs for paving purposes. « In
fact, Liverpool is credited with mak-
ing well over $500,000 a year by its
various enterprises.

Physical City Conferences.
Mankind is every day becoming

more cosmopolitan, and perhaps a sig-
nificant indication of this is to be
seen in the number of congresses, both
national and international, that have

recently been held. In connection
with town planning and its allied sub-
jects there have been held this year
an international town planning con-

gress at Ghent, an international road
congress, an international housing
congress, and an international con-

nnohUoAto OTlH IT) dfHtlnTl.
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Important congresses on housing and
town planning both in London and
several provincial towns held under
the auspices of the National Housing
Reform council, an Important congress
in town planning held under the aus-

pices of the engineers at Norwich, and
also a sanitary congress. This nation-
al and International handshaking ig
certainly of the utmost value in co-

ordinating the work of experts.

Ideal Houses for Poorer Classes.
In Huddersfield, England, the bor-

ougn council has decided to erect 357
houses for the laboring classes. These
houses will be erected in different lo-
calities, easy of access, and in dis-

tricts where good light and air as well
as good sanitary conditions can be

had. .

BIG FLEET OF DIRIGIBLES
German Inventor Would Carry 300

Passengers Across the Atlantic
. In Sixty Hours.

Vienna..The German airship in-
ventor, A. Boerner, is here trying to
raise capital to finance a line of trans-
atlantic dirigibles each capable of car-

rying 300 passengers and of crossing
the Atlantic in 50 hours.
French experts state that the new

airship certainly is the most practica-
ble yet designed for long voyages. The
Inventor says it will bring Vienna with-
in 60 hours of New York. The ships
are to be as luxurious as the Impera-
tor, with a length of 800 feet and a

width of 80. There are to be 300 cab-
ins, dining and smoking rooms, a

promenade deck, kitchens and electric
lights. Built In a semi-rigid car run-

ning the entire length of the ship will
be 34 motors of 150 to 200 horse power
each, so arranged that no ballast will
be carried.
Engine breakdown or explosion will

be theoretically impossible. Three
separate gasbags in a single envelope
will lift the ship. The ship will be able
to make a nonstop flight of 4,000 miles
at an average of 68 miles hourly, land-
ing without external aid.

It can descend on the water, along
the top of which It can travel 35
mileB hourly with no danger of a
wreck.
Boerner is trying to raise sufficient

money to build six ships requiring $5,-
000,000.

Pottsville, Pa..The State police are

investigating a queer hold-up reported
to them by the school authorities.
James Wentzel, a thirteen-year-old

The men caught Wentzel eavesdrop-

ping and bound and gagged him,leav-
ing him, as they supposed, helpless.
Although unable to break the thongs,
Wentzel was able to roll himself out
of the stable, and then he allowed him-
self to roll down the steep Race street
hill.

feet, and in this bound-and-gagged con-
dition Wentzel was able to shuffle
along, and presented himself to his
teacher, Miss Mae Snyder, in the Jack-
son street building.

Baltimore Publication of 1773 Says

General Has 20,000 Acres
for Lease.

Johnetta, Pa..In searching among
old books and newspapers which had
come into his possession, I. E. Allen
of this place found a copy of the first
edition of the Maryland Journal and
Baltimore Advertiser, dated August
26, 1773. The paper, yellow with age,
contains an advertisement inserted
by George "Washington. The adver-
tisement states that George Washing-
ton has obtained patent to 20.000 acres
of land along the Ohio and Kanawha
rivers and he offers to lease the land
at "reasonable rates." Thomas
I3rereton, a broker, advertises that he
wishes to purchase a "negro girl about
twelve years old."

The Charleston Navy Yard.
The roll of civilians employed at

the Charleston navv yard at present
numbers 822 men, and slightly over
$2,100 is paid out to them every day.
With the starting up of the clothing
factory in the near few weeks ' the
civilian force w'll be increased fully
75 people, which will increase the roll
to 897. Up to a year ago the num-
ber of people employed at the navy
yard averaged 500, showing that the
enrollment now is not far from dou-
ble of what it was a year ago. The
highest number of civilians ever em-

ployed at the navy yard was 915, but
th« fact that less than this numher
are now employed doe snot signify
that less work is be'ng done. The
"weeding out" of "dead timber," it
is stated, is responsible foT a smaller
force now employed than at the time
when the roll numbered 915.

Delay Railroad Wohk.
Florence..Work on the new rail-

road ha sbeen delayed for several
days,' dueto lack of material and other
causes. The gap between Florence
and Poston has not yet been filled.
The piers are about ready for the
bridges across the Atlahtic Coast
Line road at the transfer yard, but
the long spans of steel bridge have
not yet been put in place, and it will
probably be as late as February be-
fore this work is done.

Want Expert Over Schools. ;

Pointing out that an effective and
responsible school administration
must be taken out of politics, W. H.
Hand, state high school inspector,
ha saddressed a communication to
the public, advocating that the office
of state superintendent of education
betaken from politics. He declares
that the superintendent should be
elected by the state noard of educa-
tion. \

To Increase Tax.
Spartanburg..To increase the tax

levey for Spartanburg county one-half
mill in order to have an additional
$9,000 with which to better improve
the county roads; a plea for the ap-
propriation of $6,000 to be devoted to
the erection and maintenance of a hos-
pital in Spartanburg for the especial
treatment of pellagrins and a petition
from J. West Harris that legislation
be enacted wheTeby the county might
acquire the Magnolia street school
property, were some of the matters
presented at the meeting.

To Plant Tobacco.
Camden..John T. Mackey, banker

and planter, issued a call for all far-
mers in Kershaw county interested
in the planting of tobacco to meet in
Camden, and as a result there is a
certainty of 136 acres being planted
this year, with a possibility of the
acreage being increased to 150 or 175
acres. Among those contemplating
planting tobacco are the most promi-
nent farmers of the county and the
average acreage of each experimental
crop will be about five acres. It is
believed it will prove successful.

Big Lumber Plant.
Fort Mill..The Fort Mill Lumber

company has about completed its
building its building which is to con-
tain a complete wood working outfit,
and the machinery will be installed
at an early date. This will be a val-
uable addition to the industries of
Fort Mill, as for a number of years
past all finished building material lias
been shipped from other points. Un-
der the management of J. J. liailes,
this concern lias built up a very large
business in Fort Mill and the sur-
rounding territory.
