Horace Uses Shotgun and Fires in

Father’s Face After Heated " Dis- |,

pute in Which Father is Said to
Have Abused Wife.

J. S. Cresswell, better known as
Joe Pitt Cresswell, was shot &nd
killed by his 17-year-old son Horace,
at his home about three miles west

‘ of Troy Thursday afternoon. Details
of the tragedy have been hard to get,
but the story of the killing, as re-
ported here, is to the effect that H_or-
ace and his brothers were preparing
1o leave home with a bale of cotton
for the market, when a dispute arose
as to whether it should be hauled to
McCormick or Troy. The father,
the reports state, wanted the bale
sold at one place and the boy and
his mother at another. This led to
a heated discussion when the elder
Cresswell is said to have abused his
wife. The scn interceded in behalf
of his mother, and the shooting fol:
Jqwed. The weapon used was a shot-
gun. Cresswell was shot in the fuge
and died instantly.

. Mr. Cresswall was about 55 years
«of age and had }wed in the Troy sec-
tion all his life. He farmed and con-
ducted a blacksmith shop near his
home. His wife was Miss Fannie
Tolbert. .

Gross revenue, August 1916, $6,-
498,711, an increase as compared
'with 1915 of $1,099,001 or 20.36
per cent, and as compared with 1914
of $641,892 or 10.96 per cent.
Operating expenses, taxes and un-
collectible railway revenue, August
1916 $4,661,608, an increas as com-
jpared with 1916 of $685,304 or 14.-
76 per cent and a decrease as com-
pared with 1914 of $149,650 or 3.18
per cent.

Corresponding results for the two
imonths’ periods are ag follows:
Gross revenue, this year $11,978,-
186, an increase as compared with
1915 of $1,280,920 or 11.97 per cent,
and as compared with 1914 of $258,-
935 or 2.11 per cent.

Operating expenses, taxes and un-
collectible railway revenues this year
$8,761,155, an increase as compared
with 1915 of $850,2561 or 10.76 per
cent, and a decrease as compared
with 1914 of $595,669. or 6.37 per
cent.
