A great crowd thronged the
room, eager and anxious to sCe thme pri-
sonier, andl to hecar the trial. Hie himaself
appeared firm aind co1 llected. Nothing in
his manner or :app..urancue idicated guilt:

the clerk-" Are you guilty ?" he answer-
ed with an unfaultering t ngue, and with
a countenance perfectly unciangd,-
"Not guilty !"
The counsel for the prosecution now
