The Governor descrves the aporobation of
ur people, for presenting this question to the
hole country, in its true light, and in this for-
il manner recommending the Legisinture to
sindiente the sincerity of Georgia, and her pled-
es to the world in reference to the contingen-
ies contemplated in the fourth Resclution of
he Convention of 1850. Her position, her aims
nd purposes, are set forth with clearness and
recision, and the Legislature owes it to the
State, and the sister States of the Confederacy,
o tuke the action suggested by the message, for
the call of another Convention, should the
course of Congress,in the cases contemplated,
make it necessary.

We would have been better pleased wilh that
portion of the message, had it indulged less in
anxious deprecation of the consequences that
might ensue in case Georgia took the decisive
and irrevocable step of calling a convention
\with a view to “disruption.” We should “do
vur duty and leave the consequences to God.”
T.eave it to the North to feel that the rejection
of Kansas, on account of a pro-slavery Consti-
tu‘ion, wounld be a * fearful ultimatum,” but let
not our people be taught to consider that the
refnsal to stay in a Union that had become thus
desecrated and valucless is 8™ fearful step.” To
fear a position is the initintory movement to-
ward shrinking from it. Long since Wm. H.
Seward declared the conviction, that the Union
was stronger than the institution of slavery.
When, therefore, he and his coadjutors are
moving Heaven and carth to bring about a con-
tingency, which must compel Georgis, in con-
formity with her declared purpose, to disprove
the truth of this insulting boast, let us not cast
abont to devise other means than the adoption
of the « last resort,” for the vindication of Geor-
gia’s honor and consistency. As we read the
language of her convention, we understand her
to declare that such Congressional action as is
contemplated in the fourth resolution, would
drive her to the last resort. To temporize afler
that, and seek grounds for comprowising with
indignity, would be tantamount to indorsing the
declaration, that the Union is stronger than the
institntion of slavery.

If Kunsas be rejected from the Union, on ac-
count of her desire to come in as a slave-hold-
ing State, Georgia should go out of the Union.
And so should every Southern State, who feels
like her, that such congressional naction would
be a declaration by the freesoil States, that Uni-
on with slave-holding States, was contamination
and dishonor. Where would be the pride of a
Southern State, if it could consent to remain
ane day in association with them under such an-
insult.. The Union is not a boon to be prized
at such a price. It is not elnimed by the South
as a boon, at any price, from the hands of her
Northern confederates, It is an association of
sovereign States, on equal terms, conferring as
wuch honor and benefit at least, on the North,
as on the South. The moment the Northern
States, by combined action in_the rejection of
Knnsas, virtually declare that a Union with slave-
holding States is at a sacrifice of conscience and
moralily on their part, the South should be rea.
dy to cut loose the bond that uniles them. It
is « bond of consent, of equality, and of frater-
nity. When it ceases to be that, it should cense
to exist. -

Whether a provision for the call of a Conven-
tion wonld be considered by the North in the
light of n threat or not, should be a matter of
supreme indifference to Georgia. She should
shape her course with sole reference to what she
cousiders due to herself and her Southern sis-
ters. The Northern people ean think upon it
and net in reference to it to suit their own views
of propricty. That coneerns them more than
us,

From this it follows: that the South paysto the
support of the Government three or four times as
much ar the North, while it receives in disbursements
less than half of what the North receives; and that
the North receives thres or four times as much as it
payr. The burden of the Government therefore fulls
not partly but exclusively upon the Sonth, the North
not only enjoying the benefits of the Government, but
heing & clear gainer, pecuniarily, to more than three
times the amount it pays.

If these facts are correct, and they stand uncontradic-
ted in newspapers of the highestauthority in the conntry
there was never ug:u eartha huger swindling concern
than the Federal Government.

We invite the attention to these figures of the voci-
ferous Uniun praicers in South Carolina.

Tue Raiwroap Massacre—Advices of Sal-
urday announce the arrival of the train bringing
the bodies of the dead and wounded by the late
accident on the Pacific Railroad, Thursday last.

The whole nnmber of wounded
has not been estimated, bat it is not less than
fifty. Scarcely a man on the train escaped in-
jury, and large numbers now suffering from
wevere wounds and contusions, Lroken limbs,
&ec., are arriving conslantly.

Cusseta Chambers
County Alndamn, on the Gth of Sepiember, 1835,
DERYL HART, who was born in El.réeﬁeld Distriet
S, C. on the Yth of March, 1789. He was married to
Miss Jane Pitts in 1815 with whom he lived in great
harmony, and rised one daughter and eight sons.
He was baptized at Little Stephien’s Church, by Elder
Snmuel Worthington in August 1832, his wife having
made & profession of religion some years previons. In
1825 soon after moving to this State, he joined in the
constitution of Bethesada Baptist Chuarch, of which
lie remained n member in full fellowship up o the
time of his death,

Though a very examplary member, yet for some
years he was yuite timid, and backward about en-
gaging in family and public prayer, butas he grew
stronger in faith he manifested more zenl and interest
in his Heav:nly Father's Cause, and took up his cruss
with a gond degree of cheerfnlness, engaging in fami-
ly worship. and joining his brethren in proyer meetings
and other religziousduties, For several years previous
to his denth he was rendy 10 talk on religions experi-
ence, and other kindred suhjects whenever an oppor-
tunity occurred, clearly manifesting that his 1ﬂ;m
grew brighter and brighter, as age and infirmity in-
crensed. His Iast illpess was of several weeks dura-
tion, n large portion of which time he suffered extrems-
ly, yet he bore it with christian fortitude. When
conversed with about his prospects beyond the grave
he said he was a sinner saved by grace, and his hope
in Clirist was firm to thi last.

Severnl days before he died, he called his fumily
together; all of his children heing present but one,
and gave the instruetions about the disposition of his
property &e.  He also especially eharged and exhorted
them ail to meet him in Heaven, particularly did he
