II. No one liablo to duty in tho Confederate
Fervice, unless he be exempted from said service
under, the providions of the Ezomption Act of
Oonirress, shall be eligible to said offices.

III. Tho oificc:\r in command of regiment: at
the timo Huid olee .ions are held, are required to
make returns thereof to this office- immediately
tbcrearter.
IV. Thc commandingofiioers of companies and

regiments' are hereby required, immediately after
said elections bava been held, tc make returns of
?the rolls of the companies promptly to this office,
in pursuance of tho provisions of the fifth and
sixth sections of i'uid Act, herewith published;
ami for default in making said returns, thc penal-
tie." therein imposed will bc strictly enforced.
Vi Tho commat.'ding officers of regiments are

hereby charged with tho prompt exocution of this
order on thc juibli';ntion thereof.

once in every two months.
