Enrly Maturing Hogs,

Young pork is always best as well
aslthe most cheaply produced. TUn-
less the animal is wanted as a breeder
it is-not usually kept until a year old.
The breeds that mature early will
make more pork at less cost at six to
eight months old than those that keép
on growing two or three years and at-
tain very heavy weights. But it is
still better to keep a breeding sow of
some of the coarse, large-boned hogs
and then grow litters of pigs from her
when mated with some of the smz%i
breeds that mature earliest. The half
breeds will make more pork than will
the thoroughbreds.

Whater Horses Frequently.

It is not natural for the horse to go
long without a drink of water. His
stomach is small and caonot hold &
water supply for a long time. Water-
ing morning, noon and night when at
work insummer time is none too often.
If the work is very heavy two table-
spoonfuls of oat meal stirred in the
pail will make the horse * ‘nk better,
and will also prevent so mnch cold
water from injuring his stomach. It
is a mistake to suppose that a Lorse or
any other domestic animal prefers to
drink water only a few degrees above
the freezing temperature. If it is
lukewarm the horse will drink more
freely and the water will be less apt
to injure him,

0il Meal for Fattening Hogs,

One of the Dbest variations of the
all-corn diet for fattening hogs is some
oid process linseed meal, or if this
cannot be procured, nse cottonseed
meal with some oatmeal nobt Dbolted.
All the linseed and cottonseed meals
contain some oil, and to {his extent
are laxative. But all the cottonseed
meal made now has theoilso saneezed
out of it that it is unsale to feed it to
young pigs, and it can only be fed to
old-Logs in very small quantities, and
then not very safely. It will need
Buat these
should be given any way when corn is
fed to hogs, as the stareh of corn is
hard to digest. Besides the oil the
oil meal contains some nitrogenous
nutrition which makes the feed a bet-
ter balanced ration.

Spraying Potatoes for Blight.

The past season has thoroughly de-
monstrated the value of the bordeaux
mixture for blight on potatoes, and it
hias quite us thoroughly shown that
the use of paris green andlondon pur-
ple, alone or mixed with land plaster,
has no good effect. =~ Potato growers
should bear this fact in mind next
season aud nse the bordeanx mixture
freely, not only on potato vines, but
other vegetables and fruit trees where
folinge diseaxes of any kind appear.
Without question it is one of the most
valuable implemeuts for nuze on the
farm, and the bordeanx mixture can
be ensily and cheaply made at home.
So there seems to be no reason why
the blighted, scabby potatoes that
have been put on the market for the
past two years should not be replaced
by the fair, smooth specimens of the
days when scab and blight were prac-
tieally nuknown, or at least not for-
midable. ’

Straining Milk,

There are some points about strain-"

ing milk thatave not generally thought
of,and therefore the mili is not wholly
cleared of its bacterin. In the first
place it is important that the milk
should be put throngh the strainer
and set where its cream is fo rise as
soon as possible after it comes from
the cow. It often accumulafes Dbae-
teria very rapidly if left in stubles ex-
posed to foul oders, Besides, if left
long some of the cream will rise and
will be so mixed with the milk that
what does not cling to the strainer
cloth or wire will not rise as cream
again, The strainar shoull be thor-
oughly wasied by dipping it first in
cold water and moving it rapidly
through both ways, so that Dbacteria
will not “adhere to the underside, as
they are apt to do il the rinsing water
is merely poured on the strainer from
above. Then repeat this process with
water pretty near sealding heat. Tn
that way if there are any bacteria on
the strainer they will be killed.
Mulching Strawberries,
The plants should be covered with
some coarse material just before the
sverest weather comes ou in the fall,
Tt may beapplied before the ground
freezes or after it is frozen solid. If
covered before, the mulch should be
dropped off at the ends of the rows
and carried onto the bed with forks.
After the ground is frozen, yon cau
drive anywhere, depositing the ma-
terial where mostconvenient tospread.
The entire surface shonld he covered
just deep enough to entirely hids the
plant.  Wken applied the straw will
be about three inches deep. Tnins
and snow will eanse it to pack down
to an inch. Strawberries  will not
smother, no matter how deep the cov-
ering, it it is not applied too early in
the fall or left on too late in the
spring. Remove the covering and
pnt it in the paths between the rows
about May J, or as #oon as grow'h
stavts. Just befure the berries Legin
to ripen, go throngh the fields and
pull &ll weeds and place the straw
carefully about the plants so as fo
cover all the surface not oceupied by
the plants.—Orange Judd Farmer.

Advantages of Full Plowing.,

Nearly every farmer who lhas been
caring for the farm for a series of
vears will have seen the Dbenefits of
fall plowing in many ways while run-
ning the farm. There may be some
soils where the benefits ave not seen
so plaiuly as upon others, but nearly
all sorts are in some wayimproved by
being worked in the fall. If the soil
is stiff and clayvey, nothing seems to
improve 1t so mueh as fall plowing.
Let fell plowing be practised each
season for a sevies of years, aunda
finer and more mellow soil will snrely
follow. Ifa good dressing of light,
strawy manure, such as horse stable
dressing, ean be applied, spread broad-
cast upon the soil andiplowed under,
somuch the better. But if the farmer
has not the dressing, plowing alone
will help to improve the soil surely.

By turning up the soil late 'in the
fall the action of the frost will serve
to render it finer in texture. -

Treezing and thawing are among
the great agencies in preparing the
suil for better production. Stiff cluy
soil is a poor soil for plants todo good
werk in, even if it be made rich with
dressing; the roots cannot penetrate a
hard soil and poor crops are the re-
svlt. Every fnrmer who has had a
piactienl knowlelge by treating such
soils cannot fail to see this, and they
mnst work with this point in view if
they hope to suceeed, that a gradual
deepening of suech soil bx ditching and
fall plowing are the ver) best methods
to apply. Nosoil can produee even
fair crops while if is in a cold and hard

state. Then let us devote our atten-
tion to making an improvement. We
must work to render the soil fine, and
to take the surplus water from it by
ditchihg and plowing. Let freozing
and thawing come in to help us.
Nothing can be cheaper than this in
the farm economy. :

We have treated soils such as have
been mentioned above many times,
and thesze methods have proved satis-
factory in every case. We hope that
all farmers who may have. such soils
to work will try this mode of treat-
ment and report results.—A. I,
Faught in American Cultivator,

Feeding Hozs in Fields.

The feeding of Logs in the field ie
becoming more in practice every
year.

Putting them in pens oun a floor will
no doubt have a tendency to put flesh
on more rapidly, as it deprives the
Liogs of exercise, which is necessary to
good bealth and better pork. Then,
pen feeding requires more labor in
taking everything fo the pen to feed
besides the daily cleaning.

More manure is wasted around a
hog pen than any other place. Owing
to its offensivencss and being filled
with corn cobs, which makes it tron-
blesome to handle, it is left to lie right

Fwhere it is fhrown out of .the pen.

While this manure is of the best,I be-
lieve there is the least attention paid
to saving it of nuy manure we have,

When hogs are fed in the field all

this good manure is saved with the
least trouble. Thereis no drawing
out and spreading, as the liogs have
done this work better than it can be
done by hand. While you may add a
few more pounds on the hog with the
same amount of grain by pen feeding,
this will' be more than overcome by
the saving of mannreand the decreased
amount of labor required.
I don't believe in having a lot on
purpose to feed in aud keep it for
such, year after year, with nothing
else in it. 'This would be an entire
waste of manure, Every farmer should
have some small fields and change
them for feeding purposes. Where
hogs were fed last year should be put
into some crop this year,

They may be fed with profit on a
clover sod that you intend to plow for
corn next year. Do this feeding on
the poor places af the field, and make
them as rich as the richest places, If
vou bave a few hogs, an . old . wagon
can be loaded and driven where you
wish to feed, changing places each
lond. If you haven't the old wagon,
a store box set up high enongh so that
the hogs won't get into it will do. If
you have a larsenumber of hogs, a
portable corn erib can be Duilt on
ranners and drawn  with o team any-
where you wish. We bhavo one of this
kind that holds about = hundred bash-
els, made of rough boards, Our man
made it in a couple of hours. It is
jnst a large bos, made strong enough
to hold a hundred busheis, with no
roof over it. One end is made to take
out, so you can use a scoop from the
start when you commence feeding.
Then the end ecan be placed back
again,

But how about the water in those
fields with so many hogs? Yes, they
must have water, and.all ihey want of
it, and water that is fresh and eclean.
Well, we fill barrels and draw them
out {0 tham an a atana hoat. enoneh

at one part ol salt and three vl wsues,
and cover it over to keep the rain out.
Yon will be surprised at the amount
ihey will eat. It keeps theminhealthy
condition.

If the weather is hot, some kind of
place should be fixed to shelter the
hogs from the sun. Cheap affnirs of
some kind that will sugzest themselves
to the farmer ean easily be arranged.

HEAT FROM ELECTRIC LiGHT.

Incandescent Lamp Can Set Inflamable Fab-
rics Ablaze Quickly.

Perhaps it is not generall knowan
that the ineandescent eicctric lamp Is
essentinlly a deviee which transforms
clectricity Into light, but mostly into
lieat, says the New York Press. As is
well known, the ecarbon filament of the
lamp is a sibstance offering great re-
sistance to the passage of the current,
and the product of this reslstence is
lieht and heat. It is an instance of
the translation of one form of energy
into another. The light thus produced
is, after all, only a small percentage of
the enerzy manifested—some 5 or 6
per cent at the most,

The fact 1s important, bearving In
mind a common notion that the elee-
trie ineandescent lamp is free from the
heat rays. 1t is true that the lamp,
wiien working, is not comparable with
a flame of naked light, but at the same
time the. heat evolved is such as may
lead to ignition., 'This point is deserv-

ing of emphasis, beeause the ineandes-
cent electrie lamp is used for pur-

poses of Illumination in shops with-
out regard to the poss[hlllry—-—even
probability—of fancy goods which hap-
pen to be contiguous heing fired.

Indeed, so firm is the idea that the
incandescent electrie lamp is free from
heat that it is frequently to be found
huried in a mass of easlly Ignited and
highly inflammable materlal. This is
n mistake, and care should be exer-
cised with the clectrle lamp In Its ap-
plicatlon im this connection. But, of
course, the risk I8 not so great as
where naked lights are employed. It
has been found by experiment that. on
immersing a  sixteen-eandle-power
lamnp {100 volts pressure) in a half pint
of water, the water Dboils within an
honr, ard iu proportonately less time
when a thirty-two-candle-power lamp
is substituted. :
