Cow Peas.

This is another valuable vegetable much
cultivated at the South; they are generally
planted among the corn, the third, and some-
times the last plonghing of the corn ; yield-
ing abundantly, they form an important food
for stock of all kinds. 1t js usual to gather
fa many as convenlent, and then put the
stoek into the fields to feed on what remains,

Sometimes the Cow Pea is planted by it-
welf, when its yield is very great, butitis
most commonly planted amony the eorn, as
sufficient is easily made in this way and with
but little labor. When planted to thom-
selves and the vine eut before the leaf falls
it affords an excellent fodder when properly
dried. This method is not usually resorted
(0, 83 the blade of the cor generally givesa

sufficient quantity for plantation purposes.
The negroes say that the pea keeps up their
strength longer than the potato, and is very
good to work on. As a green manure, the
pea vine is exceedingly valuable, and not
surpassed by anything that is used in this
way to enrich the scil.— Camden Journal,

From the Soil of the South,
A Retrospective Sketch.

We have now passed through the period
of work in the crop, and may profitably re-
view the labors and operations of the past
seagon, that the experience thus gained may
not be lost, but carefully noted and remem-
bered, making us wiser for the future, by
the recollection ef our successes or our fai-
lures, and the causes which produced them.
The peculiarity of the seasons and their in-
flnences upon the crops, all go to mnke np
the sum of practical knowledge, and have in
them lessona of instruction for the future.
Our methods of culture, and the effect upon
the growing erop, are all to be remembered,
if we would grow wiser as we grow older,
In these reflections we imagine not a few of
our friends will find that they would have
done better to have planted less, and eulti-
vated more perfectly. We have been on the
lookout a little, to see how our instructions
have been obeyee. and how the business of
culture has proceeded, Some fields which
wo have noticed have exhibited a liberality of
feeling on the part of their owners which
made it hard to say on which side they be-
longed, whether they were for the grass or
the crop, 80 equal was the contest. We
had not expected any such neutrality, and
though the signs scemed to point that way,
yet our charity had not allowed us to con-
alude that there was indeed any such want
of preforence.  We recollect the ancedote
of our friend A——, the butcher, and sup-
pose in his ense we may perhaps find the
explanotion, A was an eneagetie, busi-
ness sort of aman. and had gone out on
horschack into the country to seek supplics.
He bought a pig at one place and a ealf at
another, aud undertook to earry them both
home.  Accordingly he tied each with a line
and mounted his horse to lead them. It 4o
happened that the horse, (who was a mettle-
some steed.) the pig and the ealf, all took a
notion at the same time to run away.  With
a line in each hand.and the bridle in his teeth,
he resolved to run the race.  He soon foudd
however, that he was overtasked, and that
the rider must be sacrificed or something
given up.  We do vot recollect his decision,
but you ean guess at the balance of the story,
If any body has been in n strait, and felt,
along in June, when the days were hot and
the showerk frequent, and the grass grew as
well upside as down, that they had under-
taken too much, I leave them to make the
application, and correet all errors and mis-
caleulations for the futare.  We saw, in our
examination, some corn which showed signs
of miltreatment.  That and the grass had
fur many weeks grown as quictly and peace-
ably togetheras if in “Eden’s Garden,” when
Jjust after the wet spell in June, the strongest
mule and best plowman were set to work
with the large turning plow, to do the dou-
ble work of killing and burying at the same
operation.  The corn laoked distressed end
scemed to have put ol yellow, asa badge of
mourning for the sudden loss of a compan-
ion with which it had lived in such intimate
nssoainiion for so long a time. We fear it
never recovered from its afflictions again,—
But we hope no blame may be attached to
the master ; we doubt not he was doing his
best, and holding on with both hands and
his teethall the time.  We advise the record-
ing in the farm journ:sl just woat were his
faclings, and especially all relentings about
over cropping, which may have come up
justthen,  Our memory is treucherous, and
will not do to be trusted until next plauting
time ; and unless we have some record of the
conflis’s and the diflicultics, and the resolves
of the past, we will be sure to forget agnin.
Sickbed repentancea are rarely to be trusted.
Woe have taken some notes for ourselres;
for though we were not quite run to the
teeth, we had both hands full. The moral
of the whole story is, that we attempt too
much. We may stsuggle torough with
these large crops, but it is a debatable ques.
tion whether our immediate gains are great-
er, while there can be no doubt about those
that are nltimato, We will find most gene-
rally that some interest has to be sacriticed
and given upin the yield of the growing
crop, withont saying anything of the wear
and tear of the land and operatives, and the
loss of that quiet and *0 which belong
peeuliarly to a snug and well managed busi-

ness, and which we esteem to be of great
value. ¥
