Sectrox 1. Be it ordained by the Intend~
ant and Wardens, in Town Counncil assem~
bled, That there shall be raised and paid into
the Treasury of the Town (for the use thereof,
in current expenditures and discharge of lia~
bilities already incurred) a tax for the sums
hereinafter specified, to be paid on or before
the 31st day of March ensming, and in the
manuer following, that is to say :

Ten cents, on every hundred, of all sales
of goods and other property, real and per-
sonal, at anction. ’

Fifty cents. on every hundred dollars, of
all gross income and gross profits, derived
and resulting from any source, in the use,
practce or exercise of any office, fucalty or
profession, employment or occupsation, em-~
bracing Dentistry and excepting the Clergy.
» Fifty cents, on every huudred dollars, of
all gross income, of all Drguerreotypists,
Ambrotypists, Photographers, or othciwise
called in similar arts.

Fifty cents, on every hundred dollars of
all commissions received by brokers, factors,
auctioneers, commission merchants, dealers
in exchange or other persouns dealing in pro~
perty, real or personal, on commission.

Fifty cents. on every hundred dollars of all
premiums received by insurance agents.

Twenty-five cents, on every hundred dol~
lars of all reots, dividends, money at inter-
est, securities, and investments, over five
hundred doliars.

Fifty cents, on every bundred dolarsof al:
gross income, derived from keeping a hutel,
or cating house

Two dollars and fifty cents, on every han-
dred dollars of all gross receipts, of all keep~
ers of taverns and bar-rooms, whether such
bar-room be connected with a hotel or not.
