THE REPUBLICANS AT WORK.
County Convention.

The Newberry County Convention of
the Republican party met in the Hoge
School House Friday, 8th. County
Cbairman Henry Kennedy called the
convention to order. The Secretary,
B. W. Nance, read a communication
from “Headquarters Union Republican
Party, Colunmbir, S. C..” calling for
County Conventions to  he  held in the
varions Countie® to eleet  delezates to
the State Conventicn which meets in
Columbia the 12th *for the purpose of
considering and transacting such husi-
ness us may be necessary,” and also to
elect delegates to the Third Congres-
sional Convention—signed by E. W. M.
Wackey, Chairwian, and Iarry Nonh,
Secretury. The proceedings were open-
ed with prayer by Rev. Dillard.  For
Chairman of the weeting D, I Maffett
and Dennis Montes were nominated.
The election vesulted—Maffett 45;
Moates 37. Maufeu, on taking the
Chair, said, among other things: This
honor is unexpeeted and undeserved.
If there is one man who has the welfare
of bis people at heart, itis I. No one
cxn point to a single act or word that T
have dun{or spoken against my peo-
ple. Looking lo the time when we
shall stand alongside of other people in
this great country, 1 have no hopes,.no
aspirations, no ambition except that
which points to the elevation of the col-
ored race. In 1865 we were endowed
with all the rights and privileges of
citizensbip that white men have; we
have been tossed kither and thither by
traitors and Judas Iscariots, but we
bave made progress of which we should
be proud. The world cannot deny that
this people, who were kept in bondage
two hundred years, have made progress
equal to that ever made by any people
poder the sun. I want to see my peo-
ple do that which will make them free;
happy and prosperous. We are here
with the white people, and will work
with them if they work with uns. We
do mean ss citizens to have the rights
and privileges granted to us by the
Constitation and the Laws. It may be
a long time coming; but- we will bave
it! We will have it!! We will bave
it!!!

The Convention lasted from 11 A. M.
to 5 P. M., and the proceedings were
very stormy throoghont. (reat. noise
and confgsion prevailed dyring the
elections, the delegates yelling st the
top of their voicas for their favorite can-
didates. The Chairman found it im-
possible to preserve order or to keep
the members in their seats. The con-
test between the friends of Kennedy
and the friends of Maffett was very
lively. Theold men were for Kenne-
dy, the young men for Maffett; and the
former being in a majority carried their
point for County Chairman.

THE DEMOCRATIC MEETINC THE 7th.

A Large Turn-Out, and Fine Speeches.

The morning of the 7th wore a gloomy
look; the clouds were beavy, and rain
was falling. This cirenmstance, added
to the fact thut theve was » great deal
of sickness throughout the County, led !
many to expect a very small gathering: |
the canvassers themselves hardly ex-!
pected crowd enongh to speak to, and |
were counting on a day of rest. Bnt!
ahout 9 o'clock mounted clubs began to
pour into town frum every quarter of
the Connty; nnd hv 10 o'clock the Puh-:
Jic Square was filled with horsemen. |
The cheers that rent the nir #nd mule !
the welkin ring lent inspiration to the
scene, and proved that the spirit of 76 !
atill survives. The rain eontinuing, it |
was thought best not to have the speak-
ing in Cline’s Grove us arranged, hut in |
the Opera House instead. The crowd
filled the house, and the speeches were |
listeped to attentively throughout.
Specches were made by Hogh S.
Thompsop, vominee for Governor. J.
C. Sheppard, for Lient.-trovernor, D.
Wyatt Aiken, for Cougress, Charles
Richardson Miles, for Attorney-Gene-
eral, Jolin Peter Richardson, for Btale
Treasuorer, M. C. Butler, U. S. Senater,
and James N. Lipscomb, for Secietary
of State. Atthis distance of time it
would not be proper to give any ex-
tended notive of Lhe speeches; and we
=hall simply mention some interesting
~tatisties thut were given hy Col
Thompson and Col.  Aiken. Col.|
Thompson said that the expenses of the
State governwment last year, exclusive
of the interest on the public deht, were
only $238,000—Jess than the Republi-
cans bad spent in one year for publie
printing slone  Speaking of the publie
schools, he said that in seven yeurs the
Republicans spent $1,336,900 for public
schools; in five years the Democrats
spent 1,517,600, with lower assess-
ment and lower taxation. When he be-
hecame Superintendent of Ednention in
1876 he found aschool deht of 210,000,
of which amount $184,700 was due from
the State Treasury for teachers’ pay
certificates—$4,165.60 of it due to this
County. In the lnst year of Republican
admipistration the attendance of the
public school was—whites 55,000, col-
ored 46.000; last year the uttendance
was—whites 61,000, colored 72.000. In
the lust year of Republican administra-
tion the attendance in Newherry Coun-
ty was—whites 653, colored 1.216: last
year—whites 1,370, colored 2.326.

The total amount expended last year
for public schools in the State was about
$354,000.

Col. Aiken’s speech dealt chi-fly with
the tariff.  He said it takes $335.000,000
a year to run the U. 8. governmint—
nearly 87 a head for every man, waman
and chiid. It takes $1060,000,000 of this
for pensions; $45,000,000 for carrying
the mail. From the pension money the
Sonth derives no benefit of conscquence
and a small proportion from the tppro-
priation for earrying the mail. Col. Ai-
ken declared the tax on cotton-lies to
be a great imposition on the Southern
farmers, and showed how farmers are
mistaken in supposing thut they get
their money back for their bagging and
ties when they sell their colton.” The
merchant at Liverpool, where the price
of cotton is regnlated, burs net cotton,
knocking off 22 pounds for lmgging und
ties: the New York merchant puys as
much, per pound, for the bagging and
ties as for the cotton, but he dors not
pay as much for the colton as ifhe were
buying it net—he wouli! pay =- wuch
for a net bule us Le pays for the bale
and the bagging and ties. And so on
dpwn tc the fr<t buyer.
