n supply of tho prime necessities of life, oniphfor all wonts of consumption and commerce
Thc groat bulk of thc witOat crop has alreadyboen scoured in excellent condition, and thi
united testimony of our Western exchange:ia, tînt whatever deficiency there may be ii
quantity will bc made up in quality. Ever
the fanners, who are proverbial "croakers,'
Foctn to bc abundantly satisfied with thc re
suit of their labors. Tiic Commissioner o

Agriculture thinks the crop will bc nn aver

ago of eight and a half tenths in quantity, um
Of a quality that will make it fully equal it
value to last your's crop. An Ohio corres
pondent makes an elaborate approximate csti
mate of the cereal crops, and inasmuch ns hi
deductions arc made principally from personnobservation, bis views aro entitled to som
consideration. Ile places the wheat crop c
the country as follows: 1800, 188,104,02bushels; 1800, 185,184,000. At the rati
of inoroaso in thc wheat crop from 18 10 t
1800-ft per cent, a year-it i.s argued thu
wo should have 220,181,000 bushels as th
yield for 1800. The estimated yield of cor
this year is set down at 1,0¡¡0,000,000 busl
els, against 882,792,K 10 in 1800, as ascot
tained hy tho decennial canvassers. Such
crop, it is calcul.-.ted, would alone support 00
000.OOO people, and all thc cattle ncccssai
for their meat and butter. The world lu
never seen anything in agriculture at all ftqtltto. his. Tho fact that this staple pioductrapidly working its way into popular favor i
Croat Britain, is all the moro gratifying, i
view of its steadily increasing production i
this country. Thc strength of this branch
agricultural country lies tn tho Central We¬
am! lhere it will no doubt remain for tho no:
century at least. Tho oat crop of 1800 is e
timatcd nt 200.000,(100 bushels, against 172
8:10,722 in ISO;). The rye and barley ero]
tire expected to b;i in excess of any prévint
year, while root, crops give promise of greabundance.

ns far as concerns the supply of home produeessential to tho subsistence of thc masses, ni
no outcry of scarcity, raised for sinister pu
poses, can do away with the substantial fae
upon which we predicate n year of plenty,not of low prices. What tho prospects a

likely to bc for an outlet for our surplus cror
it is yet too carly to judge with any degreecertainly ; though with peace and abunda
crops in Europe, the foreign demand for AUK
ican breadstuff's,it would seem, mustcontin
to be very limited, thus necessitating llu
consumption chiefly by our own peoplo.

The Cashmere Goat in America.
Thc iutrodaotion of tho Cashmere goat in¬

to tho United States during thc year 1849, byDr. Davis of South-Carolina, must bo consid¬
ered an important step iu tho inauguration of
a branch of industry destined ut no distant dayto add materially to tho wealth and prosperityof this country. Tho original importationconsisted of seven females and two males.-
These were retained ir. more southern States
of the Union, and notwithstanding thc chango
to a warmer climate (having been brought out
from Turkey in Afiin) thc experience of the
ten succeeding years proved that the Ameri¬
can offspring was iti many respects a liner
goat, and yielded a heavy (leece. At tho com-
monoomout of tho civil war in America these
animals had been introduced into most of the
Soutb ort) States, but particularly in the States
of OcOrgia, Tennessee and Texas, with tho
most satisfactory results. In thc year 1858 a
single company in Tennessee sold $110,000worth of their grade animals alone in the
States of Tennessee and Kentucky. These.
were all descendants from tho fleck importedby Dr. Davis, and ranged from half to pureblood. The experiment made in other States
in thc mean time were equally successful, es¬
pecially in Texas, Where both soil and climate
seemed peculiarly adapted to thc raising of
this valuable anima},
Tho average weight of a full grown Cusdi-

mere buck is nboUt otic hundred and fifi ypounds, while (hat hf the female is about one
hundreds pound. The annual fleece of tho
buck will weigh about six pounds, and that
of tho doe four pounds. The hair of the liner
grade animals is a beautiful, soft and silkyarticle, from ten to twelve inches in length,
beneath which is found two or three ounces
of short and very (ino down, from which tin
celebrated Cashmere shawls are manufactured.
This down is of course mitoh more valuable
than the long hnir,and when separated from thc
luttor commands almost fabulous prices. Thc
price paid for the fleece will depend entirety
upon thc grade of tho animal producing it
but it may safely be stated that 84 per poundfor half breed and SS per pound for puro breed
fleeces is ti very moderate estimate, in thc
American market, while as high us Ç-50 peipound has been offered for American lleeoe.<
in the French market.
As tho chief value of thu Cashmere goat

is ita fleoeo, it is natur..1 OUOUgll that I host

that the Cashmore goat, by thc process airead
referred to, is acclimated, and can be hm
banded as easily »nd successfully as blooded fl
grade sheep, and its (leece, weighing full
as much, ('an command &Í10 per pound Ul th
market, while wool will hiing nbuüt as mun
cents, it would appoar that argument on th
subject is unnecessary. To enterprising cai
italists this business promises a luorocertal
return than noy wc know of, and, us long fl
'fashion rules tho land they may be sure of
liberal market.
