Tho best informed Floridians say thc
vein is from four to (wehe miles
wide and one hundred ami sixty
miles long, extending through thc
Counties of Alnohlla, Levy, .Marion,
Citrus, Hernando, Tasco, Hillsboro,
Hoik and DeSoto. lt is claimed
that thc analysis gives a percentage
ranging all tho way from lil) to 8f>
por cont. ptll'O phosphide. Tlc ex¬

citement over tho discovery is run¬

ning very high, and large crowds of
people from different parts of tho
South aro visiting thc beds-includ¬
ing many Of tho fertilizer manufac¬
turers of this State. Several com¬

panies with an aggregate capital of
over $2,000,000, are oihg formed for
tho manufacture of tho phosphate at
an early day. The phosphate bed
of tho South arc another source of
wealth that will greatly aid in tho
1'flpid development cf this highly
favored land.

Woody Barnwell.

Barnwell lia» boon tho scono of
another brutal murdor and lynching.
About a year ago William Black, a

young nogro of about 20 yours of
ago, broke into tito house of another
negro living on tho placo of Dr. A.
Wi Bailey, near Ellenton, lie was

apprehended, brought to trial and on

arraignmcint pleaded guilty. He
served his sentence in the peniten¬
tiary) and arrived in Barnwell on

last Tuesday, and was making his
way to his mother's house along thc
Barnwell Court House and Steele
Creek Hoad, when, arriving at Mr.
Janies Bonctt's house and observing
no one around, he stole two coats
and other articles, which were quickly
missed by thc owner.

A warrant was obtained for the
ai rest of Black, and he was arrested,
and whilst on thc way to Barnwell
C. II., in thc custody of thc law,
was taken from thc constable by one

David C. Heady, who tied Black to
a tree and shot him lo death. Black
remained at thc placo where he was

shot for two days, and when found
tho buzzards were feeding on his
body.

TllO Charleston NeWS and Cou¬
rier, speaking of this shocking affair,
says :

A ItOltltlHLK AKFAHt.
The murder of another colored

man in Barnwell county, while he
was a prisoner in thc hands of thc
olllcors of thc law, following so

closely after thc recent massacre in
thc same county, is a matter of thc
gravest concern to the people of
this State.

It is not enough to deplore thc
crime and to condemn the man or
men who committed it. The time
has passed for manifesting tlc public
sentiment in that way. The whole
people of South Carolina are under
vondcnination in the eyes of tito
civilized world on account of
the heinous crimes that have been
committed with impunity by some of
our number in recent years, ami how¬
ever unjust wc may know the senti¬
ment in regard to us to bc, wc can¬

not relieve ourselves from it, or from
ils consequences, by prostesting that
il is unjust, while we lake no effect¬
ive measures for our vindication.
Thc blood of eight defenceless

men who were slaughtered by thc
mob at Barnwell Court House has
scarcely disappeared from thc trees
to which, they were bound when they
were shot. Vet another victim has
been cruelly slain in thc same county
limier even more atrocious circum¬
stances. Ile was not even charged
with murder; his offense was theft
only. Hi' was tied to a tree by one

or (wo men ami put to death like a

dog; and his body was left lo feed
the carrion birds for two days.

It seems incredible that this crime
was permitted in South Carolina, lt
is incredible that it will be'permitted
to go unpunished. The murderer
ami companions are known, lt is
unnecessary to multiply words about
this frilly horrible affair. The limo
has fully come for South Carolina lo
prove lo the world ami lo itself (hat
murder is not one (d' (he recognized
institutions ol' this Slate and accept¬
able lo ils people. Let us not mock
ourselves longer with pretences and
assertions (d' a law-abiding and God-
fearing spirit. We must rid thc
community «d' thc bruits and Monds
who dwell among us, or divide the
responsibility for their crimes with
them, and be ranked with them.

Negroes in Council.
The negroes of the Slate nu t in

council in Columbia recently. Twen¬
ty-eight counties were represented.
They adopted tho following address
and resolutions:

.'Thrice is he tinned who has his

quarrel just." We, a portion id' the
representativo class ol' the colored
people of South Carolina, in meet¬
ing assembled, have,in the name ot' all
our people, a very sm ions complaint
against many of the white represen¬
tative clements of this State. Thc
grounds of our complaints ari'

these :

Because of thc coveted advantages
intended to be gained, influential
leaders among the whites id' iho
State have either directly or indirectly
advised or allowed lo be taught
that any treatment of (he negro
(hilt would tend to impress him willi
the white man's superior power in a

conflict of force is j list! liable. From
(his, irresponsible white men have
obtained thc notion that (here are

no rights for tho negro which a

while nc.ii, whether worthy or un¬

worthy, is bound to respect, when
the observation (d' these rights
is judged by tim while mau as in any
way contrary to bis personal views
or prejudices.

'¿. The most potent factor in this
indiset'CCt schooling consists of cer¬

tain daily newspapers published in
(his Stale. Thc untimely and ¡M.
advised agil al ion ol' the separation
«d' thu races has not only created
general unrest among our people,
but also rather emboldened the crimi¬
nal classes of thc whiles in their
already thoroughly formed prejudice
against us.

3. Tho hue and ci y mude hy
Bti'Ai white men, after they havo
committed outrages against our

people, lo tho effect that they aro

attempting insurrection against tho
whites of such communities, is nn

additional outrage upon us, and so
intended hy those who mako them.
The unprecedented forbearance of
our people during tho four years'
civil war, when they had no reason
to fear resistance on thc part of
thc white men, is a standing monu¬

ment to their glory ano. an everlast¬
ing contradiction to tho charge that
thc race is insurrectionary or aims at
conspiracy against tho white race
even under tho most aggravated
circumstances. This denial is not
intended to convince those who
stand convinced of these slanders
against us, for wc arc sure they arc

concious of the wrong they do us

and tho gravity of thc evil thereof.
4. Wc interpret the recent in¬

stance of violence upon our people
in this State as indicating thc su¬

premacy of the mob clement of thc
Commonwealth over thc law-abiding
class. The indescribable and inhu¬
man butchery of eight men of our

race, taken from thc prison cells of
Barnwell County i in the prosonco of
thc agents of thc law, is an unpre¬
cedented instance of barbarity, un¬

becoming a civilized community.
Therefore, wo deem it proper for

our people to abandon such sections
of thc Stale wherein lawlessness
prevails and life is unsafe and go to
sections where life and property arc
safe.
Wc offer this as information to

thc friends of humanity and justice,
North and South, and appeal to thc
Chief Executive and sdi officers of
the State, and to all citizens, regard¬
less of race or color, tb unite in one

common effort in upholding the
majesty of tho law and tho fair name
of South Carolina.

KK.SOI.l TIONS AOOCTKI).
Whereas in thc County of Barn-

Well eight innocent and defenseless
members of our race, being in the
custody of thc State of South Caro¬
lina., were' from said custody unlaw¬
fully taken and unlawfully shot to
death by a mob of masked men nt
midnight; and whereas somo of the
men thus sh il were held as witnesses,
and were not connected or charged
with any offonso ; therefore, bc it

Resolved, That the taking of hu¬
man life under any circumstances
other than the satisfaction of thc
demands of tho law and tho vindica¬
tion of tho honor and integrity of
tho State, is odious to all just and up¬
right men, and should meet their
universal condemnation, which al¬
ways emanates from tho bosoms of
all true, patriotic citizens.

Resolved, That tho taking of hu¬
man lifo is not right and justifiable,
only when done for tho preservation
of human life and tin; sanctity of
home. We respectfully advise tho
members of our race to romain quiol
and allow tho proper authorities to
vindicate the law. Wc do not wish
to add fuel lo the Haines of thc al¬
ready devouring lire, but to use such
pacific measures as will commend
themselves to the favorable consid¬
eration of all thoughtful men.

/tesoloed, That thc fair name of
South Carolina has boen besmirched
and -disgraced ami to-day thrown
from its eminence among tho galaxy
of Stales by thc midnight marauders
in their hellish work of taking hu¬
man life, regardless of law and social
inllucncc; and that from tho montarna
to thc seaboard all true Carolinians
shouhl join with tin' proper authori¬
ties to ferret out and bring lo justice
these law-breakers and redeem tho
fair name of South Carolina.

Resolved, That i committee ol'
nine bo appointed, of which the
chairman of this conference shall bo
ex officio chairman, to wait upon His
Excellency, Governor Richardson,
and place our grievances, assuring
him of our fidelity to the State, and
ask that such power given him under
tho Constitution and laws of this
Slate as Chief Executive be used lo
ils full extent lo have the perpetra¬
tors of this foul, barbarous and
atrocious crime apprehended and
brought lo justice.
