to get the profits.

We advise you to make side ap-
plication of highest grade ammoni-
ated fertilizers when your corn or
cotton stalks are about half grown
and nitrate of soda later when giv-
ing the crops the last ploughing.
This side application of soluble fer-
tilizers at the rate of 150 pounds to
the acre has been known to increase
the yield one-third.
