A storm which was
moving lu a northeasterly direction
passed just to the south of Milford,
in Baker county. Its truck was half
a mile wide, and complete desoln-
tion extends for several miles,

Stock was killed, buildings demol-
ished and erops practically oblitera-
ted, but no fatalities are rveported,
Heavy hall accompanied most of the
blows,
