Disndvantages of Cross Breeding.

The modern breeds of pure bred
live stock are the results ol long
years of hard work and study by the
best breeders of the world, The
youngest of these breeds Is now many
years old, while the oldest weve be-
ing bred pure before this country
was settled. Live stock breeding is
botif a sclence and an art, and to de-
velop a new breed is not a matter of
a few years' work, but Is the work of
several generatlons, -

One of the principles upon which
live stock breeding ls based is “That
liko tends to beget like.” When two
pure breds of the same hbreed are
mated, we expect the offspring to be
like its parents; because there ls,
back of each of these parents, a long
line of pure blood:. When two pure
breds not of the same breed are mat-
ed, there at once takes place a *‘bat-
tle of breeds,” and the oftspring will
be like that parent whose blood 1s
the strongest. When, therefore, two
old breeds, as Tamworth and Berk-
shire, or Jersey and Holsteln, are
mated, there Is brought inte coenflict
bloods or Influences that have taken
centuries to reach their present state
ol perfection.

In the hands of experienced breed-
ers cross breeding was  sometimes
used ‘to advantage in Lthe formation
of new breeds; but in the hands of
inexperienced breeders it Is a most
dangerous practice, The {lrst cross
sometimes is good; but after that
such breeding is very uncertain, be-
cause the offspring wlll depend upon
whichever of its bloods gets the mas-
tery,  Then, too, it somdtimes oe-
curs that the good blood will bal-
ance each other, and there will out-
crop some bad character that has
heen held in cheek ever since the
breed began.,

Because of this uncertainty of
breeding, a ‘‘cross-bred' sivre shounld
never be used nor any cross-bred fe-
males kept for Dbreeding, except
where a pure bred is at the head of
the herd. IMor this reason a ‘“‘cross-
bred” c¢an never bring more on the
market than it is worth for meat;
and the farmer who Dbreeds such
loses the chance ¢ selling his best
animals at “pure sred” prices. If,
for no other reason than this, the
farmer should hesitale to cross
breed.

But ecross hreeding muet
coniused whh “prading.” By zrad-
ing Is meant the wmating of a, pus
With no for very titlle nevehlood,
‘t*his can” be done wilh perfect safe-
ty, because the power is all on one
side and the result is sure. A pure-
bred Angus bull mated with serub
cows will get over S0 per cent of his
calves pure, black, and hornless—
s0 much power has the pure blood
over the mixed blood., ‘There is no
better way for the young hreeder to
begin than with a grade herd and a
pure bred sire. As his experience
Zrows, so the purlty of the blood of
his herd increases, and in a few
vears he will find himself in posses-
slon of a herd that, for all practleal
purposes, ig as profitable as a pure
bred, and morveover he has learned
how to care for a pure bred.
