od from five to ten boshels an oaere
al least. The test by owe gimple ol
requires so Httle time in proportion
to results that there is no favmer in
the State who cannol make jt,

How Test is Made,
Aftoy seleeting the best
arvange them side by shidle on
planks, driving a ten-penny nall af-
ter every tenth enr,  The ears should
then  be numbered  consecutively,
which can be done by marking the
number of each ear on the plank
with lead peneil. ‘They shonld then
he deft uantil after the gevmination
test is completed, except when they
are taken out one by one for the
purpose  of  getting kernels  from
them.

One of the  simplest  and
methods of testing is the use
sawdust box,  Use a box about two
feet square and four inches deep.
i1l the box to within an inch and a
half of the top with sawdust, well
piacked.,  Select a plece  of  white
cloth a little larger than the box and
mark this off in two-inch squares
with a pencil, numbering enough of

any of them without trouble. By
leaving  outside rTows  vaeant  all
around the hox, there will be about
one  huandred  squares. Tack the
cloth inslde the hox so that It rests
firmly and smoothly over the saw-
dust,

With the box near at hand, take
the ears from the plank one by one,
Seleet from each ear six kernels, tak-
ing them from different parts of the
ear and no two from the same row,
Place the six kernely from ear No.
1 in square No, 1 on the cloth, and
g0 on with all the ears. Kernels
should be laid with the germ side up,
Put eaxch ear back in its place on the
plank,

When each square in the bhox, ex-
cent those In the outside rows, con-
tains six kernels, sprinkle water '!nm

opinion of all the experts that it will
