XFAV COTTON RECORD FOR 1014.

I<"imi.l figures Place U. S. ('««MUÍ
Crop at 10,102,148 Bales.

Washington. March 20. The
greatest cotton crop ever produced in
.tile United States was grown in
1914.

Census bureau statistics, issued to-
day, giving Anal ginning figures, otti-
cielly place the 1914 crop as a rec-
ord, with 16,102,143 bales of 500
pounds each. That is 409,442 equiv-
alent r>00-)K)und bales, or 204,721,-
000 pounds, more than produced In
the groat crop ol 191 1.

in addition to dbe groat produc-
tion of lint cotton a record quantity
of linter cotton, which is extensively
used in the manufacture of military
explosives, was obtained. This cot-
ton, delinted from tho seed at oil
mills. amounted to 395,732,000
pounds and brought the total 1914
croit to 16,893,604 equivalent 500-
pound halos, or 8,446,803,500
pounds.

While the crop was a record one,
the only States to make new records
in production were Alabama, Louisi-
ana, and Oklahoma. The other cot-
ton States all carno close to their
records.

Oflicial Siimmni y.
The 1914 cotton crop of the Uni-

ted States aggregated 15,873.002
running bales of lint, or 16,102,14 3
equivalent 500-pound bales, the cen-
sus bureau announced to-day. The
department of agriculture on Decem-
ber 10 estimated 15,000,000 equiv-
alent 500-pound bales. These fig-
ures comparo with IC,982,81 1 run-

ning bales, or 14,156,486 equivalent
000-pound bales In 1 91 3, 13,488,539
running líales, or 13,703,421 equiva-
lent 500-pound halos In 1912, and
15,553,073 running bales, or 15.-
692,701 equivalent 500-^pound hales
in 1911, the three largest crops prior
to 1914. Included in the 1914 fig-
ures are 121,451 bales which gin-
ners estimated would bc turned ont.
after tho March canvass.

Hound halos Included nu inhered
57.0is. compared with 99,902 in
1913, 81,528 in 19 12 and 101,554hl
19 11.

Sea Island bales included number-
ed 81,598, compared with 7 7.5 03 in
19 13, 73,777 in 1912 and 11 9,293 in
1911.
The average gross weight of bales

for the crop was 507.2 pounds, com-

pared with 506.2 in 19 13, 5OS in
19 12 and 504.5 in 1911.

Ginneries operated for 'the crop
numbered 24,522, compared with
24,749 in 1913, 25,279 in 1912 anil
20,349 in 1911.

Linter cotton, not Included In 'to-
tal ginning figures, amounted to
772,270 running bales, or 791,464
equivalent 500-pound bales, com-
pared with 631,153 running bales, or
638,881 equivalent 500-pound bales
in 1913, 602,324 running bales, or

609,594 equivalent 500-pound bales
in 1912, and 556,276 running halos,
or 5.57,575 equivalent 500-pound
bales in 1911.

The census bureau announced that
tho statistics of this report for 1914
are subject to slight corrections in
the full report, to be published early
in May.

Increased Production.
A feature of tho crop was greatly

Increased production In California
and Arizona, two States where the
cotton growing industry is in its In-
fancy, and where a superior quality
of thc staple ls raised.

California's production amounted
to 49,836 bales, or 24,917,600
pounds, while Arizona's was 7,142
bales, or 3,571,000 pounds.

Unofficial estimates place the
value of the crop, which this season
bas hoon greatly reduced by the ef-
fect of thc Buropean war, at $570,-
000,000 for lint. This is based on

an average price of 7.2 cents a pound
to producers and an estimate of 70
per cent as the quantity already sold
with tho remainder selling at an av-

erage of 7.8 cents a pound. On the
same basis the value of the seed is
estimated at $13 1,000,ooo. These
make the estimated value of tho
1914-16 crop to cotton farmers
$704,000,000.

IIOHHIIILK HORRORS OF WAH.

Slr Tilomas Lipton Speaks of the Aw-
ful Conditions in Servia.

London, Marok 22.-"Just as lt
took fire to stop -the great plague lu
London, so fires are needed to elear
Servia of typhus. Infected houses
and the clothing of the people must
be bumed, as the disease is carried
by vermin," said Slr Thomas Lipton
to-night in a statement to the Asso-
ciated Press, in which ho recounted
appalling conditions In Servia, whore
he has been making personal Inves-
tigation.

"I mot on the country roads the
sick, too weak to crawl to a hospital;
bullock carts were gathering them
up. Often a woman and children
wore leading bullocks, tho husband
and father in the cart, raving with
fever. Scarcely enough people re-
main umstricken to dig graves for the
dead, which lie exposed in tho ceme-
teries.

"The situation is entii. beyond
the control of the present force,
Which imperatively needs all the help
it eau get-tents, hospitals, doctors,
nurses, modern ap ¡dla noes. and
clothing to replace the garments full
of typhus bearing vermin."

Describing the hospital at Ghev-
ghell, where Dr. J. P. Donnelly of
the American Red Cross died, he
said :

"The illaro is a village In a har-
ren, uncultivated country, the hos-
pital an old (tobacco factory. In it
were crowded 1,100 patients, on
mattresses, or even straw-men ly-
ing I' (he clothes In which they lived
in 'tho trenches for mon nhs, swarm-
ing with vermin. All diseases-ty-
phus, typhoid, dysentery and small-
.pox- -were herded together. In such
a state Dr. Donnelly lound tho hos-
pital, where he hud a force of six
American doctors, 12 American
nuises and three Servian doctors.
"When 1 visited the hospital three

American doctors, 'the three Servian
doctors and nine of the nurses were
sick.

"Tho patients were wailed on by
Austrian prisoners. The fumes of
rooking wounds and fever were un-
bearable.

"Tho first thing Dr. Donnelly «did
on his arrival was to test tho water,
which he found in lei ted. He then
improvised boilers in which to boil
water. 'The boilers saved 500 lives.'
said Dr. Donnelly. ile also bulli
ovens in which to bake tho (dollies1
ol' the patients, hut he was later pro-
vided with a proper sterilizing appa-
ratus."

Sir Thomas described Dr. Donnelly
as one Of tho greatest heroes of wai.

SHOTS ACROSS HOW OK GERMAN

Vessel by American (inns Turn Her
Hack to Port.

San .Juan, P. lt., March 21.-Tho
Herman merchant steamer Oden-
wald, which attempted to leave port
late to-day without obtaining clear-
ance papers, was stopped as she was

passing out the entrance to the har-
bor by two shots tired across her
bow from a 5-inch gun, and direct
shots from a Maxim. She Mien re-
turned and was taken In charge by
the collector ot customs.

Permission to sail was refused the
Odenwald by the collector pending
instructions from Washington. The
steamer has been at San Juan since
August 6 Three days ago she be-
gan coaling and taking on provisions.
Pftlling lo obtain clearance papers,
her commander apparently decided
to risk thc attempt to put to sea. A
heavy gun on Morro Castle sent two
shots .across her bows, but it was not
until the machine gun opened a di-
rect fire that Míe steámer headed
back to port.
